Public Comments:  None. 
13/00120 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody but expressed disappointment at the lack of Councillors that supported the Annual Parish Meeting particularly in view of the agreement that buffet refreshments should be organised & also the low number of residents who attended; all households had received the agenda & she urged all Councillors to encourage residents to attend next year as the Council had a statutory duty to organise the meeting annually. 
13/00121 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Poskitt & Harrison
13/00122 Minutes of the Extraordinary Council Meeting with Louth Town Football Club on 30th April 2013, the Annual Council Meeting & Parish Council Meeting held on 7th May 2013 were all accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p PB s LD.  
13/00123 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.   
13/00124 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for May; C Warwick – Reimbursement for East Coast Grafix (Newsletters) - £54.52 (authorise only); Lincoln & Lindsey Blind Society – Donation - £100; J Cooper – Internal Auditor - £40.00 – it was resolved to authorise these payment p JL s JA
Audit of the Accounts as at 31st March 2013 – The Council acknowledged receipt of the Internal Auditor’s report & Clerks comments on same; The Council considered & acknowledged that there was a sound system of internal control, including the preparation of the accounting statements, & it was resolved that the Council had complied in all manner with the External Audit requirements & the Chairman signed the External Audit document (copy circulated) p PB s LD.

Jubilee Committee – The Council had received a request for the final £250 of the £1250 the Council had agreed to grant towards the creation of Jubilee Gardens & it was resolved to forward this amount p JA s JL
Homestart – A letter had been received informing Council of the work carried out & a request for a donation. The Council heard additional comments on the work of the group & following debate it was resolved to grant £100 p JA s CW
13/00125 Councillor Vacancy – No requests had been received.
13/00126 Coastal Strip Communities Meeting – No meeting date yet.  Cllr Warwick advised that she & Cllrs Bowman & Harrison had attended a meeting at ELDC with Portfolio holder Craig Leyland regarding flooding which raised many issues & concerns; it was noted that building was taking place in Somercotes & Mablethorpe but the Environment Agency (EA) still considered coastal areas in various levels of the flood plain. ELDC had a statutory duty to co-operate with the EA but it was generally believed that some of the data was flawed; the issue of people residing in caravans for 52 weeks a year was debated & it was agreed that this would bring welcome funds to the area; It was noted that Saltfleetby did not flood in 1953 when other areas of the coast did; developers who had also attended a meeting with ELDC had raised issues within the region. It was resolved that the Council would investigate inviting the EA to send a representative to a Parish Council Meeting to discuss the situation. 
13/00127 Village Hall Committee – The Clerk now had contact details for all the village representatives in order to call a meeting to consider transferring the funds of the old Village Hall Committee to the Parish Council as trustees; the Clerk had contacted the Charity Commission to raise queries regarding procedure but had not yet received a response – when received the Clerk would organise a meeting of the village groups.
13/00128 Planning – There were no planning applications to be considered; 
13/00129 Highways – Clerk to report the state of the road sides of North End Lane – the section of the road around the first & second bungalows on the left past Tumble Down Cottage were particularly bad – at some sections with a 4, 5 or 6 inch drop & it was considered a Health & Safety risk should a cyclist or vehicle have to move to one side for approaching lorries; The B1200 section by Greens Old Farm was also bad with one or two vehicles recently having accidents/damage to vehicles at this point. Clerk to report. The Council considered that the response on its comments regarding the School Safety Zone crossing were not helpful; children would still be crossing the road & motorists should be alerted to this fact & ensure that the children could cross safely. Clerk to respond with the Councils comments.  It was noted that the Clerk had requested that the Highways mobile speed sign be deployed periodically within the village & this was to be done.
The issue of speeding was debated & especially the speed limit at the St Clements end of the village which was outside the 40 mile limit; following debate it was resolved that the Clerk would write to Highways & request that the 40 speed limit be extended from its current place on the B1200 to the T junction to include St Clements & ask Highways to further consider the creation of a footpath for this end of the village in order to give its residents the same facilities as the rest of Saltfleetby. In addition, Clerk to request that the speed limit on Mill Lane, currently de-restricted, be made 40 mile an hour & taken to the junction with the B1031 Rimac Road. Cllr Warwick advised that a resident had fallen on the pavements recently which were in a terrible state, & District Cllr Harrison was arranging for the new LCC Councillor to come & inspect the state of them.

The lack of planning by ELDC & LCC regarding work on the highways/footpaths was discussed; Anglian Water was carrying out work currently & BT would also be doing work in the next 12-15 months which would cause further disruption & damage to the area. Clerk to write & express concern.

13/00130 Community Emergency Plan – No further update, on-going piece of work.
13/00131 New Residents Information Leaflet – Cllr Dover handed Councillors a draft document which all agreed was very good; Cllrs to feed back any comments or additions to Cllr Dover for amendment.
13/00132 Wingas – Cllr Smith reported on his attendance at the Community Meeting at the end of May; the office was moving to Louth for admin reasons; they were currently exploring a blocked well with only two cells currently operational, there could be a small one off flare off but in daylight if it occurred. Regarding the issue of produced formation water – this would be going back to Theddlethorpe & would not be disposed of on site. The Manager was to resolve the issue of tanker using North End Lane & requested that any further incidents be reported to them. The issue of Fracking was on the original application but they would have to make a new application should they decide to go ahead with it in the future as it could not be done under the current licence. A suggestion had been made at the meeting by the District Councillor for Grimoldby that there may be a better route which would be through Saltfleetby & Swallowgate but this was not accepted as all arrangements were now in place. Cllr Harrison had raised the issue of obtaining funding from Wingas & it was thought that would be possible from the next phase. Clerk to place on July agenda.
13/00133 Standing Orders & Financial Regulations – The Council considered the documents & it was resolved not to make any amendments currently. Clerk to consider documents & advise if legislation required amendments making.

13/00134 Risk Assessments – The documents had been circulated & it was resolved that amendments were not currently required. Clerk to consider documents & advise if legislation required amendments making.

13/00135 District Councillors Report – There was no report as Cllr Harrison was absent.
13/00136 Clerks Report – The Parish Paths 50% grant of £435 had been received & paid into the bank; Cllr Harrison had advised that when approaching Natural England for a further meeting she had been advised that discussed were on-going with colleagues & a meeting would be called when all information had been formulated; the new County Councillor, Dan McNally had contacted the Clerk regarding attending a meeting but he was unfortunately not able to be at the June meeting, the Clerk would forward the Minutes & agenda regularly.
13/00137 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Warwick advised that she & Cllr Bowman had attended a meeting with a Planning Scrutiny Committee at ELDC & a number of Parish Councils were represented; There were a large number of views on the Planning Department & how it worked & comments included the fact that there appeared to be no set standard; any outcomes will be fed back.  During debate the Council agreed that there should be a policy from above that was fed down to Planning Officers & it raised the importance of having a Village Design Statement. Cllr Dover informed the meeting that a body was looking for empty pieces of land in which to plant wild flower meadows & she suggested the area next to the YEB installation & a small area on the Main Road; the corner of Swallowgate was also suggested as appropriate. The Council was minded to look into nominating areas. Clerk to place on July agenda.

13/00138 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: The Clerk Magazine, Clerks & Councils Direct; Letter from LCC re the Saltfleetby St Clement & Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Definitive Map Modification Order 2013; Confirmation from Came & Co that the insurance policy renewal was agreed; ELDC – letter regarding improving communications with Town & Parish Councils; Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association Newsletter.

13/00139 Councillors Reports – The issue of cutting grass only twice a year to preserve wild flowers & help bees was raised although it was acknowledged that in certain areas, particularly on the smaller roads, visibility was an issue.
13/00140 Items for the Next Agenda – As above.

13/00141 Personnel Committee – The issue of appointing a third Councillor to the Committee was left in abeyance at the direction of the Chairman due to unresolved issues.
