Public Comments – The documents relating to the planning application to be discussed were available for Councillors to view & the resident noted he was happy to answer any questions. The Chairman thanked him & stated that she would open questions up under the relevant agenda item.
13/00279 Apologies for absence – Cllr H Poskitt
13/00280 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th January 2014 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p PB s SH.  Matters arising: The Rural Police Panel meeting was cancelled & will be rearranged; the Coastal Grazing Marshes meeting will be held on 20th February & item 0272 Cllr Warwick will attend the meeting.
13/00281 Declarations of Interest – None.  
13/00282 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for January; Lincolnshire County Council – Disc with Tithe maps p SH s BS

Accounts as at 31st December 2013 – The Councillors Budget & Account information had been circulated; the full accounts & bank statements were available & it was resolved that the accounts were correct p SC s LD. The Chairman signed the accounts & bank statement.
13/00283 Councillor Vacancies – No requests to be co-opted had been received; following debate it was resolved that the Clerk put some information together on what being a Councillor entailed for inclusion on the web site & next newsletter. The Chairman is posting Council information on the noticeboard at The Prussian Queen & she would leave a Good Councillors Guide there for viewing. It was further resolved that each Councillor would contact people with a view to encouraging individuals to join the Council.
13/00284 Planning Applications – Application N/145/02488/13 – Mr M Goodyear, Planning Permission  Erection of 1 detached house with detached double garage & 3 terrace houses with associated covered parking on the site of existing workshop & showroom which are to be demolished – Mac Farm Car Sales, main Road, Saltfleetby. The Council had no questions over the application & following debate it was resolved to support the application on the grounds of encouraging people into the village & to the school, improvement of the street scene & general support to all the village facilities and increase the sustainability of Saltfleetby.
The Planning Inspectorate – Wildlife & Countryside Act 1982 section 53 – 2010 Modification Order – Saltfleetby St Clement Restricted Byway No 1059/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 1060/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 55. Definitive Map Modification Order 2010 & Amendment of Lindsey County Council rural District of Lout) Definitive Map & Statement – Evidential Events (no 1) Modification Order 2007. The Council noted the information & that there would be an enquiry in the future.

13/00285 Golf Road Mablethorpe Development – The Council noted a copy of the letter to Lindum which requested them to clean the dirty village roads following movement of their heavy goods vehicles. The response received had been circulated & noted that Lindum had driven around the roads but possibly due to recent rain no dirt remained. A copy of the letter from Paul Little, Head of LCC Highways East responding to the Council’s letter regarding the lack of a transport plan was also noted.  Cllr Warwick noted that the Liaison meetings would continue the first being in March and attendance would continue.
13/00286 EnergieKontor – The update from LCC Legal Department had been circulated regarding the latest situation with regard to the Novation document & confirmation of satisfaction with the document was still awaited from two other councils. 
13/00287 Highways & Footpaths – The Council noted the copy of a letter sent to Reverend Turner regarding closing the dyke at The Stump & information on an exit from a property onto the B1200.  The updated Highways Report had been circulated & was noted. Clerk to chase up outstanding items & archive as appropriate.  East Lindsey District Council had initially refused the request for a light on Ings Lane, but following a request from the Clerk to re-consider had requested additional information – Clerk to contact the resident concerned for information.
13/00288 Lindsey Marsh Drainage Board – Following debate items for discussion at the March Council Meeting to include an update on their role in general, communications with the Parish Council on their grass cutting timetable, Grayfleet drain responsibilities, management of water levels, removal of waste following grass cutting & an update on the issue of re-taking back responsibilities from the Environment Agency. Clerk to forward items for discussion to LMDB.
13/00289 Marshlands – The Management of Marshlands had offered the use of the facilities to the Parish Council again free of charge for meetings; following debate it was resolved to accept the invitation commencing April, in the spirit of encouraging the use of the facility and supporting the management in this endeavour. Clerk to write & express the Councils grateful thanks for the kind free usage of the Church for its meetings, which was sincerely appreciated. Cllr Clark noted that the football nets had been stolen & the Police believed that as they had been cut out that they may have been taken for Hare Coursing or Badger Baiting. These had now been replaced.
13/00290 Village Hall Charity – The Clerk updated the Council on action taken; details had been forwarded to LALC & were now in the hands of the NALC Legal Department who had requested a copy of the original Deed document in order for them to offer advice; Cllr Harrison was not in a position to produce the original document – Cllr Dover to check on whether she had a copy & if so forward to the Clerk to pass to NALC. Suggestions for a new constitution for the charity due to the Saltfleetby Village Hall Charity no longer being applicable were put forward – Clerk to forward these for further discussion in March.

13/00291 Police Budget – Cllr Harrison asked for comments with regard to the proposal to increase the Police Budget which would have an effect on Council Tax payments. The Councillors expressed general opinions on the number of police officers & the need to see more, the use of volunteers but also commented on the success of the Hare Coursing initiative.
13/00292 Community Emergency Plan – The draft document continued to be circulated to Councillors for comment. Cllr Warwick to email out a copy.
13/00293 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison had been contacted by a resident with regard to a fallen tree at St Clements, who had requested the removal of the wood for themselves, Cllr Harrison had advised contacting the Clerk, which had not happened. It would appear that the wood had been removed by somebody else at the instruction of the Church owners. Clerk to write.
13/00294 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally agreed to look into one of the Highways items on behalf of the Council & report back.
13/00295 Clerks Report – Confirmation received from ELDC of the Precept payment of £8,225; The final payment request had been requested from LCC for the Parish Paths & the next financial year’s forms had been submitted for approved by LCC.
13/00296 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
13/00297 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: ELDC Car Parking Scrutiny Report; Letter to The Jubilee Committee re ownership of the village gardens; NHS Sustainable Services Review; Contact information for all mental health services (placed on web site); Mablethorpe & Alford Neighbourhood Policing Team Area Update; Clerks & Councils Direct; LCC – Changes to Library Provision in Lincolnshire, including the effect on Saltfleetby; the Clerk Magazine; Letter to Mr Armstrong re rats (Clerk to chase up); Letter to Mr Farrey re the trees at St Peters Church (Clerk to chase up) & email to Planning Officer re Application N/105/01376/13 re non-consultation.
13/00298 Councillors Reports – Cllr Stapleton noted that he was not happy with the ELDC Car Parking Scrutiny Report as at the time other Councils were putting in place for 2-hours free parking in order to re-invigorate the town centres – following debate it was resolved to write & express dissatisfaction with the report – Clerk to write.
