There were five members of the public present.
Public Comments – Cllr Harrison advised that hard core was being taken to Mablethorpe for the new development & 64 lorries a day would be taken from Manby through Saltfleetby & Theddlethorpe – this had been confirmed by Highways; there were concerns regarding the school & further damage to the B1200; Cllr Harrison had asked to see the traffic management plan & was concerned about traffic using Mill Lane. This would continue for approximately three months & EnergieKontor may be coming on line around this time; substantial repairs were needed to the road prior to this.
13/00166 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody & especially the members of the public & noted that as one of the major items on the agenda was potential projects for spending the funds that may be received from EnergieKontor, she proposed to move the item up the agenda & stand down Standing Orders for this discussion once formalities & Councillor co-option had been completed in order to allow public input & Council would then debate once Standing Orders had been reinstated & it was resolved to do so p CW s SH
13/00167 Apologies for absence – Cllrs J Smith & L Dover
13/00168 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd July 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p SH s JL.  
13/00169 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.  
13/00170 Councillor Vacancies – The Council had received a request to be considered for co-option from Mr S Clark; Council debated & it was resolved that Mr Clark be co-opted onto the Council p PB s SH. Mr Clark signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office, witnessed by the Clerk.
13/00171 Future Expenditure - The Chairman noted that under the EnergieKontor agreement, if successful the community would get £16,000 per annum for the 25 years of the project, commencing when they are operating – anticipated to be second quarter of 2015; there was also impact from the Wingas operation & no benefits had as yet been obtained on behalf of the community but would perhaps be considered re the impact on the village; 
Standing Orders were stood down.

Firm projects were needed by the Council so that the appropriate documentation could be created; the Chairman asked for public comments & suggestions:
· Solar speed signs in three locations 

· Purchasing land near the primary school that could be used to create a car park & reduce the problems created by on-road parking; filling in the dyke near the school to create a parking area

· Enhance the appearance of the village – unfortunately plants had been stolen from one of the new gardens – valued at approx. £150 which had occurred during daylight hours & had been reported to the Police. The creation of two more gardens opposite the Out gang with a bench & noticeboard was suggested & would create a village green effect due to the width of the area.

· Linking footpaths – Coastal Grazing Marsh representative will be attending a future meeting as a sum of £10,000 is earmarked to spend in Saltfleetby on such a project

· Electricity Paddock – is in a terrible state & would benefit from some work

· Rights of Way – in the past a great deal of work had been carried out on these & getting them on the Definitive Map; this needed a good deal more work & would benefit from a professional being paid to carry this out; if these old footpaths were not retained it would be a severe loss to the village
· Grass cutting – around the back of the BT box which is currently not carried out & other locations

· Identity type road signs 

· White entrance gates to the village

· Village Hall & facilities – a resident asked the Clerk how much money the Council currently had in the Bank – a sum in the region of £22,000; the resident believed this should be spent on the village as it would appear that the village hall was operating

· Park – purchase a piece of land to create a children’s play area / Parish Council provide play equipment for the village

· Village verges cut on a regular basis including down the bank so that people can see there is a dyke there; also on Three Bridges Lane & North End Lane as this would tidy the village up considerably & would have more impact 

· Jubilee Committee had taken out public liability insurance on the gardens but this does not cover for theft & a resident asked if the Parish Council could help by covering the losses by the plant theft & including the gardens under the Council insurance cover

· Forming another group to work with the Council on the EnergieKontor funds spending – the money has to be spent for the benefit of the community; 

· Offer grants to children of the village to fund trips etc.
· Pay an individual to do something for the community/activities for children outside of the school interested in the local landscape etc.
· Give something to the Prussian Queen that would benefit the community

The Chairman thanked the members of the public for their input.

Standing Orders were resumed.

Following debate it was resolved that further grass cutting price be obtained for the B1200, North End Lane, Mill Lane, Back Street & Three Bridges p CW s PB; it was resolved that the Clerk be asked to check out the implications of taking the insurance cover including theft over for the existing Jubilee Gardens p CW s PB; it was resolved that the Council would donate £100 to the Jubilee Committee towards replacing the stolen plants p CW s JA
13/00172 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for July. It was resolved to authorise the payment p PB s JL
13/00173 Lincolnshire County Council’s proposed changes to Library Provision – Information on the decision to remove the Saltfleetby mobile library provision had been circulated but was noted as being very unclear, details regarding the number of households appeared to have been amended but the number that used the service in Saltfleetby was low; it was also noted that the letter regarding consultation events was out late so there had been no opportunity to attend; forms were available from main libraries for comments.
13/00174 Clerks Holiday – The Clerk had circulated details of her holiday which unfortunately impacted on the September meeting; Cllr Lusby questioned the Clerk on why her holiday was being taken at a meeting date, the Clerk responded that she always tried to avoid meetings but due to circumstances it had not been possible & noted that no restrictions were placed in her contract regarding timing of breaks. Following debate it was resolved to move the meeting to Wednesday 11th September. Clerk to check regarding availability of the church p PB s CW
13/00175 Planning – Applications requiring comment:  N/145/01420/13 – Mrs L Fox – Planning Permission single storey front extension & alterations to existing bungalow to provide a study, open plan kitchen/dining/ living area and an en suite to accompany existing bedroom. Redwood. North End Lane, Saltfleetby – following debate it was resolved to request that ELDC do a site inspection due to concerns in relation to building line & concern of neighbours but supporting the application p JL s HP carried but with 1 against & 1 abstention. N/145/01408/13 – Mr S Wood – Planning Permission first floor rear extension to existing dwelling to provide 2 bedrooms on the site of an existing first floor bedroom which is to be removed – Oaktree Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby – it was resolved to support the application.
Decisions Received: N/113/02189.12 – Bernard Matthews Wind Energy – Erection of 1x 500kw wind turbine – Causeway Bridge Farm, 48 Church Lane, Manby. Refusal. N/145/01126/13 – HJW Developments – Planning Permission – Erection of a vehicular access bridge – Verge & drain adjoining former Saltfleetby Village Hall, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Full Planning Permission; N/145/00747/13 – Mr I Brown – Planning Permission extension & alterations to existing outbuilding, which is a listed building to provide a domestic garage which is in the course of construction – The Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Full Planning Permission.

13/00176 Highways – The pothole outside of Marside, Main Road, Saltfleetby was considered to be extremely dangerous especially to motor cycles; pot holes on Three Bridge Lane are in a very bad state – similar risk to vehicles & motor cycles - Clerk to report both. Clerk to ask Highways if they are aware of any further road works due to be carried out in the near future, e.g. BT. 
13/00166 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison noted that the transport for the wind turbine at Theddlethorpe would use the B1200 again; rumours had been circulating regarding Fracking & information on the necessary appropriate permissions required prior to this to be circulated for the next meeting; the Police were warning about rogue tarmac companies in the area – residents should be aware; Chandlers Oil & Gas bulk buying group for the area – Clerk to place information on the web site.
13/00167 Clerks Report – Anglian Water had been contacted regarding residents interested in connecting to mains sewerage – response advised that there were no plans to extend the system to the areas where the residents who had expressed interest lived & this had been passed on to the individuals; the £5,000 had been transferred into the Nottingham Building Society from the current account.
13/00168 Reports from Outside Bodies – Mablethorpe Area Committee had held a meeting which had been poorly attended.
13/00169 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: LCR Magazine, The Clerk Magazine, Clerks & Councils Direct, LALC News, Copy of letter to Compass Homes, Town & Parish e-news, Healthwatch, Community Grants Workshops, Community Lincs update & copy email of the Election Commission proposal submission.
