There were 2 members of the public present.
Chairman’s comments – The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting & asked for any public comments – there were none raised.
13/00214 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Clark, Dover & Lusby. Absent: Cllr Poskitt
13/00215 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th October 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p JA s PB.  
13/00216 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.   
13/00217 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for October; The Royal British Legion – Poppy Wreath - £20.00; R Covill – Parish Paths cuts 2 & 3/ 6 x St Clements & Bus Shelter - £912.00 (authorisation only); SLCC – Local Council Administration Book (9th Edition) - £63.00. It was resolved to authorise all payments p JA s JS
Accounts as at 30th September 2013 – The updated budget figures had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the accounts and figures as being correct p CW s PB
Transfer of Funds – It was resolved to authorise the transfer of £2,000 from the Nottingham Building Society into Lloyds TSB to ensure sufficient working capital p SH s PB

Insurance Costs for the Village Planters – The costs for adding the village planters onto the Council’s insurance policy had been received & circulated & were valid providing the items were handed into the ownership of the Council. Following debate it was resolved that a formal written document be requested from the Jubilee Committee detailing the responsibilities they expected the Council to take over & the responsibilities the Jubilee Committee would retain p SH s PB
Precept 2014/2015 – Flailing costs had been received & circulated - it was resolved to accept the prices with Three Bridge Lane omitted for the time being, the contractor to be asked to liaise with the Drainage Board regarding appropriate time for cutting; Clerk to include these costs in the 2014/2015 Budget document for December. It was resolved to invite the Drainage Board to attend a meeting in February or March in order for the Council to raise the issues regarding work carried out within the village – Clerk to action. Councillors to ensure that items for inclusion within the budget be with the Clerk by 10th December. East Lindsey District Council had written advising that due to Government changes it was highly likely that any Precept request would be reduced by 25% - Council to consider during deliberations.
13/00218 Councillor Vacancies – No expressions of interest had been received.
13/00219 Lincolnshire Community Land Trust Conference – Information on the conference being held on 6th December in Sleaford had been circulated, following debate it was resolved that as the Council did not own land that attendance was not necessary.
13/00220 Coastal Grazing Marshes – Cllrs Warwick & Bowman had met with Mr Joe Blisset for an update & had been advised regarding the number of hubs – nearest being by The New Inn at Saltfleet, where there would be information boards & pointers to interesting items – including St Clements Church. Following debate it was resolved that a Working Group of Cllrs Warwick, Smith, Harrison & Bowman would meet further with Mr Blisset to push for Saltfleetby to be included further, including additional walks. 
13/00221 Parish Paths – Cllr Lusby was not present to update on Path 225 – Clerk to obtain an update on whether it had been cleared.

13/00222 Flailing – Following debate it was resolved that due to the increased heavy good traffic flailing would not be carried out during the current year.

13/00223 Planning Applications – N/113/02189/12 – Bernard Matthews Wind Energy Co-operative Ltd, Causeway Bridge Farm, 48 Church Lane, Manby, Louth, LN11 8HL – notification of Town & Country Planning Act 1990 Appeal under Section 78. It was resolved that Cllr Warwick put together the Council response. Advice had been received & circulated on additional information for Consultation PL00/53/13 Saltfleetby Gas Field for an increase in bore holes to 4 & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Stapleton would make contact with the Wingass representative for clarification & circulate & Clerk would then respond.
The Clerk advised that an email had been received from Conoco Philips requesting to attend a meeting to inform on a new major project at the Theddlethorpe Gas Terminal for a new refrigeration plant; Cllr Harrison advised that the planning application was already in & it was resolved that the Clerk offer an invitation to attend the December meeting. Clerk to action.
13/00224 Village Hall Committee – A copy of the letter sent to the new Trustees had been circulated; the meeting for the new Trustees was now being held on 26th November 2013, 7pm in St Peters Church. Clerk to issue an agenda & confirmation. 

13/00225 Golf Road Mablethorpe Development – The letters sent to LCC & ELDC had been circulated along with the replies & a new weekly update from Lindum on progress and steps taken relating to the additional heavy goods traffic through Saltfleetby & associated issues. Cllrs Warwick & Bowman had attended today the Lindum Liaison meeting & felt that their site manager was being very helpful. The Council considered the responses from LCC & ELDC, the latter was appreciated but the Council felt that LCC had not taken any responsibility for the lack of ensuring a traffic plan had been created as had been done with other large projects in the vicinity and the Clerk was instructed to respond.
13/00226 Eastern Inshore Fisheries & Conservation Authority – The Council noted a letter notifying of Formal Consultation on Protected Areas Byelaw in order to further the conservation objectives of European Marine Sites & it was resolved  that no response was needed.

13/00227 Highways & Footpaths – Swallowgate – the Passing Places bollards were missing – Clerk to report & ask re the possibility of a higher level sign stating ‘Passing Places’ that could be seen from a distance being placed there instead – this would encourage drivers to stop there as opposed to pulling in on the grass verges constantly; North End Lane also required the same; Post box at the junction of Mill Lane – cars parked on the verge & it was in a terrible mess, Clerk to enquire if hard core could be placed there instead. Cllr Warwick reported that she had met the LCC representative regarding the School Safety Zone who had explained that it was not busy enough for the cost of placing a crossing there but that extending the School Safety Zone would give parents & children a larger space to cross in; she had agreed that the lights should be working – they were programmed automatically & she would ensure they were put into working order; consultation with Parents and nearby residents had not yet taken place as the support of the Parish Council was required first. Following debate it was resolved that if the lights were put back into working order the Council would support the application.
13/00228 East Lindsey District Council Planning Scrutiny Panel Report – The Report ‘Is Planning Working & does it have the tools to do its job?’ had been circulated & was noted; Council will monitor whether progress had been made.
13/00229 Community Emergency Plan – Cllr Warwick had input basic information onto the document; document to be circulated along with details of information required from Councillors; document & comments to be with the Chairman by mid-December with completion of the document February.

13/00230 Archive Maps – Cllr Smith had carried out some research & the archive maps were available on disc; Clerk to investigate costs & if in the region of £16.00 to purchase a disc showing the Tithe maps of St Clements, All Saints, St Peters & Skidbrooke, Clerk also to ascertain whether the documents can be printed/marked up.

13/00231 District Councillors Report – The wind turbine application for Theddlethorpe had been resubmitted – Cllr Warwick to formulate a response; Theddlethorpe Parish Council had given considerable thought to ways of spending the EK funds for the community, singularly or jointly with other Parish Councils – items considered included fuel poverty & the poor Broadband speeds; Cllr Harrison had received a response from a Minister on her letter regarding bridle paths & would report further in December.
13/00232 Clerks Report – The Clerk updated on the EnergieKontor agreement novation; the LCC Solicitor had expressed concerned that if everything was moved to another company who had little funds that there would be no money available for communities; the Clerk had asked the Solicitor to pursue with EnergieKontor for comment on this. The Clerk advised she had been contacted by a resident whose daughter had attended a function at the new Village Hall & who had required hospital treatment to her leg after falling into a drain.
13/00233 Planning Permission Decisions - N/145/01420/13 – Mrs L Fox, Redwood, North End Lane, Saltfleetby – Planning Permission – single storey front extension & alterations to existing bungalow to provide a study, open plan kitchen/dining/living area & an en-suite to accompany existing bedroom. FULL PLANNING PERMISSION. N/145/01408/13 – Mr S Wood – Oaktree Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Planning Permission – First floor rear extension to existing dwelling to provide 2 bedrooms on the site of an existing first floor bedroom which is to be removed in accordance with an amended plan received by the Local Planning Authority on 29th August 2013f. FULL PLANNING PERMISSION; N/145/01658/13 – Mr I Stubbs, Pear Tree Farm, Mar Dyke East, Saltfleetby St Clements – Change of use of agricultural land to domestic curtilage to include the construction of 2 no vehicular accesses & parking areas, erection of walls, fencing & ha-ha devices with associated earthworks, construction of a tennis court. Existing vehicular access to be blocked up – FULL PLANNING PERMISSION

13/00234 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Warwick had attended the Mablethorpe Area Committee & found it a useful meeting with an interesting discussion on Welfare Reform.
13/00235 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Letter of thanks from Home Start East Lindsey, Manby Airfield Solar Farm – Information Sheet, ELDC – Have your say on Council Tax Support Scheme in East Lindsey & Wingas – Details of Office Move for the Saltfleetby Operations Team.
13/00236 Councillors Reports – Cllr Smith had been asked by a resident regarding the number of tankers that appeared to be coming through the village – there was no firm knowledge on the reason for this. 
13/00237 Items for the Next Agenda – Fuel Poverty, EnergieKontor update.
