There were 5 members of the public present & Mr Mark Adams of the Environment Agency (EA).
Chairman’s comments – The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting, especially members of the public & introduced Mr Adams from the Environment Agency who would be open to taking comments from the floor.
Public Comments:  It was noted that there had been an increase in the volume of HGV’s on the B1200 & the resident lived in a cottage on the B1200 bend & every time one passed the walls were shaking & he had grave concerns for his property; there were often 4 vehicles in convoy which had a buffeting effect & the resident was worried that as he was due to do some concreting work that this would be affected too. The Chairman responded that his concerns were understandable & that she would be attending the Lindum Liaison Meeting tomorrow with the contractors & issued an invitation to anybody interested to attend. Cllr Bowman noted that he had seen 7 vehicles that morning in convoy with a total of 18 in the space of a few minutes & at the last liaison meeting it had been suggested that the vehicles should return the same way as they were going – through Legbourne on the A road – as empty lorries apparently caused more harm than full ones. Comment was made that when Wingas negotiations were on-going all traffic went through Legbourne both way. A resident advised the Council that the new leaflet holder in church was available for use for the good of the community; one resident thanked the Parish Council for its efforts on behalf of the community & another offered his 4 wheel drive vehicle & small generator for inclusion in the Community Emergency Plan.
Mr Adams of the EA apologised that John Ray the Team Leader could not attend & he showed maps relating to the flood risk area for Saltfleetby. A great deal of money had been spent in the area & that raised the standard of protection and they would continue to do so.  A question from the floor regarding planning permission been obtained for the work on the pool at the top of Mar Dyke was raised – this was not required as under their Development Rights (Defence Works) it was not needed. He advised that parts of Saltfleetby had a risk of 1:200 event flooding in any one year with the rest being 1:1000 theoretically (maximum assuming breach of defences – composite tidal & river), other maps showed potential depths. The situation of the sustainability of Saltfleetby village was raised & the question asked that given the EA considered virtually all the East Coast as being at risk why had planning been allowed at Mablethorpe, that had suffered during 1953 when Saltfleetby had not, & yet there appeared to be a blanket ban on planning in Saltfleetby. Mr Adams advised that in terms of planning EA provide guidance to planning authorities based on consistent modelling & the science that could be applied but suggested that alternative designs that were more resilient, could perhaps be applied. Comment was made that in the current climate planners were perhaps worried that if they took a decision against EA advice they would be open to sanctions & it was thought that perhaps the Council should be talking to the planning authority regarding design etc. Mr Adams commented that was perhaps a good idea as what the planners did with the EA advice was up to them but that normally over 90% of the advice was accepted. It was noted by Cllr Bowman that at other EA meetings it had been said consistently that Saltfleetby was the best protected part of the coast which made it hard to understand why the village was in such a situation. Discussion on building houses 1m up appeared to be an answer & possibly in line with EA policies, other examples being ground floor garages with living accommodation over the top. The EA had to take into account the potential situation in 100 years with higher sea levels which were used to identify risk to development & it indicated a 1m rise in water levels due to climate change. It was asked whether insurance companies used the EA maps – some did but others used their own data. The potential depth of water was discussed – but all scenarios depended on breach/wind/tide etc. however he agreed that their maps did inform planning authorities which were based on assumptions & credible scenarios for flooding – which had to be considered in order to allow for planning of emergency plans etc.  The Chairman thanked Mr Adams for attending & he handed the Clerk a copy of the maps that had been viewed.

13/00198 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th September 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p JA s JS.

13/00200 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for September; LALC – Good Councillors Guides - £41.04 (authorise only); Grant Thornton – External Audit Charges - £120 (authorise only); Information Commissioners Office – Renewal of Registration - £35.00; Euroffice – Stationery - £93.97. It was resolved to authorise all payments p JS s PB
Remembrance Sunday – It was resolved to authorise the Clerk to purchase a wreath for approximately £20.00
13/00201 Councillor Vacancies – An expression of interest was received from Mr Bruce Stapleton & following debate it was resolved to elect Mr Stapleton to the Council. Mr Stapleton signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office. There was now one vacancy.
13/00202 Parish Paths – The Clerk updated the Council on path 223 – always a problem due to adjacent fields being sprayed regularly & the contractor regularly cut it at his own cost to try & keep it accessible; path 226 – the dogs’ owner had assured the contractor that the fence had been repaired & would ensure the dogs were inside if they were aware when the contractor would be working there; path 225 – the problem with the brambles had not been rectified & it was in a very bad state – Cllr Dover confirmed she had looked at the path & it was indeed in a bad state. It was resolved that Cllr Lusby would look at path 225 with a view to getting a small flail machine down it in order to resolve the problem.
13/00203 Planning Applications – Application N/145/01658/13 – Mr I Stubbs – Change of use of agricultural land to domestic curtilage to include the construction of 2 no vehicular accesses & parking areas, erection of walls, fencing & ha-ha devices with associated earthworks, construction of a tennis court.  Existing vehicular access to be blocked up. Peartree Farm, Main Road, Saltfleetby, Louth LN11 7TP. It was resolved to support the application p LD s HP.

Smart Wind Ltd – Hornsea (Round 3, Zone 4) Offshore Wind Farm; Project One (Planning Inspectorate Reference EN010033).  Notification of Acceptance of Application under Section 56 of the Planning Act 2008 Regulation 8 of the Infrastructure Planning (Applications: Prescribed Forms & Procedure) Regular 2009 (APFP Regulations) & Regulation 13 of the Infrastructure Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment) Regulations 2009 (EIA Regulations). It was resolved to offer no comments.

13/00204 Village Hall Committee – Cllr Warwick & Cllr Dover had discussed the options that would be given to the new Trustees & following debate it was resolved that the options be that a) the funds be held by the Parish Council under Charity Law, in a separate bank account for the use of village projects identified by the community & b) a new community group be properly constituted to hold the funds, the constitution to specify that the group should have at least two Parish Councillors as members at all times. Clerk to draft a letter & circulate for comment. 

13/00205 Golf Road Mablethorpe Development – There had been several instances of convoys of vehicles through the village, there was evidence of cracking in the road surface on bends & several Parents had noted their disgust that vehicles were passing through at school drop off & pick up times; speed limits were being ignored & it was suggested that VOSA be asked to check taco graphs to confirm this. The Council debated the implications of the traffic issues & it was resolved that the Council write and express its absolute despair & disgust to Lincolnshire County Council & East Lindsey District Council that the Parish Council was not consulted with when it was clear that Saltfleetby would be severely adversely affected by the traffic for the development & also that they entirely omitted to create & implement a traffic plan for a development that would require a large amount of heavy good vehicles. 13/00206 Highways & Footpaths – The Clerk was asked to report the bump in the double bend which was now very bad and could have serious implications for motorbikes & the bad cracking when exiting the village towards Manby just out of the bends. Highways had responded to the Council’s letter regarding a residents fall & asking for clarification of intended work & had advised that the area Highways Officer had some works in the system for sections of the footway for the next financial year but that in the meantime he would visit the site & address the worst areas with temporary material in order to ensure the safety of pedestrians.
13/00207 Meeting Date – The Council was asked to consider changing the date but it was resolved to retain Tuesday as the normal meeting day by 4 votes, 3 abstentions.

13/00208 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison was not present & there was no report.
13/00209 Clerks Report – The Flailing quotation not yet received; Letter to the Parochial Church Council not yet submitted; Clerk contacted by Highways & Transport regarding the comments submitted by the Council to the proposed School Safety Zone & as the Council had indicated it did not believe the proposals met the needs LCC would consult locally & had offered to meet with a representative of the Council on site to discuss the issues raised – Cllr Warwick to attend, Clerk to obtain potential dates; The Clerk had been contacted by the Solicitors of EnergieKontor regarding the transfer of all obligations & responsibilities from EK to another company within the group (as accepted & agreed by Saltfleetby Parish Council under Assignments when the agreement was signed) – the Clerk had undertaken various talks with Lincolnshire County Council Legal Department regarding them checking the document on behalf of the Council & possibly other Councils & this was on-going & it was resolved that as LCC had been used previously it would use them again p PB s JS
13/00210 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Warwick had attended the meeting in Manby regarding the potential solar panel site which was large but it had been stated that due to its location it would not be seen. Clerk to circulate the leaflet.  Cllr Harrison had asked for the issue of cattle farming at Manby to be discussed – following debate it was resolved that it should be left to individuals to sign the petition as the Council had not been consulted.
13/00211 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Information on Saltfleetby Phone Box Status, LCR Magazine, Clerks & Councils Direct, Letter of thanks from Lincoln & Lindsey Blind Society & email from NNR regarding the Parish Council Liaison Meeting.
13/00212 Councillors Reports – Cllr Smith raised the issue of old land maps to check the proximity of historical footpaths & bridle paths & it was agreed that Cllr Smith investigate the cost of purchasing a set showing Rimac to Saltfleet. 
13/00213 Items for the Next Agenda – Coastal Grazing Marshes Report from Cllr Warwick; Insurance estimates for replacement of village planters & costs.
