There were five members of the public present.
Chairman’s comments – The Chairman welcomed everybody & opened the floor to public comments.
Public Comments – The Council was handed a copy of a letter from Lincolnshire County Council responding to a petition that residents had sent voicing concerns over the 40 mph speed limit & requesting it be reduced; the letter suggested that the current speed limit of 40mph on the B1200 was the correct level & that the root of the problem was enforcement of speeding.  The Chairman noted that the subject would be discussed later on the agenda.  A resident was concerned that numerous vehicles appeared to miss the crossroads on the B1200 with North End Lane and Three Bridges Lane & used their drive for reversing into in order to turn round which was causing them problems. They had taken the steps to close their gate & place their bin outside but people continued to do it and it was causing them distress. The Council voiced the problem of speeding vehicles not seeing the signs soon enough, or the fact that the signs were partially obscured or needed moving to the other side of the road.
14/00404 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Clark, Harrison & Stapleton. Absent – Cllr Poskitt. 
14/00405 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 8th July 2014 were accepted as a true record and the Minutes were signed by the Chairman p LD s PB.  Matters arising: None
14/00406 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations
14/00407 Councillor Vacancy – The Council had been advised that no request for an election had been received & the Council could co-opt into the vacant seat. There were no requests for co-option.
14/00408 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for July; M A Chapman – Flailing - £705.60 (authorised only); Euroffice – Stationery - £86.29. It was resolved to authorise the payment p PB s JM. As a second signatory was not present Cllr Warwick was authorised to obtain a second signature on the cheques & return to the Clerk.
Unity Bank – The Clerk had obtained the signatures of the authorised Councillors & in line with the decision to transfer to Unity Bank it was resolved to transfer the account to Unity with a request for dual authorisation but not to close the existing Lloyds account at this stage p CA s LD. Unanimous
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The updated budget as at 30th June 2014 was accepted as correct
Audit – The Council noted that the Audit Form had been returned from the External Auditor with no comments raised & the form was available for examination at the meeting.
Flailing – The Council had received a report from the Clerk on her conversation with the contractor regarding the additional hours that had been required to carry out the flailing to date due to the state of the areas & following debate it was resolved to monitor the amount of cuts that were required throughout the rest of the season & Council would consider any further payment to the Contractor at that time. September agenda item & Clerk to write to the Contractor accordingly.
14/00409 Planning Applications 

The Council noted:

Notification of a planning appeal under Town & Country Planning Act 1990 Appeal under Section 78 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon – Land rear of Agarth Farm & Southfield Farm, Legbourne Road, Louth also adjoining Stewton Lane & Kenwick Road & also within parish’s Legbourne & Stewton – application reference N/105/01376/13.

The Planning Inspectorate – Wildlife & Countryside Act 1981 Section 53 – Saltfleetby St Clement Restricted Byway No 1059/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 1060/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1099/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1100 Definitive Map Modification Order 2013 – Details of Natural England’s Statement of Case; Lincolnshire Wildlife Statement of Case; Statement of Mrs Sandra Harrison.
Notice of investigation by the Enforcement Officer following a request for information by the Council as to the requirement for details of arrangements to enable motor vehicle to turn within the site so that it could enter & leave the highways in forward gear had been complied with on Planning Application N/145/00645/14 – 1 Mill Lane, Saltfleetby – Mrs B Ryan. 

14/00410 Councillors Training – The Clerk had circulated the LALC timetable for training – Councillors to inform the Clerk of any training requirements. Clerk to leave on Agenda & investigate with LALC the possibility of holding a 2 hour training session locally; if this was not possible Cllr Dover to be booked onto the session at Kirton.
14/00411 Financial Regulations – The Clerk had circulated drafted regulations based on the NALC advice including provision for Internet Banking & following debate it was resolved to accept the document. Clerk to circulate to all Councillors.
14/00412 Parish Paths – Having received an enquiry at the July meeting from a resident regarding the state of path 225, the Council considered the information received from the Contractor & LCC & it was resolved that the Clerk be asked to try & ascertain who the empty house between Compass House & West Dean belonged to as it was the fence to that house causing a problem & request LCC to contact the landowner for the rest of the path with a view to making the rest of the path walkable.

14/00413 Highways & Footpaths – The Council noted the second letter sent to Reverend Turner on the possibility of closing the dyke; no response had been received to date – Cllr Dover undertook to contact the Rural Dean for assistance. The speed survey results received from Cllr Martin were also noted & that the survey had not been carried out at the suggested locations, this resulted in the Council resolving that for future surveys the Parish Council be contacted regarding locations in future. There were no items to be reported.
14/00414 Speed Indicator Signs – The Clerk had circulated details on pricing structure received from the LRSP in addition to details of costings to add the devices to the Council’s insurance policy. Following detailed discussion it was agreed that the signs with Bluetooth capability would give the Council the information & proof to push for speed enforcement within Saltfleetby if required; it was agreed that a moving plan for the devices would be required & the possibility of paying somebody locally to do this would be considered if the Council went ahead. It was resolved that the Clerk would contact LRSP with a view to a meeting from a representative to advise on locations & number required – Cllrs Martin & Lusby to attend & report back. Clerk to action & also place on September agenda Budget Allocation for Speed Devices. The Council agreed to leave discussion on the larger yellow village entrance markers until a decision had been made on the speed signs.
14/00415 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison was not present
14/00416 County Councillors Report – None available.
14/00417 Clerks Report – The Clerk advised that she had chased up the first 50% payment from LCC for the Parish Paths which should have been received in May, the cheque had apparently been issued but not received & LCC would place a stop on it. The Clerk had been advised that the money had now been transferred by BACS into the Council’s account; LCC had been approached for a price for the combined yellow village name signs & the response received would be in the region of £4,000 to do both ends of the village plus a fee for site investigation had to be agreed & paid in advance. The Nottingham Building Society forms had been passed to Cllrs Lusby & Martin who had signed them – Mrs James’s signature to be obtained & then both Councillors to present the relevant documents of identification to the building society in Louth.
14/00418 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Dover had investigated the issue of the closure of Doctors surgeries & reported that it appeared to depend on the type of contract that the practice had. The NHS was apparently looking into outlying practices and reducing the numbers of them; she was not aware of the type of contract that the local practice had. As the Clinical Commission Group had attended a Mablethorpe Area Committee meeting it was agreed that a representative would be invited to attend a future Council meeting, perhaps October/November. Cllr Warwick to forward details to the Clerk to enable an invitation to be extended. 
14/00419 Planning Permission Decisions Noted – N/145/00056/14 – Mr T Parker, Hawthorn Cottage, Church Lane, Saltfleetby – Erection of a building to be used as an agricultural workshop & storage area – Full Planning Permission. 
14/00420 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Letter to ELDC with objection for Planning Application N/105/00985/14 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon; NHS – Better information means better care; First Contact information; Healthwatch Lincolnshire; Lincolnshire Health & Care Update 20th June 2014; Lincs2Advice leaflet; Clerks & Councils Direct.
14/00421 Councillors Reports – Cllr Warwick updated the Council on the situation with regard to the opposing view of a resident & LMDB on the destruction by LMDB of a swans nest. Further meetings had been held & she had been advised that the Driver for LMDB involved had been mortified by the incident, she was assured that LMDB did care for wildlife & had committed to making a visit to the area for anybody that was interested to meet & talk to them; this had cleared the air.  Cllr Appleby advised that the first newsletter had been very well received & offers had come from two residents who would like to put stories of living in Saltfleetby into editions which it was agreed was a very good idea & to be encouraged. It was suggested that additional copies be printed of the next one as they had been widely taken & there were very few left. The Clerk had contacted the Post Office regarding the missing Post Boxes and had been advised that they had been stolen along with several others from the area & the replacement of them was being looked into.
14/00422 Items for the Next Agenda – The BT phone boxes in the village & a request from the Jubilee Committee to purchase one at a cost of £1.00. Cllr Poskitt absence.
