Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday, 2nd December 2014

Mr Richard Hind & Lambert Kleinjans of EnergieKontor UK Ltd (EK) & Mr Jamie Appleyard, C A Blackwell (CAB) were in attendance together with two members of the public.
Councillor Dover (Vice-Chair) took the chair & welcomed the visitors & members of the public & invited the visitors to give their presentation.
Mr Hind introduced Mr Kleinjans who is the Project Manager for the project on behalf of EK; Mr Appleyard is the Project Manager for CAB who will build the structure for the Gayton wind farm; any community liaison issues or concerns to be addressed to Mr Appleyard.
The Council was updated on the construction progress – construction of site tracks & crane pads commenced in October & would carry on through the winter with construction of foundations due to commence in Spring 2015, turbine delivery was scheduled for August 2015 followed by 3-4 months commissioning & operational by December 2015/January 2016.  All timings would depend upon the work carried out through the winter period, and are weather dependent.

The Council raised questions, including:

· Would where the track crossed Two Mile Bank & was used by riders be closed - the track should not be closed although there would be some exclusion during turbines within 100m being installed. The chalk base would be packed down well Mr Appleyard assured the council.

· The issue of moving the turbines down Three Bridge Lane – there were two options with the preferred being the private land solution. Mr Hind was asked to ensure that the relevant property owners were informed prior to this – Mr Hind assured the Council he would undertake this action.

· Connection down North End Lane – it was understood that the work would be taken along verges preferably but it was believed by the Council that this would not be possible entirely as it was not believed to be wide enough in places. Mr Hind commented that a detailed survey had been undertaken of the road and verges but no firm conclusions reached.
· Road closures – Mr Hind confirmed that all road closures/traffic management would be communicated to the Council well in advance through the contractor (Athena PTS); it was anticipated to be March 2015. Road sections of 50m at a time would be undertaken & be a rolling programme. 

· The Council raised its very real concern that following a great deal of work undertaken recently by various agencies, the road and verges would not be made good afterwards. Mr Appleyard assured the Council that it absolutely would be done with the verges being rolled first before top soil & re-seeding 
· The mud left on the roads was a critical issue as this became very icy in bad weather and became treacherous. Mr Appleyard stated that daily road sweeping was being done & would be continued once a day – it was asked if it could be undertaken twice a day - he would look into that but again assured that if it was needed it would be undertaken.

· Debris from wagons – the Council noted that there had been two incidents where debris from wagons had flown off whilst the vehicles were moving, on one occasion narrowly missing a pedestrian – this was wholly unacceptably & some of the debris was extremely large which would be extremely dangerous especially for bikes. Mr Appleyard undertook to look into this & Mr Hind asked the Council to make them aware of any such incidents in the future and certainly to inform Mr Appleyard.

· Three Bridges Lane – there were large ruts being created by the movement of the wagons & needed to be made good – Mr Appleyard stated that they would reinstate any damage they had created & this had been agreed with Lincolnshire County Council who had undertaken a full survey prior to the start. The Council noted that this had been assured by previous contractors but had never materialised & the Council unfortunately remained sceptical. Mr Appleyard stated that it would be Blackwell’s responsibility to carry the work out and he offered to maintain regular dialogue with the Council, attending meetings as was required to respond to issues or update the Council.
· It was suggested by Mr Hind that prior to the meeting which had to be held by CAB/EK with LCC regarding reinstatement work etc. after completion of  the installation, that the Council be contacted by Mr Appleyard in good time in order for it to hold its own meeting with LCC to raise items of concern with regard to reinstatement prior to this meeting in order that LCC was fully aware of the Councils concerns. Mr Appleyard agreed to this.
· Employment of local people – There would only be three CAB personnel generally in residence, a great deal of work had been outsourced locally; teams of specialist workers would be brought in as required.

· Concern was noted that there had not appeared to be any mention of the cabling work on North End Lane during the planning application process – it was believed that this was due to not knowing where the grid connection would be at that time – the process for that was much quicker and could not be entered into until planning consent was forthcoming; it was also believed that it did not form part of the planning application requirement.

The Chairman thanked the visitors for taking the time to attend & Mr Appleyard confirmed he was happy for all queries to go via the Clerk by email. The Chairman asked the public if they wished to raise any comments, there were none & the business of the meeting was opened.
14/00486 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Warwick, Bowman, Appleby & Lusby – the apologies were accepted.
14/00487 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th November 2014 were accepted as a true record and the Minutes were signed by the Chairman p BS s SC.  
14/00488 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations were made
14/00489 Councillor Vacancy – There had been no requests for co-option to the Council. The Clerk confirmed that the Council could now co-opt into the two vacant seats. The Clerk was instructed to advertise the two vacancies.
14/00490 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised –Clerk’s salary & expenses for November; Authorisation to be carried out by Cllr Dover (appended to Minutes) It was resolved to authorise the payment p SH s BS.
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – Had been circulated & it was resolved that it be accepted as correct & was signed by the Chairman p SH s BS.  The Chairman noted that during the LALC training session she had attended it had been recommended that the Council should see the full accounts as it was the Council corporate that was responsible for them; the Council had agreed some time back to only review monthly budget reports although the Clerk had recommended that the full accounts should still be seen & following debate it was resolved that the item be placed on the January agenda for resolution.
Council Election 2015 – The Council noted the response from ELDC regarding costs for the forthcoming elections & that the funds that had been earmarked over the last four years would be used towards other spending & apportioned out for the next financial year. Comment was passed that as a new District Council would be elected in May 2015 the need to save towards elections may be appropriate for the next four years – Council to consider during precept discussion in January.
Council Tax Support Grant & Tax Base 2015/16 – The Council noted the letter from ELDC regarding intended precept for 2015-16 (tax base to be confirmed in December, at the start of 2014 it was 182). Councillors were asked to consider spending streams for the January meeting & precept discussion & the Clerk to include Defibrillator & Speed Sign Maintenance together with costs for the new Newsletter; Community Led Plan to be removed.
Unity Bank – The Clerk explained that when the new account had been registered the authority level selected had been dual when in fact it should have been triple, i.e. Clerk to input transactions & two Councillors to authorise. The Clerk had issued a letter for signatures by Councillors requesting Unity Bank to upgrade the account to triple. The letter was signed by Councillors.
14/00491 Planning - Planning Enforcement - The Council noted communications with ELDC & resolved to await further developments.
14/00492 Parish Paths – The Clerk updated the meeting on details of ownership of a property relating to path 225 but following examination it was believed to be the incorrect property & it was resolved that Cllr Dover would walk path 225 & report back to council on the correct property. The Council noted the communications with LCC regarding path 59/509 & 224 & that no action would be taken by LCC but that the Officer would check the stiles at the latter during his next inspection but that stiles were the responsibility of the land owner.
14/00493 BT Telephone Box Adoption –Cllr Stapleton reported he had contacted the owner of the second box who would consult with the family as to whether they wished to retain the box & advise the Council accordingly.  The Contract for the first box had been received & it was resolved that it be signed p SC s BS – the Chairman signed the document & Clerk to forward to BT

14/00494 Speed Indicator Signs – The Council noted the information with regard to consumables from Unipart Doman for the DF11, i.e. LED display & battery.  Cllr Dover to obtain a second signature for the £40.00 fee for Highways to inspect the suggested locations & return to the Clerk. Regarding the free passive signs it was resolved to request 5 x 40mph & 1 x 30mph signs. Clerk to action.
14/00495 EnergieKontor UK Ltd – The Council considered the information received earlier & the possibility of inviting them to the APM; The Clerk was asked to check regarding the public display of the information given with email addresses on & then action appropriately; The Council considered it appropriate to highlight to the village potential spending. Cllr Harrison recorded her concern that what had been signed up to with EK regarding the funds could not simply be handed over to an existing committee & believed that it should start from scratch - Clerk to check into the basis for spending of the funds once the wind farm was operational & put together a draft document outlining a procedure & appropriate requirements for use by the committee considering any funding requests & present to Council for consideration. Future agenda item.

14/00496 Highways & Footpaths – The council road sweeper had not been seen down the B1200 & the footpath was in a bad state from the school to the Prussian Queen – Clerk to request Highways to attend to the footpath there & wherever else it considered appropriate.
14/00497 Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee – Councillors to obtain residents opinions on suggestions for potential projects for the Old Village Hall Committee Funds, now held by the Jubilee Committee & bring to the January meeting to enable Cllr Martin to report back.

14/00498 Planning Decisions: - N/105/00985/14 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon – Outline erection of residential development of up to 970 dwellings including affordable housing, local centre/community hub (including community hall, retail & office), primary school, public open space, structural landscaping & the provision of vehicular, cycle & pedestrian access, car & cycle parking & facilities for public transport on the site of 2 existing dwellings & outbuildings which are to be demolished.  Land rear of Agarth Farm & Southfield Farm, Legbourne Road Louth, also adjoining Stewton lane & Kenwick Road & also within parish’s Legbourne & Stewton, Lincolnshire – REFUSAL OF OUTLINE PLANNING PERMISSION.   N/145/01625/14 – M J Waumsley – Poplar Farm, Ings Lane, Saltfleetby – Extension to existing agricultural building to use for the storage of farm machinery & hay on the site of an existing storage unit which is to be demolished (works already commenced) – FULL PLANNING PERMISSION. The Planning Inspectorate – Details under Wildlife & Countryside Act 1981 Section 53 – Saltfleetby St Clement Restricted Byway No 1059/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 1060/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1099/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1100 Definitive Map Modification Order 2013 – Lincolnshire County Council – Council noted the Inspectors report.  
Cllr Harrison raised the meetings with Natural England & Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust that had been cancelled pending the enquiry & it was resolved that a meeting should now be requested – Cllr Harrison to put dates to Cllr Dover to check availability to attend.
14/00499 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison raised Age Concern, Winter Warmth Advocacy Services & would send information on available grants for heating to the editor of the newsletter; Police Commission budget consultation was available on line & Restorative Justice was a topic under discussion – the Clerk had received information & this would be on the January agenda; Operation Galileo was running again re Hare Coursing.
14/00500 County Councillors Report – None available
14/00501 Clerks Report – The Clerk advised that the VAT refund totalling £177.34 submitted at the end of July had now been received & that Cllr Appleby was now registered as View & Authorise with Unity Bank.
