Chairman’s comments – The Chairman thanked the residents that had remained from the Annual Parish Meeting held earlier & opened the floor for public comments.

14/00349 Apologies for absence – Cllrs S Harrison & H Poskitt – it was resolved to accept the apologies
14/00350 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 1st April 2014 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p LD s C.  Matters arising: None. 
14/00351 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.

Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for April; Euroffice – Stationery - £97.33 it was resolved to authorise all the payments p LD s JS
Accounts as at 31st March 2014 – The accounts had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the accounts as correct; the Chairman signed the accounts & Bank Statement p JL s P
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report for 31st March 2014 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the report as correct p JS s PB
14/00353 Councillor Vacancies – Mr Chris Appleby put himself forward as a candidate & gave a brief outline of himself & following debate it was resolved to co-opt Mr Appleby onto the Council p PB s CW – unanimous; Mr John Martin put himself forward as a candidate & gave a brief outline of himself & following debate it was resolved to co-opt Mr Martin onto the Council p JL s PB – unanimous.  Mr Appleby & Mr Martin signed the Declarations of Acceptance of Office. The Chairman welcomed both to the Council.
14/00354 Planning Applications – Application N/145/00645/14 – Mrs B Ryan – Planning Permission Construction of a Vehicular Access, already completed – 1 Mill Lane, Saltfleetby – following debate & the Council having noted that several residents had complained about the access, it was resolved to object on the grounds that when the planning permission for the house was granted the access was for Mill Lane with parking there; it was believed the new drive was a Health & Safety issue as parked cars were a visual block to vehicles exiting Mill Lane; the land belonged to Highways & it was not a necessity p LD s JL.  Application N/145/00056/14 – Mr T Parker – Planning Permission Erection of a building to be used as an agricultural workshop & storage area (which is under construction) – Hawthorn Cottage, Church Lane, Saltfleetby – following debate it was resolved to offer no comment.
14/00355 EnergieKontor – The Novation document had been received for signature but unfortunately the Council’s address was incorrect, Clerk to inform the Solicitor & request amendment.
14/00356 Bridleways – Cllr Smith had examined the CD with the Tithe maps on but it did not show all the area beyond Rimac & did not help; Cllr Smith to speak to Cllr Harrison on an appropriate response to the Planning Inspectorate regarding the inquiry on Tuesday 16 September 2014, 10.00am at Saltfleet Village Hall into the Saltfleetby St Clements Restricted Byway No 059/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 1060/Saltfleetby Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven public Bridleway No 1099/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1100 Definitive Map Modification Order 2013 (document with Cllr Smith). Deadline for submission 13th May 2014. Cllr Dover to speak to Cllr Harrison & report back.
14/00357 East Lindsey District Council – A letter regarding the Livestock Market Scrutiny Review had been received; a questionnaire was available online at www.e-lindsey.gov.uk; Cllr Dover had viewed the document & it did not allow comments & related only to proposed new locations. Following debate it was resolved that the Council would email to livestockmarket@e-lindsey.gov.uk the comment that the document did not allow the Council to express its opinion & was not a neutral document.
14/00358 Councillors Training – The Clerk had circulated the LALC timetable for training. Clerk to re-circulate & place on June agenda.
14/00359 Highways & Footpaths – Appendix A had been circulated. Clerk to report the number of posters on railings at the crossroads by the church which obscured vision for vehicles. Clerk to place on June agenda an item for consideration of Village Entrance Gates which helped define a village. Cllr Stapleton reported that ELDC had agreed the siting of the new North End Lane sign near the village sign & ELDC would also be renewing the sign by the Blacksmith Shop; Cllr Stapleton will meet the representative again when the signs were ready. The residents from Poplars House Farm  had requested the support of the Council in requesting that the existing footpath be extended to their existing entrance in the interests of Health & Safety & had attended the meeting; the Chairman invited them to expand on the request & following debate it was resolved that the Council support their request in the interest of fostering tourism as it had when the original application for the premises had been submitted, & for the safety of visitors & residents p LD s PB.  Clerk to ask Highways when the flailing was to be carried out.
