There were two members of the public present.
The Chairman wished everybody a happy New Year and asked the public if they wished to raise any comments; there were no public comments raised.  The Chairman opened the meeting for business.

15/00506 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Dover & Lusby – the apologies were accepted.
15/00507 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd December 2014 were accepted as a true record and the Minutes were signed by the Chairman p SH s SC.  
15/00508 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations were made
15/00509 Councillor Vacancy – The Clerk had received one request for co-option from Mr W MacDonald & following brief debate it was resolved to co-opt Mr MacDonald to the Council p PB s BS. Mr MacDonald signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office, joined the meeting & was welcomed by the Chairman.
15/00510 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised –Clerk’s salary & expenses for December; Euroffice – Stationery - £39.10; J Brown – Reimburse for purchase of Hewlett-Packard Ltd – Printer - £129.00 (purchased due to demise of Epson Printer); SLCC – Membership 2015 for the Clerk - £88; J Brown – reimburse – Cartridge Save – Ink cartridges - £46.92 - Authorisation to be carried out by Cllrs Appleby & Martin (appended to Minutes). Lincolnshire County Council – Highways Speed Sign Location Check - £40.00 (authorise only) - It was resolved to authorise the payments p PB s JM

Asset Register – The Council noted the addition of the HP Printer & removal of the Epson Printer.
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – Had been circulated & it was resolved that it be accepted as correct & was signed by the Chairman p PB s BS.  
Council Accounts –The advice given by both the Clerk & LALC which recommended that the Council should see the full accounts in addition to the Councillors Monthly Budget Sheet as it was the Council corporate that was responsible for them was considered & following debate it was resolved that commencing 31st March 2015 the Council would see the full accounts on a quarterly basis.
Internal Auditor – The Council confirmed the Internal Auditor as Mrs J Cooper.
Precept – A draft budget document had been circulated. The Council considered the document & its reserves & following debate & giving consideration to the information from East Lindsey District Council regarding the Precept & Tax situation it was resolved to maintain the Precept figure at £9,000 gross p CW s SC. It was believed the reduction in the reserves figure would be more acceptable to the External Auditor.
Unity Bank – The Council considered the suggestion by the Clerk that a Councillor be designated as back-up Administrator for the Council in order that in her absence payments could be maintained on-line & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Bowman would be registered with Unity Trust Bank as the back-up for the Clerk p BS s JM
Grants & Donations – The Council noted the importance of the Air Ambulance to the community & following debate it was resolved to make a donation of £200 p SH s SC. Clerk to also place on March agenda for further consideration of surplus funds in the Grants & Donations Budget.
15/00511 Planning – Comments Made:  N/145/02360/14 – Mrs B Ryan – 1 Mill Lane, Saltfleetby – Erection of a detached garage for domestic use (works already carried out) – following debate it was resolved that in view of the previous application where it had been stipulated that ‘details of arrangements to enable a motor vehicle to turn within the site so that it can enter and leave the highways in a forward gear shall be submitted to and agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority’ the reason being ‘To allow vehicles to enter and leave the highway in a forward gear in the interest of highway safety and to accord with Policy TR3 of the East Lindsey Local Plan 1999’, the works carried out under this application did not appear to allow for that; in addition there were Highways safety issues, it was in front of the building line  & allowing the application could set a precedent – Clerk to respond p BS s SC. N/145/02537/14 – Mr. D Statham – Willow Lea, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Extension & alterations to existing bungalow to provide a first floor bathroom, 4 bedrooms with 2 ensuites & erection of a detached single garage – following debate it was resolved to support the application & comment that it would be an improvement for the village but that a public footpath ran through the property & should not be disturbed p BS s SH.
The Council noted communications from ELDC Enforcement regarding Woodbine Cottage, Church Lane, Saltfleetby from Enforcement; this had been reported by District Councillor Harrison following receipt of a complaint & Primrose Farm, North End Lane, Saltfleetby although it was believed this related to Howdales. 

15/00512 Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee – Councillors had been requested to bring to the meeting detailed suggestions from residents of projects/spending ideas for the Old Village Hall Committee Funds. The Clerk advised that the Jubilee Committee had written to the Council informing it that April would be the earliest the Committee would be in a position to attend a meeting to discuss such suggestions. Clerk to confirm attendance with the Committee for April. Councillors were asked to continue seeking suggestions from residents for spending ideas.

15/00513 Parish Paths – Cllr Dover was not present so there was no report from her on path 225. February agenda item.
15/00514 Wingas – The Council wished to appoint a new Councillor representative for Liaison meetings & following debate it was resolved to appoint Cllr Warwick. Cllr Stapleton who attended Liaison meetings on behalf of residents noted that he had no firm information but rumours appeared to suggest that Theddlethorpe Gas Terminal could close in approximately 4 years or be put up for sale & this could have consequences with regard to the storage of gas at Howdales. 
15/00515 BT Telephone Box Adoption – Cllr Stapleton reported he had not spoken with the land owner of the second box due to the Christmas period but would now contact. The Clerk advised that the equipment had been scheduled to be removed from the first box on 23rd December 2014 following submission of the signed agreement, a copy of which had now been received back. The Clerk confirmed that a notice had to be displayed in the Box following completion showing that the equipment had been removed & the box was the property of the Parish Council. It was resolved that the Clerk would display the notice on the Council web site also.
15/00516 Speed Indicator Signs – The Clerk informed Council that paperwork had been submitted to LRSP detailing the Highways locations the Council wanted to use for the Interactive Speed Signs; a Highways response was awaited.
15/00517 Highways & Footpaths – On the B1200 – half way down opposite Marside - there were some potholes & the verge had also collapsed into the carriageway; the verge had collapsed on Mill Lane (B1200 end) on the left hand side; Crabtree Corner – A1031 there were potholes on both carriageways.  The EnergieKontor road sweeper is ongoing but needs to be timed better so that it is after the lorries have finished; something needed to be done to the verges on North End Lane quickly they would have to be kerbed before they could be reinstated; Mud on the Road/Slippery Surface signs should be displayed as there were serious concerns that a vehicle could end up in the dyke. It was suggested that the Clerk request a meeting with EK, Highways & Dan McNally to walk over the problem areas.  The Clerk was also asked to chase up an action timetable following the letter from highways on agreed actions as nothing had yet started. Clerk to also report the pothole on B1200 just before the corner on the way to Manby opposite the driveway of the last residence & the junction of the B1200 & A1031 was also in an appalling state. Clerk to action all items.
15/00518 EnergieKontor Funds – The Clerk had circulated information on the agreement between the Council & EK relating to the funds & following checks with EK the Clerk informed Council that the Parish Council alone was responsible for the funds and should formulate a sub-committee to deal with them; a representative of EK should be invited to attend each meeting & the funds had to be held in a separate bank account opened purely for that purpose & under the appropriate laws; administration fees could be taken from the funds for the purposes of setting things up. Cllr Harrison noted that the other Parish Councils receiving funds, namely Carlton, Gayton & Theddlethorpe,  had asked about holding a joint meeting to look into the administration of the funds in order to share ideas – the Council would consider this but it would not be a decision making body. Clerk to circulate information to Councillors.
15/00519 St Clements Churchyard – Cllr Dover was not present to give a report on her inspection of the churchyard with a view to any work that may be required. February agenda item.

15/00520 Emergency Response Equipment/LIVES – The Council debated the issue of whether a Defibrillator should be sited within the community &/or the possibility of supporting an existing local LIVES group or encouraging the setting up of one & the issue of funding via the EK funds was raised; the Clerk had yet to finalise looking into grants and prices & it was resolved to place on the February agenda for further discussion.

15/00521 Lincolnshire Police - A Restorative Approach – The Council noted a letter seeking support to the request to promote the benefits of Restorative Justice to residents.

15/00522 District Councillors Report – Due to the Christmas period there was little to report but Cllr Harrison noted Government advice to people on clearing snow and ice – Clerk to place on web site.
15/00523 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally was not present.
15/00524 Clerks Report – The Clerk advised that she had invited the Police to attend a meeting but had not yet had a response, probably due to the Christmas period – Clerk to chase up & report the Police disinterest in an accident where a car had been ran into in the village & informed Council that she had been elected to stand on the National Association of Local Councils Smaller Councils Committee for a second year.
15/00525 Planning Decisions: N/158/0654/13 – Wingas Storage (UK) Ltd – To construct an above ground gas handling & treatment plant & equipment & the drilling of four boreholes at Well Site ‘B’, conversion of existing borehole for the disposal of produced formation water, construction of a 24” interconnecting pipeline between the B site & the gas storage facility, temporary construction compounds, improvements to existing access roads off Saddleback Road & North End Lane & ancillary landscaping & car parking at Saltfleetby Gas Field, Saddleback Road, Howdales, South Cockerington GRANTED; N/145/01806/14 – Mr Spetch, Field Farm, Charlesgate, Saltfleetby – Erection of a replacement pig unit on the site of existing pig units which are to be demolished – FULL PLANNING PERMISSION.
15/00526 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
15/00527 Correspondence – The Council noted the following item: Letter from ELDC re Planning Enforcement EC/145/00487/14 – 1 Mill Lane; Letter of thanks from The Royal British Legion; LCR Magazine; Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association Autumn/Winter Newsletter 2014; ELDC Letter from Cllr Craig Leyland regarding change in Government legislation that may impact on ELDC regarding Planning Performance; The Planning Inspectorate – Wildlife & Countryside Act 1981 Section 53 – Update on the Definitive Map Modification Order 2013; LALC News Autumn 2014.
15/00528 Councillors Reports – Cllr Appleby requested all Councillors who had ideas for spending of the Old Village Hall Committee funds to submit them in writing to himself or Cllr Martin before 24th February 2015. The Jubilee Committee meeting was on 26th February; an invitation to residents to submit ideas would also be in the January newsletter.  The fly tipping on Swallowgate at the end of December was noted. Cllr Bowman noted that the training with LALC at Mablethorpe had been excellent.
15/00529 Items for the Next Agenda – As above
15/00530 Closing the Meeting to public & Press in accordance with The Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 it was resolved to close the meeting to public & press in order to discuss matters of a contractual nature relating to the Clerk.

15/00531 Clerks Salary – The Council considered the NALC agreement on hourly rates payable from 1st January 2015 & it was resolved to implement the rise p PB s CW.
