There was one member of the public present.
Councillor Dover (Vice-Chair) took the chair.
The Chairman welcomed everybody present & opened the meeting for public comments – there were none. 
The Chairman opened the business of the meeting.

14/00466 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Warwick, Harrison & Lusby – the apologies were accepted. Cllr D McNally.
14/00467 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th October 2014 were accepted as a true record and the Minutes were signed by the Chairman p CA s SC.  
14/00468 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations were made
14/00469 Councillor Vacancy – There had been no requests for co-option to the Council. The Clerk advised that the vacancy created by H Poskitt had been registered with the Electoral Office and advertised.
14/00470 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised –Authorised Payments by cheque – Rob Covill – Parish Paths/Bus Shelter cuts & St Clements cuts - £500.00; Royal British Legion – Remembrance Day Wreath - £20.00; Authorised Payments on-line - Clerk’s salary & expenses for October; PC Coach Holidays of Lincoln – Printing 350 copies of Newsletter - £50.00; A Warne – Collating & Editing Newsletter - £50.00; C Statham – Delivery of Newsletter - £50.00 – Authorisation to be carried out by Cllrs  Dover & Martin (appended to Minutes) It was resolved to authorise the payments p BS s SC.
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – Had been circulated & it was resolved that it be accepted as correct & was signed by the Chairman p JM s PB
Unity Bank – The Council noted the transactions sheet as at 20th October 2014. Due to an error in the registration of Cllr Appleby the bank had requested a letter signed by two signatories confirming his registration as View & Authorise & a letter was signed as confirmation. The Council considered the suggestion by the Clerk of a Councillor being registered as a back-up Administrator in order to input transactions in the event of any absence by the Clerk – Clerk to place on December agenda.
Transfer of Funds to the Current Account – The Council considered potential spending & it was resolved to transfer £2,000 into the Unity Trust bank account p BS s SC. Cllr Martin signed the form & Cllr Dover to obtain the signature of Cllr Lusby and return the form to the Clerk.
14/00471 Planning Applications 
Requiring Comment: N/105/00985/14 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon – Outline erection of residential development of up to 970 dwellings including affordable housing, local centre/community hub (including community hall, retail & office), primary school, public open space, structural landscaping & the provision of vehicular, cycle & pedestrian access, car & cycle parking & facilities for public transport on the site of 2 existing dwellings & outbuildings which are to be demolished. Land rear of Agarth Farm & Southfield Farm, Legbourne road, Louth also adjoining Stewton Lane & Kenwick Road & also within parish’s Legbourne & Stewton, Lincolnshire. The Council noted receipt of further information to supplement the Environmental Statement accompanying the application. Following debate regarding the position of East Lindsey District Council Planning Committee’s position it was resolved that its original objections stood. Cllr Bowman elected to attend the meeting & report back in December.

N/145/01806/14 – Mr Spetch – Planning Permission – Erection of a replacement pig unit on the site of existing pig units which are to be demolished. Field Farm, Charlesgate, Saltfleetby LN11 7TB. The Council expressed its concern over the state of Charlesgate which suffered from the number of wagons serving the unit & building work would entail additional Lorries which would have a further detrimental effect on Charlesgate. Clerk to respond with comment regarding the above. 
The Council noted a letter from East Lindsey District Council regarding Town & Country Planning Act 1990 Appeal Under Section 78 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon – Land rear of Agarth Farm & Southfield Farm, Legbourne Road, Louth, also adjoining Stewton Lane & Kenwick Road & also within parishes of Legbourne & Stewton advising of date of Tuesday 25th November, 10.00am to determine the appeal being held at Tedder Hall, Manby Park, Louth LN11 8UP for 8 sitting days.
The Clerk was asked if the Council had been advised regarding its query concerning the planning application at 1 Mill Lane; no response had been received & the Clerk was asked to write asking for an update.
14/00472 Councillors Training – There were no further additions to the training at Mablethorpe Library on Tuesday 11th November 2014, 6pm to 8pm.
14/00473 Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee – Cllr Martin updated the Council on his attendance at the meeting held on 16th October; the meeting was to introduce the new members of the committee and had no outcomes; discussion  had been  held over the potential spending of the Old Village Hall Committee funds which the Jubilee Committee now held & each member had been requested to speak to their individual groups and ask for suggestions on spending which would then be debated at the next meeting on 26th February 2015 at 8pm. Clerk to place an item on the December agenda for Councillors to bring suggestions to the meeting. It was also noted that the consensus of the meeting had been for village organisations to work together as a group. The Committee had thoughts on spending projects towards speeding & community meals as a starting point perhaps but all suggestions following the February agenda would be taken to the residents meeting for comment and or approval. The Jubilee Committee now had 10 members, 6 original with 4 new members from community groups. Cllr Martin was asked to prepare a report for the next Council meeting. 
14/00474 Parish Paths – The Clerk was struggling to obtain information on the ownership of path 225 but would continue to pursue.
14/00475 BT Telephone Box Adoption – The Council noted the supportive response from ELDC on adoption of one of the village kiosks & the response from BT on the second. It was resolved that Cllr Stapleton would make contact with a resident regarding adoption of the second box at The Old Post Office & report back to Council. Clerk to complete the paperwork & return to BT for the first box.

14/00476 Speed Indicator Signs – The Council considered the information received from the manufacturers of the signs giving details of a 5-year maintenance packaged offered for DF11 units & comments regarding their longevity & the invitation to view the manufacturing facility. LRSP had responded to the request for a site visit with the request for completion of their paperwork – Clerk to action. The Council considered that this topic had been debated thoroughly, noted that speeding was of importance to residents & it was resolved that due to delays in receiving responses to Council queries the Clerk check that the lower price was still available for the units & if so was authorised to order two p LD s JM. Clerk to also contact the manufacturers requesting their recommendation on consumables, i.e. LED lights & ease of replacement etc. The Council considered it appropriate that the Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee be invited to attend the Council’s February meeting when all details should be finalised.
The question of the positioning of the Police camera van was again raised as it had again been positioned in the same place, when questioned the officer advised the Council to speak to the Police re placement as he was not in a position to amend it – following debate it was resolved to contact the Police & LRSP & invite the Police to the January meeting in order to discuss the re-positioning of the camera van.
14/00477 Highways & Footpaths – Appendix A had been circulated.  A detailed response had been received from Highways following the visit of its officer which gave more information on what work, and when this would be carried out within the village. 
Concerns had been received from residents on the state of North End Lane & the additional work that was due to be carried out either on the verge or road – it was hoped this would be clarified at the December meeting when EK & Blackwells would be present; Three Bridges Lane was also extremely muddy and hazardous – previously there had been 3 accidents in one day on this road & the Clerk was asked to bring this to Highways attention ASAP to prevent a repeat; Clerk to also enquire regarding a washing programme for the road.
The Council noted that some work had been carried out by the shop but it did not appear to have stopped the water pooling.

14/00478 Emergency Response Equipment/LIVES – The Council debated the purchase of a Defibrillator and potential sites within the village & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Clark would contact the British Heart Foundation regarding any grants that may be available and report back in December.
14/00479 District Councillors Report – None available
14/00480 County Councillors Report – None available
14/00481 Clerks Report – The Clerk noted communications with EnergieKontor & the wish for a representative to attend a Council meeting to update the Council on progress with the Gayton wind turbine installation & its effects on Saltfleetby – Clerk to confirm invitation to December meeting & publicise.
14/00482 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
14/00483 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Details of burial at St Clements Graveyard 21st October 2014; Share your views on council’s priorities for Lincolnshire County Council; Copy of response to resident regarding footways; Copy of response to resident regarding safety issues on B1200 and A1031; Copy of letter to Ms Poskitt; Louth Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team Area Update
14/00484 Councillors Reports – The second issue of the Newsletter had been delivered to every household. A new printer had been used as a better price had been obtained for more copies & on better quality paper, the company could also include graphics. Feedback had been positive from residents & showed much appreciation. The Chairman requested that the Councils thanks to A Warne be recorded for the excellent work on the Newsletter. Cllr Appleby to give spare copies to the Community Centre. Items for the next agenda to be with A Warne by 20th January. Clerk to forward item on November, December & January minutes by then.  A complaint was raised on the state of the footpath from Outgang to the Stump due to some old records and glass being spread on the footpath. Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk write to LCC expressing the Councils concern that the Council could be liable for any vet bills for dogs that may be hurt, or indeed children that could fall on the path.  A further footpath in the vicinity had additional struts on the stile which prevented its use. Clerk to report & inform Cllr McNally.
