There were three members of the public present & County Councillor D McNally
14/00423 Election of Chairman – As the Chairman, Cllr Warwick, and Vice-Chair Cllr Dover, were not present the Council elected Cllr Bowman to chair the meeting p BS s SC. Cllr Bowman assumed the Chair.

The Chairman informed Council that Cllr Warwick was unavailable due to illness and welcomed everybody present & opened the meeting for public comments.

Public Comments – A question was raised as to whether there was an application for wind turbines at Manby; the Clerk advised that there had been some interest in placing a solar panel installation there & it was noted that there was a wind turbine site for Grimoldby.  A resident addressed the Council concerning the situation with work he was carrying out at his property, the planning application was on the agenda; he advised that his family had lived in the village since 1790 and he had been a Landscape Architect for many years & his schemes were always made to fit in with their surroundings. His family had always tried to do their bit for the environment and he continued this practice. A retrospective planning application had been forced upon him for work that was similar to other much larger schemes, that had been carried out within the village without requiring planning permission & he commented that he would have welcomed talking to the complainant if he had been contacted direct but unfortunately he had not been. This retrospective planning application had cost him so far in the region of £4,000 & he had suffered worry & anxiety because of it. Natural England had agreed to the proposal and it also had the backing of LWT. The channels created would encourage wildlife which had always been the aim of his family. He believed that the work should have been allowed without planning permission under permitted development. He noted that rumours appeared to suggest that he was opening a tea room, which was untrue & added that he had planning permission for the new drives and fences & he would be happy to answer any questions the Council raised. It was agreed that there were other such works that had been carried out in the village. There being no further comments, the Chairman opened the meeting for business.
14/00424 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Warwick, Dover, Martin & Lusby. Absent – Cllr Poskitt. 
14/00425 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th August 2014 were accepted as a true record and the Minutes were signed by the Chairman p CA s BS.  Matters arising: None
14/00426 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations were made
14/00427 Councillor Vacancy – There were no requests for co-option.
14/00428 Councillor Absence – The Clerk explained the 6 meeting rule to the Council & following debate & consideration of circumstances it was resolved that the Council write to Cllr Poskitt & ask for a response prior to the October meeting, if no satisfactory response was received Cllr Poskitt would be removed from the Council.
14/00429 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – The Clerk raised the issue of the lack of signatories & the fact that the Council could not currently discharge its financial functions. The Clerk had contacted the Bank & Cllr Poskitt’s name was not on the list of signatories as it should have been & previous councillors Lilley & James had not been removed as these were on the same Signature Change Form submitted by Cllr Poskitt. This left the Council currently with only Cllrs Warwick & Harrison as signatories as previous councillor J Smith who had been one, had resigned.  The Clerk noted that she was herself an authorised signatory who did not sign; an Emergency Risk Assessment had been prepared stating that to enable the Council to fulfil its obligations, the Clerk should co-sign the cheques with Cllr Harrison. This was not a permanent situation as the Council was applying to bank with Unity Bank Ltd & would have five authorised signatories but the Clerk had no way of knowing how long it would be before the account was authorised & working.  Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk be authorised to sign cheques for this meeting in order to ensure the Council could fulfil its obligations to settle accounts. The Chairman signed the Risk Assessment which is appended to the Minutes p PB s BS. Clerk’s salary & expenses for August; Angela Warne – Collating items, editing & development of the newsletter - £50.00 (authorise only); East Coast Grafix – Printing of Newsletter - £68.48 (authorise only); C Statham – Delivery of Newsletter - £50.00 (authorise only); Grant Thornton – External Audit - £120.00 (authorise only); Rob Covill – Grass Cutting 2 x Parish Paths, 7 x bus stop & 5 x St Clements - £858.00 (authorise only); LALC – Local Councils Explained Publication - £52.99. It was resolved to authorise the payments p SH s SC.
Transfer of Funds to the Current Account – The agenda item had called for the Council to authorise the transfer of £2,000 into the Lloyds current account but it was resolved to leave in abeyance to the October meeting to ensure that Cllrs Martin & Lusby had presented their documents to the Nottingham Building Society which enabled them to sign as currently only Cllrs Warwick & Harrison could sign & Cllr Warwick was not present. Clerk to contact Cllrs Lusby & Martin to check on the situation. 
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The updated budget as at 31st July 2014 was accepted as correct & signed by the Chairman. It was resolved that the item to consider the allocation of funds from reserves to cover agreed spending – Quarterly Newsletter & Meeting Refreshments be left until October.

Unity Bank – The Clerk had forwarded the completed form & was awaiting an update.
14/00430 Planning Applications 

N/145/01063/14 – Mr I Stubbs, Peartree House, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Planning Permission – 
Excavation of land to form 10 linear water channels for agricultural and environmental use (works already completed).  Cllr Appleby explained he had contacted ELDC to clarify the situation for himself as it had become apparent from other residents that had completed similar works they had not required permission & he had shared the information received pertaining to the application. Cllr Stapleton expressed concern that there was an issue of land being taken out of agricultural production for such applications which resulted in too little food being grown; Cllr Appleby noted that this was grazing land & remained as such; Cllr Stapleton noted he had no objection as such to the current application.  Cllr Harrison noted that it was the location of the property in relation to the SSSI which meant it had to be treated differently & the system had to be adhered to; Natural England had not objected and was happy it will not damage the area. Following debate it was resolved that the Council supported the application p CA s SC Cllr Stapleton abstained.
14/00431 Councillors Training – LALC had agreed to a joint training session with Wainfleet to be held in Mablethorpe Library on 11th November 2014 at 6pm. Cllr Stapleton asked for his name to be added as an attendee. Cllrs Harrison & Appleby would attend if possible & would advise nearer the date.
14/00432 Review of Polling Districts & Polling- Details of current polling arrangements & indication of new wards had been circulated. There was no change to the arrangements in Saltfleetby & the document was noted.
14/00433 Parish Paths – The Clerk had not been able to obtain information from the Land Registry website with regard to the property near path 225. Clerk to pursue further enquiries.
14/00434 Highways & Footpaths – The large hole opposite Warrens was raised; the Clerk had previously reported – Cllr McNally to chase up & report back. The problem raised at the last meeting by residents was discussed & it was resolved that the Clerk advise Highways that there were no longer any directional signs at the North End Lane crossroads for Theddlethorpe & Mablethorpe & ask for them to be replaced.
14/00435 Speed Indicator Signs – As Councillors Martin & Lusby were absent & no report had been sent to the Clerk the item was left in abeyance to October. Clerk instructed to contact the Councillors for a report.
14/00436 BT Telephone Box Adoption – The Clerk had forwarded some information which was noted. Clerk to investigate the cost to the insurance policy for adopting the kiosks & investigate the situation with BT of moving them following adoption.
14/00437 District Councillors Report – The Health & Social Care project was moving forward & a booklet on Rights of Way Forum walks was provided for circulation.
14/00438 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally asked whether the information email he had circulated had been useful but it appeared it had not been received – Cllr McNally to forward to the Clerk who would circulate.
14/00439 Clerks Report – A VAT rebate had been requested & the Clerk had received additional information on the Footpath enquiry at Saltfleet in September; Cllr Harrison noted that the Chairman, Cllr Warwick, had been due to attend the enquiry but would not now be able to do so & following debate it was resolved that the Clerk would attend in her place.
14/00440 Reports from Outside Bodies – None 
14/00441 Planning Permission Decisions Noted – Appeal Decision – Causeway Bridge Farm, 48 Church Lane, Manby (Appeal Ref: APP/D2510/A/13/2205932; N/145/01184/14 – Mr B Stapleton – Approval to remove or vary a condition – Condition no 2 ‘the occupation to the dwelling shall be limited to a person solely or mainly employed in the adjoining joinery business, or a dependant of such person residing with him, but including a widow or widower of such person’ – Long Gate Lodge, North End Lane, Saltfleetby.
14/00442 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: LALC News; Copy of letter to Mr Chapman; Letter from ELDC advising of withdrawal from Planning Committee of N/105/00985/14 – Gladman & AR & MA Pridgeon pending further work on the environmental Statement.
14/00443 Councillors Reports – It was noted that with regard to the Planning Permission granted for 1 Mill Lane that a garage had been built on one of the driveways which appeared to prevent the permission being complied with. Clerk to write to ELDC p SH s BS.  Cllr Clark noted that there were Lindsey Marsh Grazing Project maps in the foyer of the Community Centre showing cycle routes.
