There were four members of the public present & County Councillor D McNally.
Chairman’s comments – The Chairman welcomed the members of the public & advised that the resignation of Cllr John Smith had been received which left one vacant seat on the council, the Clerk had advised the Monitoring Officer & the opportunity would be given to residents to request an election & if no request was received the Council would be advised that it could co-opt into the seat; she noted the good turnout of residents to the Annual Parish Meeting & opened the floor for public comments.
Public Comments – The state of Main Road & issues with vibrations on properties & an Engineer was being sent to look into the issue; The Clerk had previously reported the problems and Anglian Water & Highways had both attended the home of one resident. A resident advised that he had spoken to people who had not attended the Annual Parish Meeting & the suggestion of the Old Village Hall Charity funds being spent on a Play Area/Tennis Courts/cricket nets at the side of the hall had been mentioned by them – the Council noted that a portion of the land to the side of the hall belonged to a farmer & was used for access which limited the space available; the resident also noted that he & the two remaining members of the Old Village Hall Committee were arranging a meeting to enable the funds to be transferred from the ‘closed’ bank account, into a new account in order that it could be transferred to the Jubilee Committee.  
14/00366 Apologies for absence – Cllrs S Clark & L Dover – it was resolved to accept the apologies. Absent – Cllr Poskitt. 
14/00367 Minutes of the Annual Council Meeting & Parish Council Meeting held on 6th May 2014 were   accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p JL s BS.  Matters arising: None. 
14/00368 Declarations of Interest – Cllr Appleby put forward a written request to the Council for a Dispensation with regard to the Jubilee Committee as he was a member & The Prussian Queen as he was the Landlord – the Council debated the issue & it was resolved to grant a dispensation for both requests for a period of four years p PB s JM – Cllr Stapleton asked for his vote against to be recorded – Clerk to inform the Monitoring Officer. There were no further new declarations.  
14/00369 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for May; Came & Co (Broker Network) – Insurance - £275.36 (authorised); Saltfleetby Diamond Jubilee Committee – Refreshments for Annual Parish Meeting - £15.00; Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association – Annual Subscription - £5.00; J Cooper – Internal Auditor - £40.00. It was resolved to authorise all the payments p PB s JL. 
Funds: £9,000 received from East Lindsey District Council – Precept & Grant; Lincolnshire County Council – Parish Paths 50% Grant - £435 received. Council was asked to agree the transfer of £5,000 from the Lloyds Account into the Nottingham Building Society & it was resolved to transfer the funds p BS s JM
Audit – Annual Return for the Financial Year ended 31st March 2014 – Annual Governance Statement – The Clerk had circulated a copy of the completed Annual Return, read the document & the Council was asked to approve the Annual Audit Return & Annual Governance Statement, to confirm a sound system of internal control, including the preparation of accounting statements & that all legislation was provided for in accordance with the Accounts & Audit Regulations & that proper practices had been complied with; the Council also received the Internal Auditors Report & it was resolved that the Annual Audit Return & Annual Governance Statement was correct & complied with legislation as required p CW s BS.  The Chairman signed the Audit Document.
Banking Arrangements – Information on Unity Bank Internet Banking facilities had been circulated & following debate it was resolved that the Clerk pursue arrangements to transfer the account & set up internet banking p JL s PB with two abstentions.
Asset Register – The updated Asset Register had been circulated & it was resolved that the Asset Register was correct p CA s PB – The Chairman signed the document.
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report to 30th April 2014 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the report as correct p CA s PB. The Chairman signed the document. 
Meeting Refreshments – The Council had been asked to consider making an annual contribution to the Community Centre towards the refreshments provided at Council & Council called Public Meetings at a suggested figure of £50; the Clerk was asked if the Council had the power to do so & and was advised that Local Government Act 1972 s 111 gave the power ‘which was calculated to facilitate, or was conducive or incidental to, the discharge of any of its functions & it was resolved to pay £50.00 per annum payable at the end of the financial year – Clerk to place on the July agenda for ratification with the Marshlands committee.
District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison had walked the route being covered by the appeal; the Case Officer would visit anybody with relevant information. She noted that Mr Liller was very poorly – Cllr Warwick to send a card on behalf of the Council. Northern Power had dug up the daffodils during work they had carried out & the Clerk was asked to contact them regarding this. The question of conservation of the village was debated with regarding to the building of properties & the loss of valuable farmland.

Cllr Harrison left the meeting at 8.15pm.
14/00370 Planning Applications – A letter noting a Planning Appeal by Walker & Son (Hauliers) Ltd relating to land to the south of Rotten Row, Theddlethorpe was noted.  The appeal was to be determined by written representations with any further comments submitted by 17th June 2014 & it was resolved to note the information.
The Planning Inspectorate - Wildlife & Countryside Act 1981 Section 53 – Saltfleetby St Clement Restricted Byway No 1059/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 1060/Saltfleetby St Clement Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 55/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1099/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Public Bridleway No 1100 Definitive Map Modification Order 2013 – A copy of the Council’s Statement of case, a list of supporting documents & their comments on the objections/representations  had been circulated & it was resolved that the Council believed that Cllr Harrison would be attending.
14/00371 EnergieKontor – The Clerk had contacted the Solicitor regarding the incorrect Council address within the Novation document that had been received for signature & the Solicitor had confirmed that it was appropriate for the Clerk to insert by hand the correct address with Councillors initialling the change, which the Clerk had done & it was resolved that Cllrs Warwick & Lusby be authorised to sign the document on behalf of the Council; the document was duly signed & initialled by Cllrs Warwick & Lusby. Clerk to return the three copies to the Solicitor.
14/00372 Annual Parish Meeting – The Minutes had been circulated to all Councillors & the Council discussed the proposals from the residents present. With regard to speed indicator signs it was noted that two posts had been erected in the village & Cllr McNally confirmed they were for speed signs to be deployed & it was resolved that the Clerk should obtain information from Lincolnshire County Council on the opportunities with regard to speed signs & report back. Marshlander Magazine – Cllr Appleby had put together a draft A4 sheet & had looked into the associated costs of producing a quarterly issue which was in the region of £600 per year, which included preparation, printing & delivering of the magazines. Local groups, such as the WI & School were keen to place information within it; the issue of advertising was debated & believed to be inappropriate at the current time; useful information for residents would be included on the back of the publication. Following debate it was resolved to prepare a publication & title it Saltfleetby News p CW s JL – Unanimously carried. Cllr Appleby to lead & East Coast Grafix to print. The transfer of the village funds from the Old Village Hall Committee to the Jubilee Committee – this had been overwhelmingly endorsed by residents at the Annual Parish Meeting & following debate it was resolved that the Parish Council ratified the residents proposal for the funds to be transferred to the Jubilee Committee p PB s CA – Unanimous. The proposal to look into erecting Village Entrance Gates was debated & the types of material that could be used & following debate it was resolved that Cllr McNally would look into the possibility – Clerk agenda item for July
14/00373 East Lindsey District Council Consultation on the proposed Housing Target & Preferred Growth Option – the document detailing proposed housing targets for the District & its preferred growth option had been circulated & following debate it was resolved that the Council was not convinced ELDC was using the best methodology and that local councils should decide on planning – Cllr Warwick to submit the appropriate wording as a response.
14/00374 Councillors Training – The Clerk had circulated the LALC timetable for training – Clerk to book Cllr Warwick & herself on Community Consultation & Engagement on Thursday 20th November.
14/00375 Highways & Footpaths – The Clerk was asked to check with Anglian Water for an update with regard to the resident experiencing issues with vibration on his property; North End Lane – as raised at the Annual Parish Meeting – Clerk to chase up situation with regard to the state of the road & also the bad drop in front of the farmhouse on North End Lane – it was believed this was subsidence and would be a severe Health & Safety Risk for horse riders should the horse slip & the rider be thrown. Clerk to contact Highways; comment was made that the way pot holes were filled was not working & only led to a requirement for further work in the future.
14/00376 Standing Orders & Financial Regulations – The Clerk had circulated the new NALC Financial Regulations which dealt with Internet Banking & following debate it was resolved to re-circulate for July agenda. Councillors were asked to check through the existing Standing Orders & bring suggestions for items to be considered to the July meeting.
14/00377 Saltfleetby Railway Station – A letter had been received from the Lincolnshire Disused Railways regarding the feasibility of reopening the Saltfleetby line & following debate it was resolved that all the sections concerned had been integrated and it was believed the request to be unfeasible. Clerk to respond.
14/00378 ‘Greylake of Mallerby’ – A letter had been received requesting the Council to publicise the 100th anniversary of the Greylake of Mallerby book which was apparently a study of life in the Lincolnshire Marsh with Mallerby being based on Saltfleetby & following debate it was resolved that as it was a work of fiction the Council respond & thank the writer for bringing it to their attention.
14/00379 Documents relating to Common Land – The Clerk had furnished old documents relating to an application by Saltfleetby Parish Council in previous years for land to be placed in Council ownership; it was noted that this land had been moved to Saltfleet under a reorganisation.
14/00380 Clerks Report – Electoral Office advised of the co-option of Cllrs Martin & Appleby; the response was forwarded to East Lindsey District Council regarding the Livestock Market Scrutiny Review not being a neutral document; Electoral Department had been advised of Cllr Smith’s resignation as of 27th May 2014 & the contractor had been contacted regarding the Lindsey Marsh Drainage Board flailing dates.
14/00381 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
14/00382 Planning Permission Decisions Noted – N/145/00645/14 – Mrs B Ryan, 1 Mill Lane, Saltfleetby – construction of a vehicular access (works already completed) – FULL PLANNING PERMISSION with the provision that details of arrangements to enable a motor vehicle to turn within the site so that it could enter & leave the highway in a forward gear should be submitted to and agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority within one calendar month of the date of this permission.

14/00384 Councillors Reports – Cllr Warwick reported on the Councillors training that she had attended along with the Clerk which had been extremely useful, & the Clerk had distributed some documents on laws & material considerations from the training. The Clerk was requested to write to John Smith & thank him for his years of service on the Council. Cllr Stapleton noted his discontent with the contents of the letter from Cllr Janet Harrison on car parking within the district and particularly the fact regarding free parking for ELDC workers in Manby which may not perhaps be applied to ELDC workers elsewhere.
