There were three members of the public present.

The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting.

Public Comments: A resident who was vice-chair of the Pre-School introduced herself; she lived in the village & noted that the group was looking to utilise the Marshland Community Centre as it was unable to use the school. The speed signs were raised & specifically the downloaded information that had been shared with the Jubilee Committee and the format the information had been saved in – the Chairman responded that he had used the programme supplied by the company & that when downloaded there was an enormous amount of information supplied by the units but he believed there should be scope to filter the results but it was not clear how this should be carried out. Mr Martin offered to help – Cllr MacDonald to supply Mr Martin with a copy of the spreadsheet/Excel document for him to assess. There was discussion over other ways of emphasising to vehicles travelling through Saltfleetby that even where there were fewer residences it was still one village & speed should be respected.
000105 Apologies for absence – Cllrs T Bryson & S Clark; District Cllr R Palmer – the apologies were accepted. Cllr McNally – late arrival.
000106 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 11th August 2015 had been circulated. Page 15 initial paragraph should read ‘damage to two signs’ & not sides & accepting this comment it was resolved to accept them; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman p CW  s RS.
000107 Declarations of Interest – None
000108 Defibrillator Purchase – The Council considered alternative locations for siting of the unit & following debate it was resolved to approach both Wingas & EnergieKontor for grants towards the purchase of two units & pursue the Grant of £500 from the District Councils also; the Clerk was in the process of obtaining updated quotations & when received she was instructed to approach EnergieKontor & Cllr Stapleton would approach Wingas p BS s PB. It was further resolved that the possibility of siting one unit at Marshlands Community Centre & perhaps with permission the other at The Prussian Queen would be investigated. Carried.
000109 Financial Matters
Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for August; Hi-Lite Signs – St Clements Trip Hazard Signs £45.60 (authorisation only); B Stapleton – Reimbursement – Wood for signs at St Clements Churchyard - £9.79; J Brown – Reimbursement – Avast Clean-up for Laptop - £14.99; GRS Signs – Uneven Surface Signs - £30.00 (handed to Cllr Stapleton to submit); Authorisation only: A Warne – Editing of Newsletter - £50.00; C Statham – Delivery of Newsletter - £50.00 & Warple Press – Printing of Newsletter - £35.00 – It was resolved to authorise all the payments p CW s IS
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report as at 8th August 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the document. The Chairman signed the Budget Report. Following debate it was resolved to transfer £100 to Clerks Overtime Budget & £100 to Grants/Donations Budget to cover shortfalls from the Flailing budget.
Funds Received – the Council noted a donation of £10.00 received for the old ink cartridges for the old printer which had been paid into Unity Trust Bank.
000110 Planning Applications – N/063/01534/15 – EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Environmental Impact Assessment (E.E.C. Directive 85/337/E.E.C as amended by Council Directive 978/11E.C) for a scoping opinion with respect to the erection of 2 no wind turbines – Land south of Carlton Grange, Thacker Bank, Great Carlton/Gayton Le Marsh, Louth & following debate it was resolved to submit comments on the areas considered to require additional work in view of the problems experienced by residents within the village, environmental impact of transport through the village; cumulative effect; problems experienced in the current installation work; impact on the Wolds & surrounding areas of two additional turbines. Clerk to put response together & submit.
000111 Speed Indicator Signs – Cllr Stapleton reported to Council on discussions with residents regarding encroaching vegetation at unit locations, permission had been gained from two locations – Cllrs Stapleton & MacDonald to action – Clerk to put together a risk assessment & Cllr Stapleton to contact the other home owners. Councillors MacDonald & Stapleton to look at the potential sites for posting the speed signs & direction to be faced, Clerk to then submit to Highways. Agenda for October. Clerk to request the Archer test for the St Clements end of the village.
000112 St Clements Churchyard – Cllr Stubbs advised that the tree work was being carried out on Thursday 4th September, the contractor would be on site at 7.00am & he would visit site at 9.00am; the Clerk had informed the owners of the Church. Councillors to action the filling of large holes with the chippings left by the contractor. Cllr Stapleton updated the council with regard to the placing of the signs in the churchyard – 1 at the fence before the entrance gate, 1 when entering from the car park onto the path and 1 when entering on the public footpath from the direction of the old churchyard & noted there was one spare & the Clerk confirmed that the Uneven Surface signs had been ordered & Councillor Stapleton would collect the signs & take the cheque for payment. The Clerk was handed two envelopes with quotations for work to the path – agenda item for October.
000113 Personnel Committee – As it was not advisable for the Chairman to be on the Personnel Committee following debate it was resolved that Cllr Bowman would take his place on the Committee.

000114 Jubilee Committee – Cllr Warwick noted that the main topic of discussion at the recent meeting had been the Village Calendar & another meeting was to be held in September; there was no update on the BT Box placements. The question of nominating a Councillor to attend the Jubilee Committee as the nominated representative of the Council was raised – Councillors to consider & agenda item for October.
000115 Louth Town FC/Marshland Community Centre – The Council noted the Jubilee Committee’s response to its suggestion of using the Old Village Hall Funds towards legal expenses on investigating the acquisition of a lease/part ownership of The Marshland Community Centre was a request for additional information on ownership & free legal advice – Cllr MacDonald to attend the September meeting & provide (letter appended to the Minutes); the Council noted the Land Registry documentation & legal advice received on the content of any lease, any further work would entail payment & following debate it was resolved to give copies to the Jubilee Committee.
000116 LALC – Training – the Clerk had circulated details of training sessions, Cllr MacDonald had notified the Clerk of his requirements, Clerk to forward a copy to all Councillors by email; LALC County Committee Nomination Form – The Council noted the form.
Cllr McNally arrived.

000117 Highways & Footpaths – Cllr Dover reported she had been unable to take a picture of the Give Way sign on Three Bridges Lane but would do so; The Clerk reported the response from Highways for the Give Way sign at the junction of the B1200/A1031 which was that it would not upgrade the sign to a Stop sign; Cllr McNally noted he had received the same response but that Highways may look at other ways of slowing traffic down. Pedestrians had an issue when using the B1200 & attempting to cross the A1031 – Clerk to investigate the possibility of a pedestrian crossing. The brown Donna Nook sign on the B1200 nearing the junction with the A1031 was laid, with poles, in the grass – Clerk to report but request the sign be relocated with other signs to avoid too much street furniture. Cllr Stapleton reported on the meeting with EnergieKontor on North End Lane & the emailed response from EK but felt that this did not cover everything discussed. They had started to reinstate verges, some tarmac had been re-laid up to the top south side of Ings Lane but there were issues with the tarmac.  Debate ensued on the problems, some still ongoing, being experienced by residents – Clerk to draft a strong letter to Highways, copy Richard Davies LCC & EnergieKontor. Cllr McNally was asked to investigate with LCC the funds that had been given by Wingas during their build programme to repair roads within the community & whether these funds had been spent within Saltfleetby or been integrated into general LCC funds. A complaint had been received regarding the hedge outside Ivy House, Main Road which was well over the footpath – Cllr Stapleton to contact the householder. The state of the B1200 was discussed & the Clerk was asked to write a strong letter to LCC about the appalling state of the B1200 and the Councils regret that another season has passed again with no work being done about it.
Cllr Harris left the meeting at 9.30pm

000118 Allocation of Responsibilities – The Council debated the pros & cons of setting up a trial period of ‘Portfolio Leading’, i.e. one or two Councillors collating any reports/information received on various topics in order to speed the process of meetings up & avoid duplication. The Clerk pointed out to the Council that currently she was the registered Data Controller with the Information Commissioners Office & that working in such a way could result in Councillors being required to register individually as Data Controllers at a cost of £35.00 per Councillor. Clerk to forward information for consideration of the impact 
000119 Broadband – The Clerk had been advised that BT expected to complete cabinets 1,2 & 3 by 30th September and they were looking to complete working on Exchange Only lines later in the year and with regard to improving the number of households that would receive it, BT were considering the possibility of providing fibre directly to some premises, but this was still in planning and they now had the Fibre To The Remote Node (FTTRN) technology formally approved and were considering where this could be deployed. 
000120 District Councillors Report – The preliminary bid by LCC & District Councils for devolution was underway. The Area Committees had not been very well attended in some areas and they would be reduced to three areas – North/South/Middle with two meetings a year – this would also have cost savings for the Council.
000121 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally had reported earlier in the meeting on Highways.
000122 Clerks Report – All agenda items.
000123 Planning Decisions – Letter from ELDC re Primrose Farm, Howdales Road, South Cockerington – Siting of caravans for residential use & laying of a roadway (hard core); 1 Mill Lane had been issued a Breach of Condition Notice & full planning permission had been granted on application N/145/01122/15 – Former Saltfleetby Village Hall, main Road – construction of a garage.
000124 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
000125 Correspondence – ELDC – Evolving Area Committees Information; Details of South Site Saltfleet Haven; Email from the Charity Commission regarding the Old Village Hall Charity
