The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting, especially the members of the public and opened the floor for comments.
Public Comments: A resident asked for the latest update on the broadband situation, he had received the information supplied on postcodes but it was not clear what the implications were – the Clerk advised the meeting that she had chased up a response but no response. The Clerk was asked to invite Mr Brookes to the June meeting when asking for a response – Clerk to forward emails to Cllr McNally. A resident raised the EnergieKontor funds & offered to meet any local committee to discuss the spending – the Clerk advised that the funds had to be in the control of the Parish Council & a Council sub-committee would be created but this had not yet been done – the resident was thanked for his offer. The Speed signs were discussed at length & that the batteries needed to be recharged & the signs moved. Some of the holding plates were facing the wrong direction & this needed to be changed as a matter of urgency. Cllr Stapleton & Mr Coates were happy to undertake this – to be discussed under the agenda item.
The Chairman thanked everybody for their input and opened the meeting for business.

0009 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Dover, MacDonald & Clark – the apologies were accepted.
00010 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th April 2015 had been circulated & were accepted; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman p SH s BS.  
00011 Declarations of Interest – Jubilee Committee members to complete new declarations for the June meeting.
00012 Election Update/Co-option Requests – the Clerk updated the Council on procedure; Cllrs Dover & MacDonald had signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office & she requested that as Cllr Clark was absent due to work commitments that he be allowed to sign prior to the June Meeting it was resolved to be appropriate. The Clerk informed Council that a request for Co-option had been received from Ms Teresa Bryson. The Chairman updated the Council on her request & it was resolved to co-opt Ms Bryson on to the Council p SH s BS. Ms Bryson signed the Declaration of Office & joined the Council, Clerk to inform ELDC.
00013 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for April; Euroffice – Stationery - £30.59; The Warple Press – Newsletter printing - £50.00; A Warne – Editing of Newsletter - £50.00; C Statham – Delivery of Newsletter - £50.00; J Cooper – Internal Auditor - £40.00 (Unity Trust Bank payments); Lincolnshire & Nottinghamshire Air Ambulance – Donation to be presented at the APM - £300; LIVES – Donation to the local group to be presented at the APM - £200; East Lindsey Citizens Advice Bureau – Donation £100; Lincoln & Lindsey Blind Society – Donation - £100 (Lloyds Bank payments) – It was resolved to authorise all the payments p CW  s SH
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The Year End Report as at 31st March 2015 had been circulated but it included an error & would be re-submitted for the June meeting
Accounts as at 31st March 2015 – The accounts had been circulated together with the Bank Reconciliation & it was resolved to accept as accurate & the document was signed by the Chairman p BS s CW 
Accounts Risk Assessment – The amended Risk Assessment had been circulated & it was resolved to accept it p CW s BS
Parish Paths – The Council noted the reduction in funding by LCC from 3 cuts to 2 cuts per year & following debate it was resolved that the Council would fund the third cut p CW s IG. Budget agenda item for June.
Audit for Year Ended 31st March 2015 – A copy of the form had been circulated & the Council confirmed its responsibility for ensuring there was a sound system of internal control & that points 1 to 9 had all been complied with & it was resolved that the document be approved for submission to the External Auditor p SH s BS. The Internal Auditors Report & LALC’s advice regarding payments had been circulated & was noted.
Bank Signatories – Following the change of Council it was resolved that the signatories for the Unity Trust Bank be Cllrs Dover, Warwick, Stubbs & Bryson; for Lloyds Bank & Nottingham Building Society it was resolved  to place on the June agenda when more members were present.
Council Insurance Policy – The policy was due for renewal on 1st June 2015 & details from Came & Co had been circulated; the Clerk had received an alternative quotation which was considerably more for similar cover & following debate it was resolved to reinsure via Came & Co on a three year plan at a cost in 2015 of £265.
Grass Cutting within the Village – The Council noted the figures & following debate it was resolved to authorise the contract for 2015 p SH s BS 
00014 Planning Applications – Notification had been received from Temporis Wind regarding proposed application for a 500kw wind turbine generator (80m to blade tip) at South Cockerington & was noted
00015 EnergieKontor – Notes on a meeting attended by other local councils that benefited from Gayton Wind Farm funds had been circulated & were noted; the Clerk had requested dates for Trustee Training from LCVS & an invitation to attend the June meeting had been extended to them to offer advice, as yet no response but the Clerk would change the invitation to July. A copy of the letter to LCC Highways had been circulated.  Cllr Stapleton updated the meeting on the photographs taken together with C A Blackwell; Cllr Stapleton had also taken additional photographs of Three Bridges Lane, Ings Lane, Charlesgate, Swallowgate & Longate. Jamie had volunteered to let the Council have a copy of the video he had taken also. The Council noted the timetable issued by C A Blackwell  but concern was registered of the impact on the strawberry field & farmers accessing their fields & the Clerk was asked to contact C A Blackwell & ask what measures would be taken to assist them. The Clerk had circulated an example draft application form for the giving of grants from the wind farm funds together with notes from LALC which were noted.
00016 Broadband Provision – The Council noted the information supplied by LCC on postcodes & although the Clerk had chased up the report on the meeting with BT it was noted with disappointment the lack of response. Clerk to chase up & invite Mr Brookes to the June meeting
00017 Transparency Code for Smaller Authorities – The Council noted the requirements for inclusion of all items of expenditure over £100 & the Clerk advised that as the Council currently displayed the Audit Form LALC believed that this complied with the requirement which also called for full audit information, Annual Governance Statement etc. to be publicised on the web site from 1st July 2015; the Council was content that it applied with this & resolved to continue to do so.

00018 Speed Indicator Signs – The Council considered the current placement & direction of the brackets & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Stapleton & Mr Coates would turn the brackets around that are facing the wrong way, take the batteries & recharge them & replace. The Council noted the amended Risk Assessment & it was resolved to accept it p CW s SH. Prices for the necessary equipment were noted & following debate it was resolved that two types of ladders would be tried which would influence the decision on what was required.  The Health & Safety Information on the use of ladders had been circulated & was noted.  A communication from a resident regarding the signs had been circulated & the concern was understandable & was noted. Cllr Stapleton is to re-check all the selected locations & alternative new locations for the Clerk to request a Highways inspection on both Main Road and North End Lane. Cllr Stapleton agreed to collect the plastic signs from Mr Martin so that these could also be utilised. The Clerk would attend with the Council laptop to download the data when requested.
00019 St Clements Churchyard – A report was received from Councillors on the inspections carried out at the graveyard on the state of the path & advice taken from builders. Quotations had been obtained for alternative methods of replacing the path. The prices were extremely high & funding would be required & following extensive debate it was resolved that the Clerk would contact the Church Conservation Trust for advice & look into any potential funding streams. One of the hedges required some planting but it was the wrong time of the year – Clerk to look into funding for work to be carried out in November/December. Cllr Stubbs gave an insight into what should be done with regard to the trees, the roots of which caused a great deal of the problem and options for work, he also raised the issue of the water tap that was laid on its side – Clerk to investigate ownership.
00020 BT Telephone Box – It was resolved to sign the contract to acquire the second box in the village for the Jubilee Committee to maintain p BS s CW. The Chairman signed the agreement.
00021 Highways & Footpaths – Appendix A had been circulated. Clerk to report: 3 large holes by Sturdys Farm up to the Garage site; 1 between St Clements churchyard and Elm House (east facing carriageway) & the culvert by the crossroads was causing a serious dip in the road. Cllr McNally updated the Council at the request of the Chairman on the programme for work in the village & he noted that Murphys who had been carrying out work on behalf of Northern Power had gone into liquidation which was delaying road patching. The Clerk raised the issue of vibration affecting a resident’s house and she had chased up a response from Highways – Cllr McNally to investigate. The conifers at The Old Railway Crossing House on North End Lane were causing a considerable obstruction over the road for high vehicles; large vehicles had to drive on the other side of the road to avoid them which created a danger for oncoming vehicles. The speeding traffic problems on the A1031 were raised with numerous accidents occurring near the junction of the B1200 – Cllr Stubbs to forward the details to the Clerk for her to register concern with Highways and LRSP with a request for the speed gun to be utilised at this point.
00022 Grayscroft – A letter informing the Council of unsustainable bus services & the company’s approach to ELDC for additional funding to allow the services to continue was noted (Services 1: Mablethorpe to Louth; Service 8: Mablethorpe to Boston & Service 28 Mablethorpe to Grimsby) & following debate it was resolved that as transport was the province of the County Council the Council would write to LCC noting its concern on behalf of local residents who relied upon the service, especially the elderly. Clerk also to raise the issue with Community Lincs. The Clerk noted that in her role on the National Association of Local Councils Smaller Councils Committee she had raised the issue as part of her role leading on Rural Issues.
00023 Annual Parish Meeting – The council noted the attendance of Stephen Hyde of LIVES & Emma Young of Lincolnshire Air Ambulance with donation cheques to be presented; Cllr Dover had confirmed the address for the local LIVES group who would receive the donation & be represented at the meeting to collect it. The agenda for the APM to be distributed by Councillors and it was resolved to authorise £50 with the Prussian Queen for some refreshments & check with Cllr Clark whether tea and coffee would be available.
00024 Planning Decisions/Notifications – The Council noted the following: Appeal Decision APP/D2510/A/14 – 217972 – Land to the south of Rotten Row, Mablethorpe – (N/180/01009/13 – Erection of a 1 x 40m (hub) high, 68m (tip) high wind turbine plus ancillary equipment – Appeal Allowed; Letter regarding EC/158/00006/15 – Primrose Farm, Howdales Road, South Cockerington – siting of caravans for residential use & laying of a roadway (hard-core) – decision to be made within 8 weeks.
00025 District Councillors Report – Cllr McNally was elected along with Cllr Robert Palmer for the area but needed to firm up how the work would be shared.
00026 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally had given a full Highways report earlier in the agenda.
00027 Clerks Report – The Precept & Grant had been received from ELDC; Invitation to attend a meeting had been extended to LCVS regarding Trustees Training; VAT refund of £1,070.70 had been paid into Lloyds Bank & Planning Enforcement had been informed regarding the erection of a fence at 1 Mill Lane; an email had been received from a resident regarding the speed signs expressing dissatisfaction.
00028 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllrs Stapleton & Warwick had attended the Wingas Liaison Meeting & been advised that the company was not proceeding with the underground storage facility at Skidbrooke. A rig would shortly be going up to carry out some work & when asked about the future it had been speculated that the company would probably extract gas for another five years & then it was possible they would sell to a smaller company. The Council needed to be vigilant if this did happen as the agreement was for the site to be returned to its original state. The Council considered that Wingas was a very professional company.
