There were 2 members of the public present & District Councillor R Palmer.

The Chairman welcomed Councillors & members of the public and opened the floor for comments.
Public Comments: A resident raised Broadband & communications between himself & LCC; he had raised the question of the additional BT cabinet that had been installed in the village & whether this was a good sign for increasing the number of households to receive faster broadband but he had not yet received a response. He noted that the web site now provided the next stage giving 95% coverage, however the local outcome was not yet known. Clerk to contact LCC & try to ascertain details. The signage in the village was raised & specifically the obstruction from trees & vegetation, Clerk to investigate process & contact appropriate households/contact regarding Osier Halt with a request to trim back. It was also suggested that the EnergieKontor funds could be used to purchase larger signage stating ‘Welcome to Saltfleetby’ – Council to consider when funds are available.
The Chairman thanked the public and opened the meeting for business.

00032 Apologies for absence – Cllr S Clark & Cllr D McNally (LCC & ELDC) – the apologies were accepted.
00033 Minutes of the Annual Council Meeting held on 12th May 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them; the Chairman signed the Minutes p CW s SH. The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 12th May 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman p CW s WM.  
00034 Declarations of Interest – The Clerk supplied Members with forms - to be completed for the July meeting.
00035 Council Vacancies - Co-option Requests – the Clerk had received two requests for co-option into the two vacancies – Mrs G Harris & Mr R Smith, both in attendance. The Council heard their submissions & following a vote it was resolved to unanimously co-opt both candidates into the two vacancies; both candidates signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office, witnessed by the Clerk – Clerk to inform the Monitoring Officer.
00036 Election of Vice-Chairman – The Council received the nomination of Cllr Dover – proposed by Cllr Warwick, seconded by Cllr MacDonald & it was resolved to elect Cllr Dover as Vice-Chairman.

00037 Personnel Committee – Following debate it was resolved to elect Cllrs Dover, Warwick & MacDonald to the Personnel Committee. A date for an Appraisal to be arranged at the earliest opportunity.
00038 Financial Matters

Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for May; LALC – Training Scheme - £55.00; J Brown – Reimburse ink cartridges - £63.42; The Prussian Queen – APM Refreshments - £50.00 (Unity Trust Bank online); Came & Co – Insurance Premium - £265.00 (authorise only – Unity Trust Bank online); Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association – Council Subscription (Unity Trust Bank Cheque) – It was resolved to authorise all the payments p CW s LD
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The Year End Report as at 31st March 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept as correct p CW s SH – the Chairman signed the document; The Report as at 13th May 2015 had also been circulated & it was resolved to accept as correct – the chairman signed the document – p LD s CW. Following debate it was resolved that the third Parish Paths cut would be paid for from Council reserves p LD s CW.
Bank Signatories – Following debate it was resolved that the signatories for Lloyds Bank & Nottingham Building Society would be Cllrs Warwick, Harrison, Dover & MacDonald. Clerk to prepare forms for signature.
00039 Planning Applications – Requiring Comment: N/145/00949/15 – Mr & Mrs Lord, Plot South of Wayside, Ings Lane, Saltfleetby, LN11 6ST – Planning Permission – Erection of a detached house with attached single garage as an amendment to that previously approved under planning permission reference No. N/147/01931/06 (works already started) & following debate it was resolved to support the application with a comment noting that due to the documents not showing the property’s location within the plot, that it be in line with adjoining properties p LD s WM.
00040 EnergieKontor – It was noted that the response from the Contractors with regard to the timetable & impact on local businesses did not clarify what assistance was being offered to local businesses; it was further noted that although the work was due to commence next Monday 8th June, no signage was in place yet – Clerk to email the Contractor & request answers to these points when meeting Councillors on Thursday 4th June. It was noted that LCVS would be attending the July meeting & following debate it was resolved to start the meeting earlier at 7pm – Clerk to inform LCVS & advise that the Trustee Training sessions would need to be on an evening.
00041 Local Government Boundary Commission – Information on the Electoral Review of Lincolnshire & the consultation which ends on 21st July 2015 was noted; it was further noted that the consultation did not allow for genuine consultation but only answers to direct questions & it was resolved that the Clerk would write expressing the dismay of the Council at not being able to comment more broadly.
00042 Speed Indicator Signs – Cllr Stapleton advised the meeting that the signs had been taken down, charged & repositioned.  He considered that the position near the Prussian Queen was not the best place as it was near to a large number of other signs & was difficult to position as there was no footpath there & the dyke; he believed that Post 55 by High Holme would be a better place although the adjacent trees would require trimming – Clerk to write to householder & ask for them to be trimmed.  Trees were also a problem at the Louth end of the village & Cllr Stapleton to inform the Clerk of the trees that needed trimming there, although it was noted that the sign would be being moved to another position. It was believed that another post was required on North End Lane. They had not been able to source the equipment needed to build the access unit but would continue to do so. The Passive Speed signs would be placed throughout the village in appropriate locations subject to Council approval & it was resolved this be carried out p LD s CW.  Comment was passed on neither unit working currently, probably due to the batteries having failed & the Council considered switching off the data logging facility which appeared to drain the batteries, however this information was considered crucial with regard to speeding.  Clerk to enquire with LRSP the criteria for upgrading speed monitoring within the village especially with regard to the data logging information. Cllr MacDonald to assist with the downloading of the information with Cllr Stapleton & Mr Coates.  Clerk to also write to the supplier regarding the problem with the fully charged batteries only lasting approximately three weeks.  Cllr Warwick asked that the Council thanks be recorded to Cllr Stapleton & Mr Coates for the excellent work they were putting in with the signs, which was greatly appreciated.
00043 St Clements Churchyard – The Builders reports had been circulated; the Clerk had not yet ascertained the ownership of the tap or contacted the Church Conservation Trust but would do so. The advice obtained from the Council insurers was to be circulated to Councillors. Following further debate it was resolved that the Clerk would look into somebody visiting the churchyard, meeting Cllr Stubbs with a regard to looking at any work that was required on the trees in order to reduce any further damage to the paths by new growth. Clerk to also look into LCC grant towards any work that was required. Council asked whether any response had been received regarding the open dyke at The Stump – No; Cllr Dover to enquire further & the Clerk to write & chase up again. Clerk to put a report in the Newsletter regarding the location of St Clements & the Councils responsibilities that had to be complied with.
00044 LALC – Annual General Meeting & Conference 2015 – Details of the event on Tuesday 20th October 5pm to 9pm at Wragby Town Hall, Louth Road, Wragby had been circulated  & it was resolved that Cllrs Warwick, Bryson & the Clerk would attend – Clerk to inform LALC. The Nomination Form for election onto the LALC County Committee had also been circulated & following debate it was resolved that the Clerk but put forward for the Committee as this aligned with her current placement on the NALC Smaller Councils Committee – Cllr Dover as Vice Chairman signed the Nomination Form – Clerk to submit. 
00045 Highways & Footpaths –Clerk to report: Large pot holes opposite the Old Village Hall location (left hand side of road); Pot holes outside St Clements churchyard (left hand side of road, seaward); Large potholes junction of Longate & North End Lane; large pothole on North End Lane opposite ‘the Struggle’; Road to Rimac in very bad state; far end of North End Lane, left turn to South Cockerington – work had been done but poorly & it is breaking up again (outside Wingas A site) – reported 29th January 2014; Crossroads by St Peters still no direction signs to Theddlethorpe (previously reported); Cllr Stubbs is carrying out grass cutting at the junction by his house as the grass was inhibiting sight for vehicles turning; work on resurfacing the footway had started & the work on the S bends had been carried out (remove from Appendix A. The question of installing entrance gates was raised, this had been looked into previously but due to dykes etc. there was insufficient room, however comment was passed that where power lines were they would culver the dykes. Cllr Stubbs raised the prospect of completing a Neighbourhood Plan which may help not only with Highways, but also planning – Clerk to look at having a map copied for him to examine & forward some information on Neighbourhood Planning to him.
00046 Annual Parish Meeting – The minutes had been circulated, placed on the Web site, emailed to residents the Clerk had email addresses for & as suggested by Cllr Warwick copies would be placed in The Prussian Queen, St Peters Church and the shop. Cllr MacDonald suggested that the web site address be placed on the Minutes & the Clerk had actioned this – Clerk to place on all future Minutes to ensure residents had the address.  Severe disappointment was expressed by all that the Air Ambulance had not turned up for the meeting – the email to LNAA from the Clerk & subsequent responses had been circulated; Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk write to them again stating that as residents who had attended the APM had also been very disappointed that they had not arrived, LIVES, who had attended & had suggested attending again to demonstrate the use of a Defibrillator, would be contacted with a request for a date for a Public Meeting for such a demonstration & the Air Ambulance would be invited to attend on the same date p LD s CW - Clerk to action. Following further debate it was resolved that future APM’s would be held prior to the Annual Council Meeting when the Chairman changed, this would ensure that the current Chairman addressed the Council with an update on his year of tenure.
00047 Standing Orders & Financial Regulations – Councillors tabled no amendments – Clerk to update the records.
00048 Code of Conduct – A copy had been circulated; however there was no Appendix B & it was suggested that this might help Councillors with regard to Dispensations. Clerk to circulate to Councillors.
00049 Planning Decisions/Notifications – The Council noted a letter from ELDC regarding Cenarth, Ings Lane, Saltfleetby – investigation into untidy land – Section 215 Notice which had been complied with. 
00050 District Councillors Report – Cllr Palmer introduced himself & the explained the difference in the Ward sizes to previous which resulted in two District Councillors, himself & Cllr McNally who he had not yet met & he offered advice on submitting planning comments, including having himself or Cllr McNally ‘Call in’ contention planning applications & regarding Highways matters; he touched on the Boundary Commission Consultation next year prior to the LCC election which would potentially reduce Councillors numbers from 77 to 71. Regarding Speed Signs he suggested asking the PCSO to use his siren when travelling through prior to 10.00pm at night as this tended to slow vehicles down & let residents know that the Police were present. 
00051 County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally had passed a report to Cllr Warwick regarding the Highways work required on Mill Lane & he would also inspect pot holes within Saltfleetby himself. Regarding Grayscroft Bus Service, the Mablethorpe to Louth was well used although mainly by bus pass users & a revised timetable was being investigated on a 3 – 6 months trial basis however the Mablethorpe to Boston service users was in single figures & likely to be cut.
00052 Clerks Report – All agenda items.
00053 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
00054 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Clerks & Councils Direct & LALC News.
00055 Councillors Reports –Cllr Harrison raised ‘the Big Path Watch’ www.ramblers.org.uk/bigpathwatch & it was noted that large numbers of none residents were accessing the footpaths & a suggestion was made that during next year’s Walking Festival that the Council put forward a walk.
00056 Items for the Next Agenda – As above & ‘the Big Path Watch’
