There were two members of the public present. 
The Chairman welcomed everybody & opened the floor for public comments.

Public Comments: 
A representative of Cygnets Pre-School updated the Council on its impending meeting with Ofsted to re-register the group & the Clerk will be advised of the outcome of the meeting. It was noted by a resident that Parents had met with the Head Teacher of the School & they had discussed marketing the school through Saltfleetby and other villages; 2000 leaflets were to be distributed in areas where schools were sparse; they were still trying to get answers to questions. 
000165 Apologies for absence – Cllr Harrison - the apology was accepted.
000166 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th October 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them p LD s BS; the Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting held on 12th October 2015 had been circulated and it was resolved to accept them p LD s GH; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.
000167 Declarations of Interest – None.
000168 EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Gayton Funds – Cllr Dover reported on the Working Group’s meeting & the draft Management Document that had been circulated. A number of items had been queried and responses now received. Clerk to query with EK the process for bursaries for individuals or grants to un-constituted groups. Cllr Dover stated that as per the agenda item, the Council had to elect a Sub-Committee to deal with the funds & debate ensued on the formation of the sub-committee & it was resolved that the Sub-Committee be comprised of all members of the Parish Council with meetings held immediately following closure of the standard Parish Council Meeting as required. Clerk to amend the Management document in line with the decision. It was further resolved that the Working Group would meet again to consider other appropriate documents – Clerk to forward to the Working Group the documents for consideration. It was noted that the Public Meeting arranged by EnergieKontor regarding the two additional turbines proposed for Gayton had been changed to 24th November 2015, 6.30 – 10.00pm.
000169 Defibrillator Purchase – Cllr MacDonald noted that the second unit could be fitted by the Prussian Queen. The Clerk noted that she was still waiting for a price for the installation costs from the Chairman who advised that he was unable to provide at the current time – Clerk to contact other contractors for estimates.
000170 Financial Matters
Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for October; R Covill – Grass Cutting & 3rd Parish Paths cut (financed by Parish Council) - £448.00 – All online payments; The Royal British legion – Poppy Wreath - £20.00 (cheque) – It was resolved to authorise the payments p LD  s IS. 
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report as at 7th October 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the document – p TB s LD; The Chairman signed the Budget Report. 
Bank Signatories – The Council left the agenda item to December.

Nottingham Building Society – Transfer of Funds – The Council was unable to proceed until Cllrs MacDonald & Dover presented their documents – Cllrs to action urgently. December agenda.
Budget Update – Following debate it was resolved that a new budget be created for the £1,000 grant to Louth Town FC for the repair of the boiler & heating & that reserves be used p LD s IS
000171 Planning Applications – Tree Preservation Order, Saltfleetby 1982 (147.02) Tree (s) A1 – Application Reference 0105/15/TPA – Mr Richard Smith – A1 Willow Ash Poplar & Hawthorne –Tree 1 – Cut all trees back to 1m from ground level – 7 Osier Holt – following debate it was resolved to offer no comments.
000172 Speed Indicator Signs – The Clerk had not had the opportunity to contact the outstanding residents regarding trees that required trimming – December agenda. The signs were now on North End Lane & speeds would be assessed when the units were removed for charging. Cllr MacDonald to collate the sites for additional speed sign plates, including the report submitted by Cllr Stubbs on the A1031 & eastern end of the B1200 & then circulate. Cllr Stubbs report included details of traffic accidents on the A1031 where Police had attended; Cllr Harris to advise the Clerk of the dates of the accidents if known & the Clerk was asked to invite a PCSO to attend a meeting to discuss with a view to locations for the speed signs – December agenda. Currently Cllr MacDonald was handling the speed signs with assistance from one resident & Cllr Stapleton & further help was needed – the Clerk was asked to include an item in the next newsletter asking residents who were willing to help to contact a Councillor or the Clerk. Councillor MacDonald requested that the Clerk 

contact Highways to establish a mutually agreeable date for Highways to attend and approve potential speed 

sign locations identified along the B1200 and the A1031.
000173 Louth Town FC/Marshland Community Centre – The Clerk had circulated the Constitution, Membership of the Management Committee & CASC details. The Clerk advised the Council that before it went to a Solicitor she believed it needed additional information from Louth Town FC on what level of lease they had in mind, peppercorn or otherwise & how they saw any lease working & following debate it was resolved that the Working Group would meet with representatives of Louth Town FC to discuss and report back to full Council. Clerk to email Louth Town FC requesting suitable dates & place on December agenda.
000174 Code of Conduct & DPI Training – The Clerk had circulated the presentation information from her attendance & both she & Cllr Harrison noted how good the training had been.

000175 LALC Training – The Clerk advised that she had been unable to place Cllr Dover on a training session as it was full but that the 2016 schedule was being prepared ready for publication.

000176 Jubilee Committee – Cllr Bryson undertook to represent the Council at Jubilee Committee meetings with Cllr MacDonald attending in her place if unavailable. Clerk to inform the Jubilee Committee.

000177 Saltfleetby Church of England Primary School – The Clerk had circulated the Councils letter requesting responses to its questions & the reply received had been circulated, which although it answered some of the questions it did not answer all. Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk put a response to the consultation together & circulates prior to submission by the 13th November.
000178 EnergieKontor Highways Issues – Cllrs met with C A Blackwell & walked the areas of concern on Three Bridges Lane & North End Lane; C A Blackwell agreed to all requested work & promised that the work would be started by early w/c 1st November but this had not yet started. Cllrs MacDonald & Stapleton to forward the list of work to the Clerk to enable her to chase up. Blackwell’s noted that they are responsible for 12 months to do any remedial work necessary.
000179 Highways & Footpaths – The Clerk was asked to chase up County Councillor McNally regarding the power of Highways to fine contractors who do not complete within timescales & to request a meeting with Lincolnshire County Council lead on Highways together with Cllrs Macdonald, Stapleton & Dover to discuss. Clerk to report tarmac virtually gone on corner of Ings Lane & North End Lane. December agenda item to go through Appendix A and remove old items.
000180 Allocation of Responsibilities – The Council debated the issues of one or two Councillors leading on items; Cllr MacDonald was taking the lead on the speed signs & Cllr Stapleton was liaising with Wingas; Cllr Bryson would now attend Jubilee Committee Meetings.  Help was required from community volunteers to handle the speed signs – Clerk to place item in the next Newsletter and on the web site. The issue of Data Control was not discussed.
000181 Broadband – There was no update. December agenda.
000182 District & County Councillor’s Report – None 
000183 Clerks Report – Cllrs Bryson & Stubbs were now registered with Unity Trust as View & Authorise; the Council may now co-opt into the vacancy created by the departure of Ms Warwick – December agenda; Ms Warwick had expressed her appreciation for the bouquet of flowers from Members of the Council. The Clerk noted that Mr P Bowman had resigned via telephone call & text message – Council resolved to accept the resignation under the circumstances.
000184 Planning Decisions – The Council noted Planning Permission – Wingas Storage UK Ltd – Proposed Side-track gas production borehole, including drilling, testing & production phases at Saltfleetby Gas Field, Howdales, South Cockerington – Permission granted. Walker & Son (Hauliers) Ltd – Lane to the south of Rotten Row, Theddlethorpe – Application to vary Condition No. 4 – Approved.
000185 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Stapleton & MacDonald had attended the Wingas Liaison Meeting; Wingas would be starting concreting work in the near future depending on contractors but it would have no impact on Saltfleetby as Wingas would use the designated route. A rig would arrive in the New Year & the company confirmed they were happy to supply the defibrillators. The company would not start extracting gas & was not involved in Fracking.

000186 Correspondence – The Clerk Magazine; Copy of Letter to Ms C Warwick were noted.
000187 Councillors Reports – None
000188 Items for the Next Agenda – As above, Precept, Meeting Start Time & School update.
000189 Closing the Meeting to Public & Press – In accordance with The Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 190 it was resolved to close the meeting to public & press in order to discuss matters of a contractual nature regarding St Clements Churchyard & the Council’s Code of Conduct.
000190 St Clements Churchyard – There was now a query over who held the responsibility for the trees and hedges – Clerk to try and obtain a copy of the map from the Land Registry. Budget figures for the gravel to the path were discussed to a maximum cost of £500 – item left in abeyance pending confirmation of Council responsibility. The Council did not have the official documents it was believed that it should have – the Clerk advised that these had not been passed to her when she was appointed.
000191 Saltfleetby Code of Conduct – The Code had been circulated.
