There were four members of the public present.
Public Comments: The Saltfleetby School event was being held on 8th July commencing with a service in St Peters followed by a party in the evening and everybody was welcome. Pre-School was on hold until September, it was hoped that additional children could be enrolled in order to keep the group going. The proposed Travellers site on the airfield at Manby was raised.
000375 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Dover & Warwick - the apologies were accepted. Cllr D McNally.
000376 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th June 2016 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them p IS s GH; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.
000377 Declarations of Interest - None
000378 EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Gayton Funds – The documents had not yet been fully amended following the June meeting & the decision to confirm the Fund Manager was deferred, as was accepting the Application Form, Guidelines & Terms of Reference as working documents. August agenda item.
Cllr Harrison arrived at 7.10pm
000379 Financial Matters
Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for June (online); Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association – Subscription - £5.00 (cheque payment); LALC – Councillors training day (11th May) lunches x 2 - £16.00 (online). It was resolved to authorise the payments p SD s BS
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report as at 8th June 2016 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the document p GH s BS; The Chairman signed the Budget Report.
000380 Planning Applications – None received

000381 Speed Indicator Signs – There were some outstanding issues, the laptop kindly donated by Cllr Dover & her husband which was very much appreciated was not Bluetooth enabled & a dongle was required – August agenda item; there was still an issue with porting on the laptop & the Chairman was researching adding additional ports to it. Using his own laptop the Chairman had connected No 1 sign & this had been updated but No 2 would not connect. The Clerk had asked for a price for a data cable to enable a hardwire connection, all problems with the signs appeared to centre on the Bluetooth connection; it was resolved that No 1 unit would be mounted in the village. The Clerk had received no further information on the Speed Gun proposal – leave on agenda. Some concern was expressed as to whether the Police would continue with speed checks on the B1200 following closure of the school.
000382 Defibrillators – The units were not lit boxes & would require some form of lighting nearby. The Marshland unit would be mounted on the porch at the right hand side & Cllr MacDonald had obtained a price for installation including a PIR detector lamp of £117 plus VAT – the Clerk noted that where possible three quotations should be obtained; following debate it was resolved to accept the price of £117 + VAT p BS s SH. Following debate on the location for the second unit it was resolved that Councillors send their proposals to the Clerk who would raise a shortlist for consideration by Councillors prior to the August meeting. The Clerk had contacted LIVES regarding familiarisation training & the dates of 8/13/16 & 21 were available in Marshlands for training & it was resolved that the Clerk would agree one of these dates for an evening session & place information on the web site & in the Newsletter, familiarisation event to be held in Marshland Community Centre p BS s SH
000383 Jubilee Committee/BT Box – The Council noted from Cllr Bryson that the Jubilee Committee meeting had been cancelled. Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk would contact Northern Powergrid to ascertain whether it had been disconnected & obtain details of the requirements to disconnect if not p SC s IS. It was resolved that Cllrs MacDonald & Clark would contact the Jubilee Committee regarding the outstanding information requested by the Council & report back. 
000384 Jubilee Committee/Village Hall Funds – No response had been received from the Committee due to the meeting on the 30th June having been cancelled, Cllrs MacDonald & Clark to discuss with the Committee. Following debate it was resolved that the name for holding the funds upon transfer should be ‘Saltfleetby Old Village Hall Fund Account’ p WM s SH. Clerk to obtain information on setting Trust accounts up. The Council reiterated that it had noted its appreciation for the Jubilee Committee holding the funds on behalf of the village & was acting on the request of residents at the Annual Parish Meeting who had by a large majority requested it be returned. Cllr Bryson reported that a sum of £15,301 was currently held by the Committee. Cllrs MacDonald & Clark to report back in August.
000385 Standing Orders & Financial Regulations – The Clerk had circulated drafts for inclusion in Standing Orders on IT Policy to be included under item 24 Confidential Business & Training to be included in 7 (Code of Conduct) & it was resolved to accept the IT Policy p SH s RS & Training p SH s TB & include in Standing Orders. Clerk to amend & email to all Councillors. Clerk to email Financial Regulations out to all Councillors & place on August agenda for acceptance or amendment.
000386 Policies – A draft Training Policy had been circulated & following debate it was resolved to adopt it p SH s BS.
000387 Social Media – A draft Social Media Policy had been circulated but not seen by all Councillors, Clerk to re-circulate & place on August agenda.

000388 Louth Town FC/Marshland Community Centre – The Working Group reported back on the meeting held with Louth Town FC which had been very positive, a suggestion had been made to hold a jointly arranged event to bring the community together on 6/7 August but following debate & the wish for any event to be well planned in good time it was resolved that there was insufficient time to arrange & timing may be better once the Old Village Hall Funds had been transferred and Trustees from the village appointed p BM s BS. A sign for Marshlands was raised & Cllr Smith was asked to circulate a report for consideration at the next meeting. 
000389 Saltfleetby Church of England Primary School – Information had been circulated regarding the arrangements for the School Celebration.
000390 St Clements Churchyard – The NALC advice on Closed Churchyards had been circulated; two gravestones had been identified as a hazard & required repositioning or toppling; Cllr Stubbs had identified one of them as having relatives, he had contacted them & they would reposition the stone. The second for Ethel Davis did not appear to have any relatives & would require toppling & following debate it was resolved that the Council would place a request for relatives to come forward in the Newsletter & on the web site but if nobody came forward for the purposes of safety would topple the stone. It was noted that the grass in the churchyard had been cut again – Clerk to place on agenda for August an item for a Councillor to manage St Clements Graveyard.
000391 Highways & Footpaths - There had been an accident on the A1031 at Clutterbuck Corner; the Council was of the opinion that a lower speed limit was required on the bend as vehicles were not exceeding the speed limit but travelling around the bends at a high speed was dangerous & resulted in numerous accidents, Council noted that in Theddlethorpe a straight section of the road had been reduced to 50 which Council felt indicated that a lower limit should be in place on the bends for safety reasons & further that the signage should be changed to ‘Dangerous Bend’; the accidents occurred in both directions. Cllr Harris to forward accident log to the Clerk to forward to the LRSP. It was reported that there were extremely large gaps between the cats eyes on the B1200 which made driving in fog extremely dangerous. Clerk to report the large pothole near the location of the Old Village Hall. The Council had received a response from Blackwells to the photographs & details that had been forwarded regarding outstanding work & it had stated that cars & tractors were to blame & not Blackwells but they would come back & replace signage only. Clerk to contact EnergieKontor & LCC Highways regarding the issue & the fact that the Blackwells representative who examined the roads had not contacted a Councillor to walk the area with them. Cllr Stapleton to forward original list of work to the Clerk. It was resolved that the Clerk order the additional passive signs as discussed in June at a maximum cost of £10.00 per sign p BM s BS. Clerk to action.
000392 Grass cutting – Councillors had not forwarded contact details to the Clerk & she could not give a report on prices for a replacement contractor.
000393 Broadband – The Clerk had circulated the information received from a resident on improving broadband; it had been placed on the web site & would be circulated to Councillors also; The Council appreciated the resident’s assistance.
000394 District & County Councillors Report – None.
000395 Clerks Report – Price requested from Highways for ‘Please Drive Carefully’ signs; Saltfleetby village sign on Mill Lane – requested replacement will be carried out with other signage in the area; Training Dates for September requested from LIVES & location for Archer survey submitted.

000397 Planning Decisions - N/145/00800/16 – The Gatehouse, Church Lane, Saltfleetby – Full Planning Permission – Extensions & alterations to existing house to provide a ground floor kitchen & first floor bedroom & bathroom; N/145/00915/16 – Lyncot, Willow Bank, Saltfleetby – Full Planning Permission – Extension to existing dwelling to provide a sitting room on the site of an existing conservatory which is to be removed.

000399 Councillors Reports – The noticeboard in Saltfleet had been removed & was in Cllr Stapleton’s workshop awaiting refurbishment prior to installation & placing near the village shop; the noticeboard retrieved from the school was now spare.
