There were seven members of the public present.
In the absence of the Chairman, Cllr Dover as Vice Chair took the Chair.

Public Comments: Mr Chapman wished to pass on the good wishes to the Clerk of Mr C Appleby, a former Councillor, on behalf of himself and all Parishioners for her work and professionalism; he also added his own appreciation for the assistance given in his own dealings with the Clerk.  The request to ELDC for information on staffing costs & levels – the Freedom of Information request had gone in, the Clerk had been advised that there may be costs incurred but the Council would be informed if that was the case beforehand.  Following the imminent closure of the school would the Parish Council be requesting Highways remove the redundant 20mph advisory speed signs in order to reduce clutter – the Chairman noted that had not been discussed as the Council was currently concentrating on the number of accidents on the A1031 and requesting a reduction in the speed limit there. The speed limit at the eastern end of the B1200 was raised – the Council had lobbied to have this reduced to 40mph without success.  The Council was  asked if any update had been received on what would happen to the school building and land – no information had been received; Cllr Stapleton advised that Councillors had visited the school and obtained a number of photographs, Marshlands had obtained a bike shed for its use; the Register and Log Book had to go to the Lincolnshire Archives as they were considered confidential. Three plaques had also been obtained one having been presented by WWII evacuees who had returned in 1989 to present it, a small display cupboard, trophies and these were all being held for safe keeping. Was there any progress with the village committee – this would be discussed during the agenda item. The two millennium benches were raised & whether the Council had carried out annual maintenance on them – no but the Council would rectify that quickly. It was noted that the Chairman of the Jubilee Committee was recovering from a serious operation & was very poorly – the Council was sending a get well card and good wishes for a speedy recovery.
000406 Apologies for absence – Cllr MacDonald - the apology was accepted. Cllr D McNally.
000407 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th July 2016 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them p GH s SD; the Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting held on 19th July 2016 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them p SH s RS - the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman. Cllr Dykes noted a spelling mistake with her name.
000408 Declarations of Interest – Cllr R Smith declared an interest in Planning Application N/145/01523/16 as the application was from a relative & he would leave the meeting during its discussion; Cllr S Harrison declared an interest in Planning Application N/145/01544/16 as it was adjacent to her property & she would leave the meeting during its discussion. 
000409 Councillors Resignation – The Council noted the resignation of Ms C Warwick; the Clerk had informed the Monitoring Officer & a notice had been posted.

000410 EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Gayton Funds – The amended Application Form, Guidelines & Terms of Reference had been circulated; following debate & the noting of minor amendments required which Cllr Harrison would confirm by email to the Clerk who would amend it was resolved to accept them as working documents p SC s IS – carried. The documents would then be placed on the web site.  The Fund Manager could not be confirmed as it would usually be the Clerk. The Clerk had received notification of the receipt of £6,789.68 into the fund from EnergieKontor on 31st July 2016 – the Clerk could not confirm that it was in the Bank as yet as no statement had been received – the payment was comprised of £6,000.00 advance payment to cover 1 August 2016 to 31 January 2017, half the annual amount & a figure of £789.68 for inflation. This was the second payment the Council had received.
000411 Financial Matters
Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for July (online); Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee – Donation agreed in April towards BT Phone Box Electrical issues Costs - £250.00 (cheque – authorise only); Euroffice – Storage Crates - £67.66 (online); LALC – Training Day Lunch 22.6.16 - £8.00 (online); Lincolnshire County Council – 3 x 30mph & 8 x 40mph Passive Speed Signs (cheque handed to the Chairman in July – authorise only). It was resolved to authorise the payments p SH s GH
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report as at 8th July 2016 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the document p IS s RS; The Chairman signed the Budget Report.
Accounts as at 30th June 2016 – the accounts & bank reconciliation had been circulated & the Bank Statements were at the meeting for examination & it was resolved to accept as correct p RS s BS. The Chairman signed the accounts.
Cllr R Smith left the meeting.

000412 Planning Applications – N/145/01523/16 – Mr C Mackintosh-Smith – Saltfleetby House, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Erection of a detached summer house & a detached shed on site of existing outbuildings & static caravan which are to be removed (works completed). Cllr Stapleton had viewed the buildings which could not be seen from the road & were approximately 8 or 9 metres from the boundary; following debate it was resolved to support the application p BS s SC
Cllr R Smith re-joined the meeting.

Cllr S Harrison left the meeting.

N/145/01544/16 – The Executors of Edith Marjorie Larder – The Old Post Office, Main Road, Saltfleetby – Erection of a house & detached double garage on the site of a fire damaged post office & dwelling which is to be demolished & construction of an access road & vehicular access. Following debate it was resolved to support the application p SC s IS

Cllr S Harrison re-joined the meeting.

The Chairman noted two notifications regarding enforcements had been received – 1 Mill Lane – the owner had submitted details to approve the turning area to comply with Condition 1 on planning permission N/145/00645/14 – Condition 1 was now agreed & fully discharged.  The Gatehouse, North End Lane – site inspection completed on 27th July 2016, Section 215 Notice not fully complied with but the land had been tidied significantly – Council to take no further action at this time but if the land deteriorates & a further complaint was received it would be re-investigated.
000413 Clerk’s Resignation – The Council was updated on the actions taken to advertise the position on the web site, with LALC and the Job Centre. 31st August 2016 had been set as the last date for receipt of applications which were to be sent to the Chairman Cllr MacDonald. The Council had previously authorised a spend on newspaper advertisement at the July meeting of £150.00 – prices obtained ranged from £348 to £600 & following debate it was resolved that should no appropriate applications be received by that date an advertisement should be placed in newspapers up to a cost of £400.00 maximum p BS s SH. The Chairman noted that as the Clerk was also the Responsible Financial Officer a Councillor would need to be appointed to cover that role to comply with Financial Regulations until a new Clerk was in post & also a Councillor to take Minutes of the next meeting – Cllr Clark to arrange to tape the meeting for assistance. It was noted that a number of Councillors would be absent for the September meeting & it was resolved that the September meeting would be cancelled p GH s SH.
000414 Speed Indicator Signs – As Cllr MacDonald was not present & Ms Warwick had resigned there was no report. Agenda item for October.  Cllr MacDonald had procured a dongle to enable the speed signs laptop to be Bluetooth enabled & it was resolved to authorise the reimbursement of £7.26 p SC s IS – the Clerk issued a cheque.
000415 Jubilee Committee/BT Box – Cllr Stapleton had attended with Cllr MacDonald to discuss the outstanding information the Council had requested, it appeared that the boxes were worth a sum in excess of £1,000 & it was resolved to discuss further in closed session at the end of the meeting. The Clerk reported that she had contacted Northern Power who advised her that the second box was still ‘live’; she had been advised that the correct department would contact her with details of how to remove from the system – she had not yet been contacted.
000416 Jubilee Committee/Village Hall Funds – Cllrs Stapleton & MacDonald had raised the issue of the residents request to have the funds transferred to the Parish Council & it was resolved to defer to closed session at the end of the meeting.
000417 Defibrillator Familiarisation Event – 21st September 2016 had been advertised in the Newsletter & on the web site to residents, there were 12 places available. The first unit had now been installed on the external wall of Marshland Community Centre. Cllr Stapleton noted that the power supply at the Prussian Queen required checking if the second unit was to be placed there; Cllr Stubbs had contacted Heath Farm & they were happy for the second unit to be mounted at the Heath Farm Yard where there was plenty of parking space & it was easily accessible & following debate it was resolved that the second unit would be placed at Heath Farm Yard – Cllr Stubbs to contact the owners to discuss arrangements p IS s SC.
000418 Financial Regulations – The Clerk had re-circulated & it was resolved to accept as correct without amendment p IS s SD.
000419 Social Media Policy – The draft Policy had been circulated & was considered very clear; following debate it was resolved to adopt it p SC s IS.
000420 Community Event in conjunction with Louth Town Football Club – Council was asked to consider a ‘Bringing the Community Together’ event timed for the Christmas period; Cllr Harris volunteered to speak to Manby regarding advice and the complexities of organisation of such an event; the suggestion of an afternoon High Tea followed by a Ceilidh in the evening was raised – this would include children in the afternoon, a hog roast was also raised & a Bonfire – the Clerk advised Council that it was not covered for a Bonfire event under its insurance and advice would be required from its insurers before considering & following debate it was resolved that Cllrs Harris, Dykes & Clark would form a working group to bring suggestions to the October meeting for consideration. 
000421 Louth Town FC/Marshland Community Centre – Cllr Smith reported on discussions around the price for new signs for the centre; this had originally formed part of the discussions with LTFC around a lease but at no time had the Council suggested it would purchase a sign; Council did not consider it appropriate to use its funds for such a purchase at this time & it was resolved to leave in abeyance until such time as the Old Village Hall Funds were held by the Council.
000422 East Lindsey District Council – Consultation on the Draft Local Plan – Council noted that this was available on the web site to view but with the poor broadband speeds within Saltfleetby Councillors had been unable to open and view it; Cllr McNally’s comments were warmly received & following debate it was resolved that the Clerk would comment that the position ELDC appeared to be taking to allow a village such as Saltfleetby to become un-sustainable was not acceptable, ELDC was well aware of the situation with rural broadband in the District & should have made better arrangements for the Council & its residents to see the documents p IS s SC. It was noted that the proposed Traveller site at Manby had been withdrawn.
000423 St Clements Churchyard – Councillor Stubbs undertook to lead on the churchyard for the Council. Some work had been done on one of the gravestones but had not solved the problem, Cllr Stubbs to meet the stonemason on site to resolve; a notice regarding the second gravestone had been placed on the web page & in the newsletter & it was resolved to review the situation in October. The Risk Assessment had been circulated for acceptance & following debate it was resolved to accept it p SH s GH.  
000424 LALC AGM – Tuesday 18th October 2016, Waddington Village Hall, 5-9pm at a cost of £10.00 to include buffet – October agenda item.

000425 Meeting Room – The smaller room had been set up for the meeting and the acoustics were good although the lighting was dim but following debate it was resolved to move the meeting permanently into the smaller room p BS s SH
000426 Highways & Footpaths – Three Bridges Lane & North End Lane update – the Clerk had contacted Highways, EK & Blackwells in an attempt to resolve the outstanding issues – a Highways officer had asked for sight of the pictures etc. which would be forwarded; Cllr Stapleton reported that a resident of Great Carlton had asked LCC about the state of Three Bridges Lane & he had been advised that the potholes on the sides would be done; One side of North End Lane had been done & the Council agreed to maintain the pressure to have them all attended to. Work that was being carried out elsewhere in Saltfleetby was of a poor standard & as cold fill was being used it was coming straight back out in poor weather or under heavy vehicles. An agricultural vehicle had overturned recently on the A1031 between the B1200 & Rimac where it was considered the sides of the road were also dangerous. Speeding was still an issue with elderly people having problems crossing the road due to fast vehicle speeds.
000427 Grass cutting – The Clerk had received one price but it was only for cutting St Clements; Clerk to forward the full specification & request an updated quotation.

000428 Broadband – The Council noted a residents communication copied to the area’s MP; Saltfleetby was not on the next phase; Cllr Dover to investigate other options for households under 2mg and report back in October & it was resolved to write to Victoria Atkin MP outlining the efforts the Parish Council had made with Onlincolnshire and BT, the lack of help and press for Broadband provision to be Rural Proofed.
000429 Freedom of Information Request – The Clerk had submitted the request for information on number of ELDC employees and associated costs as requested in June by a resident; the request had been acknowledged & costs incurred, if any, would be advised to the Council prior to responding.
000430 District & County Councillors Report – None.
000431 Clerks Report – Under respective agenda items.
000432 Reports from Outside Bodies – None

000433 Planning Decisions - N/145/00861/16 – Extension & alterations to existing dwelling, extension to existing barn to provide a ground floor studio, lobby, store & kitchenette with first floor studio over, extension to existing detached garage, erection of a gazebo & cart shed & siting of 36 solar panels – Mr I Stubbs, Pear Tree House, Main Road, Saltfleetby was noted by Council.
000434 Correspondence – The Council noted Clerks & Councils Direct & LCR Magazine.
000435 Councillors Reports – Cllr Dover reported on the training she had attended at LALC, the afternoon session had been of particular interest as it covered Engaging Your Communities and had covered alternative means of communicating and canvassing & ensuring that everything was audited – Cllr Dover to obtain a copy of the presentation and circulate.
000436 Items for the Next Agenda – As above & Marshlander Newsletter Distribution & Residents Perception of it.
000437 Closing the Meeting to Public & Press – In accordance with The Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 it was resolved to close the meeting to public & press in order to discuss matters of a confidential financial matter.
000438 Jubilee Committee – BT Box & Old Village Hall Funds – the Council discussed the visit of Cllrs MacDonald & Stapleton.
