Minutes of the Saltfleetby Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday, 11th August 2015

Lambert Kleinjans, Richard Hind & Duncan Taylor of EnergieKontor UK Ltd (EK), 7 members of the public were present & County & District Cllr D McNally.

The Chairman welcomed everybody & especially the representatives of EnergieKontor UK Ltd who had requested to attend the meeting to update the Council & invited them to address the meeting. It was noted that the tracks were completed & the erection of turbines would start Wednesday 12th August. The Council addressed complaints to the visitors on the problems around the cable installation, particularly with regard to North End Lane (NEL), which had not been cleaned – EK promised it would be swept the following day. Complaints raised – NEL – damage to two sides of the bridge over the river; the NEL sign erected last year had been pushed to one side & the leg damaged; Howdales sign bent. Three Bridges Lane (TBL) – the sign at the corner was bent; EK were asked when the grass verges there & NEL would be reinstated, i.e. grassed over – when trenching finished & the whole route would be reinstated on NEL & TBL. A large hole at the side of the Grayfleet Bridge had been left open for a number of days, the farmer needed to remove his wheat – EK to contact the farmer. 
It was generally noted that there was a lack of continuity and management while the cabling had been carried out & residents had to wait a long time for normal life to resume, although comment was passed that the workers were endeavouring to assist residents with access. EK confirmed that everything was on course for completion of the programme within 13 weeks. The speed of the contractors vehicles was raised as excessive given the current state of the road - Lambert Kleinjans agreed to take up the Councils queries and complaints with Blackwells and forward a response to the Clerk.
The Council had been given a written update & the visitors advised that EK believed that there was potential for a further two turbines to fill the existing spare grid capacity & a scoping request would be submitted mid August2015, public exhibitions held in September & October & it was anticipated that the Planning Application would be submitted in December 2015. The Community Benefit would increase & Shared Ownership would be an option. 
The Council felt that the village had more than its fair share of disruption & should be awarded a higher percentage of Community Benefit on the additional turbines if passed – EK agreed & would look into.

The Chairman thanked EK for their input & opened the floor for public comments, which included:

· Damage to cars from stone chippings due to the state of the road

· A resident had sent two emails to Blackwells on 19th June & 18th July and received no response – EK to investigate.
· TBL & NEL being worked on at the same time was causing extreme chaos & causing severe issues for people travelling to work for example

· There was a lack of signs, e.g. on TBL – ‘Uneven Surfaces’

· There was reason to believe that the contractors were working illegally as there were no ‘Road Closed’ signs posted currently – signs had been placed in the wrong place & were not visible to drivers until turning into NEL; they had blown over. The signs should be placed on Main Road to give drivers’ good warning of the closures. Cllr McNally to investigate protocol for placement of signs & respond to the Clerk.

· Cllrs MacDonald & Stapleton to meet EK next week to walk the area & Cllr McNally & Highways to be invited

The Chairman thanked EK for attending.

There were no further public comments.
00081 Apologies for absence – Cllr T Bryson; District Cllr R Palmer – the apologies were accepted.
00082 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th July 2015 had been circulated; it was requested that Ms Chapman’s comment re ‘advantages to the Council administering the funds as the Council could apply for match funding for projects’ have a rider stating that opportunities for Parish Council to obtain match funding were limited; Item 60 – should read Cllr Warwick submitted a written request for a dispensation; Item 68 should read ‘trees & churchyard’; Item 77 – further evidence supplied suggested that the section of the dunes by Paradise was considered to be sea defences & was not closed but entry restricted to control motorbike access  & noting these points it was resolved to accept them; the Minutes were duly signed by the Chairman p LD s CW.
00083 Declarations of Interest – Cllr S Harrison declared an interest in Planning Application N/158/00862/15 – Temporis Wind Ltd & she would leave the room during any debate. Cllr Bowman submitted a written request for a dispensation with regard to his membership of the Jubilee Committee; Cllr Harrison objected. A vote was taken on granting the dispensation – For the motion – Four Councillors, against the motion – Two Councillors – Motion carried & Cllr Bowman was granted a dispensation for 4 years.
00084 EnergieKontor Funds – Councillors were handed reports for consideration & the item was deferred to an Extraordinary meeting to be held on Thursday 3rd September 2015 at 7.00pm to discuss the formation of a sub-committee to manage the funds in line with EnergieKontor’s Agreement stipulation.
00085 Financial Matters
Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for July; Reimbursement – J Brown – Cartridgesave – ink cartridges - £74.22 (authorise only); R Covill – Parish Paths & Grass Cutting - £830.00; Grant Thornton – Audit Fee for 2015 Annual Return - £120.00 (On-line payments); M Chapman – Flailing - £705.60 (cheque payment) – It was resolved to authorise all the payments p CW s LD
Councillors Monthly Budget Report – The report as at 8th July 2015 had been circulated & it was resolved to accept the document p BS s LD. The Chairman signed the Budget Report.
Annual Audit Year Ended 31st March 2015 – The Council noted that the External Auditor had made no comments or issues with regard to the submission; the document had been placed on the Council web site & noticeboard.
District Councillors Grant – Following debate it was resolved to submit an application for £500 grant towards the purchase of a Defibrillator p CW s PB.
00086 Planning Applications – N/158/00862/15 – Temporis Wind Ltd – Planning Permission – Erection of a 500 kw wind turbine with a hub height of 50 metres & a maximum height to blade tip of 80 metres with associated underground cabling, hardstanding, substation & construction of a vehicular access – Lane off Howdales Road, South Cockerington, Louth LN11 7SY – the Replacement Heritage statement was noted – no additional comments. 
N/158/01377/15 – Wingas Site B, Howdale, Saddleback Road, South Cockerington – Planning Permission – Proposed side-track gas production borehole including drilling, testing & production phases & it was resolved that the Clerk be delegated to respond to this application following obtaining reports p CW s PB
00087 Speed Indicator Signs – The Council received an update on the units status & report on traffic movements & speeds; it was clear from the data that the eastern end of the village had faster entry speeds, some 10-12% faster which may be due to the fact that vehicles enter from a 60mph stretch & the Council expressed interest in whether the figures could be used to upgrade the B1200 to an ‘A’ road & also to  strengthen the case for a 40mph at the eastern end due to the number of vehicles using the road. Clerk to arrange for a further site visit from Highways to look at new & additional locations for the speed signs & obtain a price for posts where no lampposts are available. Clerk to forward the information from the signs to the Jubilee Committee & place on the web site together with an appeal for volunteers to assist in the movement & charging of the signs together with the downloading of data. It was noted that Councillors had incurred expenses servicing the signs which would also apply to residents & it was resolved that such costs would be reimbursed on the production of a claim form from the Clerk. Clerk to look into putting together a procedure for volunteers. Cllr MacDonald noted that the signs were now active for approximately 28 days following the changes to the settings & he believed this could be extended further which reduced the amount of moving around that was required. Cllr Stapleton updated the Council on progress with regard to trees that obstructed the signs locations.
00088 St Clements Churchyard – The Clerk confirmed that grant funding was not available towards the work in the churchyard. Due to Health & Safety considerations, an order had been placed by the Clerk for the tree work that was essential – Cllr Stubbs to chase up timing for the work. The Clerk had also placed an order for new trip hazard signs due to Health & Safety reports, unfortunately an error had been made & four additional ‘Uneven Surface’ signs were required – Clerk to action. Cllr Dover had arranged for a new owl box to replace the old one & this would be placed in a safer place – Cllrs Dover & Harrison to decide on location. Cllr Clark noted his availability to assist with any work that was required. 
00089 Highways & Footpaths – It was believed that the ‘Give Way’ sign on Three Bridges Lane was placed too near to the junction – Cllr McNally to look into. Cllr Dover to take a photograph of the sign at Three Bridges & forward to Cllr McNally & it was resolved that the Clerk should write to Highways expressing concern about this junction & the B1200/A1031. Cllr Stubbs to supply the Clerk with information on the caravan selling goods for her to look into with Enforcement.
00090 Jubilee Committee – The Clerk confirmed that the Committee had received the Council’s request to look into the use of the Old Village Hall Funds for legal costs towards using part of the Marshland Community Centre & it would be discussed at their meeting which Cllr Warwick confirmed as being on the 27th August. Cllr MacDonald informed the meeting that he had updated Mr Appleby on the Councils debate at the previous meeting.
00091 Allocation of Responsibilities – The Chairman was anxious to speed up and manage the efficiency of the meetings & briefly outlined the suggestion of either one or two Councillors heading up ‘Portfolios’; the Councillors would have no power to make decisions, merely collate information for passing on to other Councillors & the Clerk. A lively debate followed & it was resolved that the item be placed on the September agenda & Councillors should bring to the next meeting ideas of items they could help with. It was noted that the Clerk was the registered Data Controller for the Council & there could be a potential issue for Councillors processing information especially by electronic means which could require individual Councillors to pay a registration fee as a Data Controller.
00092 BT Phone Boxes – Council noted that the purchase of the second box had now been completed; the Jubilee Committee were now responsible for the boxes and would organise removal & clean-up & would discuss at the next meeting.
00093 Broadband – No update available despite the Clerk chasing up.
00094 District Councillors Report – No report available; Cllr McNally would undertake in future.
00095 County Councillors Report – The Chief Executive & Leader had met with MPs with a wish list for more devolved budget for items & decision making powers rather than by Central Government. A bid for devolution was being prepared with other Councils for consideration.
00096 Clerks Report – All agenda items.
00097 Planning Decisions - Department for Communities & Local Government – Decision under Town & Country Planning Act 1990 Section 78 – Appeal by AR & MA Pridgeon & Gladman Developments Ltd – Land North-East & South-West of the B1200 (Legbourne Road), Louth LN11 8LC – Secretary of State Dismisses the Appeal; EC/158/00006/15 – Primrose Farm Howdales Road, South Cockerington – Siting of caravans for residential use & laying of a roadway – planning was refused on 3rd June 2015 – ELDC letter of options.
