District & County Councillors Report – Cllr McNally sent a message informing us that the grass-cutting in Saltfleetby was scheduled for the week beginning 5th June. He has checked the junction of the B1200 and A1031 and agreed with the member of the public who had expressed concern at the Parish Meeting, that the length of the verge was creating a hazard for motorists pulling onto the A1031. He will ask Highways to deal with the problem.
000578 Councillor Vacancies – One
000579 EnergieKontor-Gayton Fund- Letters of Engagement have been received from Duncan and Toplis to act as auditor for the account. Cllr SH proposed acceptance, Cllr RAS seconded, the motion was carried unanimously. The Panel Meeting Minutes were not available for signing – to be presented at the July Meeting.
000580 Financial Matters 
a. Accounts to be paid/authorised – Payment for the Internal Auditor p SH s SC agreed unanimously.
b. Accounts to be approved Insurance Renewal Came & Co. £280 (not £250 as reported at the May meeting owing to the addition of £30 Insurance Tax) p BS s SH agreed unanimously, Clerks May Salary (not June as erroneously recorded on the agenda) p SC s BS carried unanimously, Re-imbursement of the Clerk for Printer Cartridges £22.96 p CO s BS unanimously agreed, LALC Renewal £163.46 p SC s SH unanimously agreed.
c. Purchase of Local Council Explained – (LALC have advised the Clerk that this would be of more use than the Arnold Baker ‘Yellow Bible’ ) £49.99 p CO s SH agreed unanimously.
d. The Clerks report that Bank Statements will be sent monthly was noted

e. Bank Reconciliation deferred to the next meeting when the Clerk will be present
f. Councillors completed the Annual Governance Statement of Assurance and the Chairman signed Section 2.
000581 Planning Applications- Council considered Application N/145/00854/17 CO proposed we support seconded SD agreed unanimously.
000582 ID Badges – SD has found a company who can provide credit card size badges with the name of the council, name of the councillor and a logo for £2.50 each. Cllrs agreed that the expenditure should be approved at the July meeting. LD to send SD a copy of the logo.
000583 Speed Signs – The signs have been taken down to recharge the batteries and there is new software to be put on the laptop. WM hopes to be able to bid for money from the Transparency Fund for new laptops. WM suggested that it would be best not to deploy them in the harsh winter months as they are beginning to show signs of wear and tear. The signs are now ready to be put back up and there is a new mounting plate on the B1200 near the old garages. WM will check to see if he can extract specific data that could identify key times in the day when there are concentrations of speeding motorists, so that the information could be passed to the police.
000584 Highways – A letter has been received from Highways stating that the broken chevron signs at the West End of the village are not currently scheduled for repair, owing to financial constraints.
000585 Reports from outside bodies- SH reported that she had attended a Safeguarding Day and although some of the information was not relevant to the Parish Council she recommended that Councillors look at the document she has put in the Correspondence Folder. Councillors also agreed that we needed to ensure that we had all the necessary policies in place. The Clerk will be asked to download them and bring copies to the July meeting for approval.
000586 Correspondence – Planning permission has been granted for The Gatehouse. WM reported that he

had received a quote from Northern Powergrid for the disconnection of the remaining BT Box. Councillors authorised WM to pursue this p SC s BS unanimously agreed.
000587  Councillors Reports – RS reported that the footpath that had been inaccessible has been sprayed to provide access. SD reported that a tree branch had fallen into the road during high winds; it has been removed but Cllrs should be aware that other trees, on private property at Osier Holt might be a problem. SH reminded Cllrs that a Senior Officer from the Drainage Board needs to be invited to a Parish Council Meeting to address concerns raised at the APM. The Clerk will be asked to make contact.
000588 Parish Clerk – Councillors were provided with a list of the Bank Signatories.
