11/134 Chair’s welcome

11/142 Chair’s Report to include District Council Reporting
The Chair declared a personal interest in a notification from ELDC regarding hedgerow removal (HR/84/147) at land off Green Lane which requested Parish Councils views. Following debate it was resolved to respond expressing concern at the loss of habitat and change to the nature of the countryside p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Peace. 
· Donna Nook application had been approved by Planning Committee

· A Mast application for an aerial at Theddlethorpe had attracted a number of objections, it had been agreed    that an aerial would be allowed for a period of one year to gauge impact. 
· NOWAG had held a meeting at Carlton Village Hall, Melvyn Grosvenor had been appointed to centrally lead guidance for protests & will speak to planners regarding the scoping document. LCC did not have an official Policy only a Position Statement & a Planning Policy was currently under discussion at ELDC. Contact details for NOWAG were available on their web site.

· RWE Offshore Consultation – Concern was expressed that the application had been split into two – the offshore turbine element & onshore equipment was to be approached separately. This was a worrying development & it was resolved that the Council would express its concern to RWE and state that it believed all large developments should be considered as a total package and not dealt with separately. Clerk to write to RWE. 
· Mablethorpe Area Committee & LALC training at Wragby tomorrow. Cllr Warwick is attending Mablethorpe & Cllrs Harrison & Peace would be attending Wragby.

Amended Application N/145/00816/11 – Alterations to existing touring caravan site to include the siting of an additional 6 no seasonal touring caravans, & alterations to existing vehicular access. The Fisheries, Main Road, Saltfleetby. It was resolved to offer no comments.

Update on Matters Raised:

Swallowgate – listed for improvement September.

Lamppost at Mill Lane/Church Lane knocked down by a vehicle – the response from Highways was that it did not intend replacing the lamp post; Cllr Harrison to discuss with Highways & report back. Agenda item for August.
