11/154 Chairman’s welcome - The Chair welcomed everybody, especially the Clerk as it was her first full meeting.
Public Forum

A resident informed the meeting of an incident with some youths around the back of the garage, they had been disturbed & no damage or theft had taken place, the police had been informed. A Councillor noted that 3 young people on bicycles had been seen at a farm with one of them on a building roof; the farmer had been informed. 
11/155 Apologies for absence - Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Bridges, Liller & F Smith.
11/156 Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th July 2011

It was resolved that the Minutes of the Meeting were a true record.  They were duly signed as approved by the Chairman p Cllr J Ackroyd s Cllr C Warwick

11/157 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 - None declared.
11/158 Police matters – feedback

Cllr Warwick had attended the Mablethorpe Area Committee Meeting although the police had concentrated on the current issue with beach huts whilst in attendance but they did note that Saltfleetby now came under their remit & will endeavour to attend at least one meeting. Clerk to send dates of meetings to contact.

11/159 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· As a District Councillor the Chairman had met with the police Inspector of the area who had assured her that Saltfleetby would be included; she had subsequently received an email to an enquiry on the strawberry field incident but no further information could be given at this stage. It was noted that there was very little information on the web site. 
· Verge mowing needed consideration when all work on finances has been completed. Highways had been contacted about the state of the work recently carried out & had agreed it was not good. The gap between Highways cut & the Councils cut needed to be short to be effective.

· Wyngass – the local contact would be leaving his post but would attend one more liaison meeting; the project was on hold at the moment until c 2016.

· The Chairman had been talking to other local Councils & LALC re training; LALC would be willing to do training here if there were sufficient numbers & suitable venue. This was supported.

· The condition of the local fishing ponds was causing concern – Clerk to investigate.

· The Chairman had taken the Clerk on a tour of the village & volunteered to do the same for new Councillors.

11/160 Clerk’s Report
· Accounts – A considerable amount of time had been put into financial matters with a spread sheet being prepared for the accounts which would be issued at future meetings on a monthly basis together with a Bank Reconciliation & Bank Statements.
· Precept Budget – Further work was required on this (current situation figures were circulated). A sum of £2,336.52 was paid in April but had related to the previous financial year & there was no budget allocated for this figure in the current year; this would have an impact on finances.

· The outstanding reimbursement from ELDC of £75.00 for work not carried out on bus shelters was being requested

· The Council was now registered as an employer with HMRC as was the legal requirement from April 2011; any payments would be made quarterly 

· Bank signatories – following discussion with the Bank the Clerk recommended that she should be registered as a signatory in order to be able to access all information, it would be noted in Financial Registrations that she would not be signing cheques. It was resolved that the Clerk be added as a signatory p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Bowman

· Change of address for the Council was on-going

Application N/1132/00645/11 – Donna Nook managed realignments scheme. Land at Marsh Lane, North Somercotes.  Full planning permission granted
Application N/145/00910/11 – Mr P Ganson, Mallard Ings, Main Road, Saltfleet. Proposed vehicular access. Full planning permission granted.
Application N/145/00816/11 – Saltfleetby Fisheries – The Fisheries, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Alterations to existing touring caravan site to include the siting of an additional 6 no seasonal touring caravans & extensions of internal access road. Refused.
11/163 Highways 
Update on Matters Raised:

Mill Lane/Church Lane Lamppost – Cllr Harrison reported that this was still being looked into with internal discussions at ELDC as to ownership; Council was worried that if as had been intimated, Highways only looked after lights over footways the village stood to lose several more lights.
Swallowgate nameplate – Highways had informed the Clerk that this was the District Councils responsibility. Cllr Harrison to investigate.

Mill Lane ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Goods Vehicles’ – Highways investigating

To report:  Three Bridge Lane – not yet on the schedule & in a terrible state. Clerk to report.

11/164 EnergieKontor – The Clerk had been informed that the environmental studies were complete & being collated into the various volumes of the Environmental Statement which will accompany the planning application.  The Chairman noted that she had been advised by Planning that they expected to receive the completed application form either last week or this week & there would be only 21 days to consider  & respond. It was resolved that a public meeting would be held in the church for residents to inform the Council on their required response with a Council to be arranged soon after this meeting. Clerk to draft a leaflet in readiness which Councillors would deliver.
11/165 Donna Nook Managed Realignment Scheme – Following debate it was resolved that a letter be sent to North Somercotes Parish Council. Clerk to action.
11/166 Community Led Plan – A meeting of the Committee had been held & were in the process of putting together an action plan based on the top priorities identified; these would be dealt with under itemised headings. A large number of residents had problems with the amount of communication & a drop in session was being considered for the launch of the action plan.
11/167 Web Site – Following debate it was resolved that Cllr Bowman would lead on historical & interesting information for the web site; the Clerk would work on the layout & title of pages & liaise with Cllr Bowman on content.
11/168 Standing Orders & Financial Orders – It was resolved to re-circulate & place on September agenda to enable Councillors to consider fully p Cllr Bowman s Cllr Warwick
11/169 Community Emergency Plan – In order to be fully informed Clerk to invite a representative of LCC Emergency Planning Department to attend a meeting.
11/170 Winter Weather Survey – Clerk to complete basic information & re-circulate for completion in September.
11/171 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Warwick reported on the Mablethorpe  Area Committee Meeting  which had discussed the Code of Conduct which is valid until May 2012, what will replace it is unsure & the Mablethorpe Town Centre Manager had reported on potential forthcoming events. Next meeting October.  Cllr Harrison raised the possibility of planting trees; Highways had indicated that permission would be required from the relevant land owner. Cllr Bowman to investigate & consider in line with grants.
