There were two members of the public present plus Mr Steve Clark & Mr Lee Freeman from Louth Town Football Club.                
11/249 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed Mr Clark & Mr Freeman & invited them to address the meeting.
Mr Freeman outlined the background of a previous meeting he had held with the Chairman & noted they were still in the process of going through the legality of taking over the building previously run by Louth United Football Club which no longer existed.  It would be used for junior football and he hoped that it would be a community facility too. It was not sustainable to maintain it just for football or run it as it had been previously. He wanted to reassure the Council because of the history around the previous owners and the building that they were different people. They had been going through the process of clarifying the deeds and the two sets of Trustees; the Trustees from the two constitutions that had been made had all needed to be contacted and asked to hand over responsibilities; a new constitution was needed which was with the Solicitors & Cask status for this was vital. It had been run before as a business which had meant prohibitive costs & they believed that it should be run by volunteers as a facility for the community. They were still waiting for the Cask status but all Trustees had now been contacted & when all the legalities had been completed the Council would be approached in order to obtain its support. 
Questions raised:

Ownership of the building? – the Trustees would hold it on behalf of the constitution for Louth Town which would ensure it was used appropriately; Did the community have to be involved for Cask status? – Yes; Was the Councils support required for Cask status? – unsure on this but the junior football was a community event but they stressed that they did not want the building to be used only for football but that the local community should be involved; Was there a business plan such as Louth United had? – No, it would be a community facility; there would be no public bar; Who would be on the Board of Trustees? – currently people involved or associated with Louth Town, but if the Council wanted to put somebody forward that was considered a very good idea, Trustees could be added as required; Would the Trustees be different to the Management Board? – yes they wanted to involve people right at the helm so that they everybody knew what was happening; The financial position was raised – Louth Town currently broke even with all funds put back into the club but it was possible that they may have to take on some of the debt associated with the building just to keep the facility going & this was not without risk for Louth Town but had been carefully considered; Would any other teams be moving to Saltfleetby? - no juniors only; Maintenance issues – currently on-going even though they did not yet own the building.
In conclusion it was reiterated that they wanted it to work as a joint effort, junior football and the social side & if the building or area was required for the Queens Jubilee they were happy to oblige.

Public Comments – A resident raised the recent electricity power turn off & felt that it was not an appropriate time of year for this, it had apparently been to facilitate the trimming of tree branches but the concern was that carrying it out at this time of year could have a serious effect on elderly people. Resident to pass details of company that carried the work out to the Clerk so that it could be raised with them as an issue.  The Chairman was addressed as District Councillor regarding a Planning Policy Committee Meeting regarding renewable energy which had taken place but had not been brought to the Council’s attention; the resident felt that as this was an extremely important issue currently for the area that it should have been brought; no questions could ultimately be raised at the meeting as there was a 7-day period of notice for questions. Cllr Harrison thanked the resident for raising the issue. The state of the unfinished fishing ponds on the land at The Vines was raised; this had previously been reported by the Clerk. Clerk to contact enforcement. The brown church sign for All Saints Church had been installed but unfortunately the direction sign above it pointed to Saltfleetby & Theddlethorpe which may cause confusion.

11/254     Police Matters – Speed checks had been carried out in the village with one driver caught at 73mph; there had been reports of hare coursing; this is illegal and any resident becoming aware of it should dial 999.

EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Application N/063/01392/11 Response from EK to the Parish Councils objection document had been circulated.
Smart Wind – IPC Project Ref No. EN010033 Project: Hornsea (Round 3, Zone 4) Offshore Wind Farm. Consultation information had been circulated. Cllr Harrison informed the Council that the cables would be underground.
The ELDC News Release – Renewable Energy Planning Policy for East Lindsey was noted.

Application N/155/01099/11 – Environment Agency – Planning permission Tetney to Saltfleet tidal flood defence scheme was noted.
Application N/145/02191/11 – Mr N R & Mrs J F Lovely. Planning permission for proposed vehicular access, land south of The Rectory, Main Road, Saltfleetby. It was resolved not to object.
11/262 Highways
Update on Matters Raised:

a) Main Road from Swallowgate to the Prussian Queen - completed
b) Swallowgate – Highways had completed an order for the edges of the carriageway & the pull-ins to be stoned up to reduce the drop off.
c) Mill Lane ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Goods Vehicles’ – Currently in the depot, delay due to urgent work on A & B Road, Highways to try & complete soon.
d) Gritting Routes 2011/12 information circulated.
11/263 Parish Paths – The current work sheets had been circulated. It was resolved that as the current contractor had raised some questions on the accuracy of the works sheets that the Chairman would contact LCC to clarify the paths lengths & report back for action. Agenda item for January
11/264 Bulb Planting within Saltfleetby – It was resolved that the Clerk would contact the adjacent landowner for permission to plant the bulbs as the section highlighted was private land & not Highways land & if agreement reached place the order for planting.
11/265 Grass Cutting – It was resolved that the Clerk would ascertain if St Clements churchyard required cutting & action if appropriate p Cllr Smith s Cllr James
11/266 Community Led Plan – The updated action plan was to be included with the latest Newsletter with a request for volunteers to help in any way.  Clerk to place on February agenda. Cllr Warwick had made progress with the electricity sub-station & had been supplied with a copy of a potential tenancy agreement, it had been indicated that there would be no legal costs incurred. YEDL would be asked if they would clear the site but it would ultimately be Council responsibility to clear up and fence it. It was commented that funding may be available from the Coastal Grazing Marshes fund. Agenda item January. Cllr Warwick informed the meeting that plans for the Queens Jubilee were on-going – a planning meeting had been held & a cash bingo event was being held with funds going to the Queens Jubilee Fund this Sunday, another bingo event in aid of the fund would be held around Easter 2012; a sponsored walk was also being organised to raise funds. They were registered as a Beacon site & all such villages would be included in a book which would be presented to the Queen. The beacon will be on the car park in front of the Prussian Queen as the adjacent landowner was unable to grant permission to use his land; the beacon would be gas and would be available to the village for future use.
11/267 Web Site – No update as the Clerk had insufficient time available to pursue.

11/270 St Clements Churchyard – Cllr Fenton informed the meeting that the bags of rubbish that had been in the churchyard were building rubble & had now been removed. The Clerk advised that under delegated powers an order had been placed for the eradication of the vermin infestation; she had been unable to speak to a church representative but had emailed via their web site. The Chairman & the Clerk would be meeting representatives from ELDC re putting together a risk assessment for the churchyard & the condition of the trees. Agenda for January
