There were seven members of the public present, including Mr D Loveday of East Lindsey District Council Planning Department.               
12/029 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed everybody & invited Mr Loveday, who had been asked to attend in order to address issues relating to the EnergieKontor planning application, to speak first.
Mr Loveday thanked the Council for its invitation to attend regarding issues raised by the Council. He emphasised that no Planning Officer could or would prejudge determination of any planning application but confirmed that where the Planning Department had evidence of issues with any planning application they would investigate fully.  Mr Loveday brought the Council up to date with the application & the landscape report which the Parish Council had received, and the Council were willing to accept comments until the application went to Committee.  He was anxious to ensure that the Council was reassured that the Planning Department listened to all concerns that were raised.  Regarding the Case Officer, EnergieKontor had been contacted regarding this & they had no concerns regarding this provided a third party officer checked the finished report. He stressed that anyway all major applications were viewed by him and other individuals.   The Chairman thanked Mr Loveday for taking the time to attend the meeting. 
Public Comments: A presentation on events for the Queens Jubilee celebration was given by members of the Jubilee Committee, which included a Celebratory Church Service on Sunday 3rd June, an afternoon tea in Lusby’s Barn followed by a Saltfleetbys Got Talent in the Prussian Queen in the evening. The Beacon will be lit in the evening on Monday 4th June. Fund raising had gone well with two more bingo sessions planned for Sunday 12th February and 11th March & a sponsored walk on Saturday 7th April at 2.30 followed by a BBQ at the Prussian Queen. When expected numbers are known the Council to be advised. Clerk to place an item on the March agenda in relation to matched funding. Cllr James to discuss with the School Governors regarding activities for the children & joining the sponsored walk. The Chairman thanked them for a very informative presentation & assured them that the Council was supportive of the event.  A resident raised the issue of the Community Emergency Plan/Flood Plan and the issue of the area being designated a Flood Risk Area by the Environment Agency; a resident had problems obtaining insurance cover & he believed this was wrong as the area did not flood in 1953 or 2007; the Chairman assured the resident that the Parish Council was concerned & that talks were on-going with other agencies at a national level endeavouring to amend this.
12/030 Apologies for absence – Cllr A Peace It was resolved to accept the apology
12/031 Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th January 2012 –It was resolved that the Minutes were a true record p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Dove. The Chairman signed the Minutes.

12/033     Police Matters – No report available
12/034 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· The Chairman had investigated wildlife planting but had been advised that due to grass cutting & the cut grass laying on the verge the plants would be smothered.
12/035 Clerk’s Report
· Fishing Ponds at The Vines – Enforcement were in contact with the Land Registry to ascertain ownership of the land & would advise when known
· Information on Dog Watch & changes to the mobile library service had been placed on the web site

· The Precept demand for £9,000 had been submitted & acknowledged

· The Clerk had investigated Ordnance Survey maps but been advised that Public Footpaths were not always shown; the Clerk had obtained a map showing the footpaths from LCC

12/036 Councillor Vacancy– The Clerk advised that there had been no applications to be co-opted; a notice was on the web site & would be included in the Marshlander. 
12/037 Wingas Liaison Meeting – It was resolved that Cllr J Smith would continue as the Council’s representative & attend the meeting on 16th February 2012.

12/038 Coastal Grazing Marshes – The Chairman advised that she had been informed there was a sum of Defra money available & it was possible for the Council to receive a £2,000 grant; the Council debated the merits of work at St Clements Churchyard and it was resolved that a new Lychgate would be pursued and funded by this money with the Council setting aside up to a maximum of a further £500 should this not be sufficient to complete the creation of a gate & repairs to the cement work p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Fenton. Clerk & the Chairman to obtain the appropriate quotations, action & report back.

12/039 Bingo at St Peters – The Clerk reported that work was on-going looking into the request for the Council to act as Custodian Trustees for the Village Hall Committee; members of the Committee understood that the Council were already Trustees; the Clerk had a copy of a Trust Deed but this was not signed. Clerk to investigate further.  Cllr Fenton reported that she was re-starting the bingo sessions at St Peters with the first on 25th March; the bingo equipment had been obtained from Mrs Bridges. Information to be posted on the web site & in Marshlander.
12/040 The Localism Act – It was agreed that this needed careful monitoring regarding implications for the Council. LALC was offering a training session with Globe on Supporting Local Communities & Neighbourhoods in Planning on 7th March at Baumber Village Hall, 6.30pm to 9.00pm. Cllrs Harrison, Warwick, Dover & James to attend.
12/041 Louth Town Football Club – It was understood that completion on the Marshlands Village Hall was expected to be in six weeks.
12/042 Financial Matters

Bank Charges: Costs associated with cancelled cheque No. 163 (Clerks salary for November) - £45.00 (£10.00 debited, £35.00 due February) – covered by £45.00 donation.
Change of Signatories – The Clerk had delivered the form to remove a previous Councillor to Lloyds TSB; Councillors had still to present supporting information to The Nottingham Building Society but the change of address had been advised & the Clerk had been added as Secretary. 
Damaged Noticeboard – The noticeboard had been reported to the Clerk immediately after Christmas as having been damaged in bad weather; the doors had broken open & had to be removed & repaired. Under delegated powers the Clerk had asked Bruce Stapleton to carry out emergency repairs which he had & an additional lock had been fitted to prevent it happening again.
12/043 Planning Applications - None
12/044 ELDC – Draft Single Plot Exceptions Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) Consultation. A draft document to supplement Policy H6 of the Local Plan Saved Policies was circulated. The Single Plot Exceptions Scheme is a self-help solution that enables families to use their own resources to provide affordable housing that meets their needs within their community. Comments were debated. Cllr F Smith proposed endorsing the idea as excellent – seconded by Cllr Harrison – not carried; Cllr James proposed not supporting the idea – seconded by Cllr Fenton – not carried. No response made.
12/045 Highways

12/046 Parish Paths – Following debate Cllrs Hawes & Dover noted they were willing to be on the working group, Cllr Peace had indicated she would join but as she was not present this was left in abeyance for the next meeting. In order not to delay matters it was resolved that the Clerk would ask the LCC representative if he was prepared to walk the paths the Parish Council was responsible for & report back via the working group on the work programme p Cllr Fenton s Cllr Warwick. Clerk to contact LCC
12/047 Community Led Plan – Updated Action Plan – Due to time constraints it was not possible to go through the plan in great detail. It was resolved that the Clerk would issue Councillors with individual copies that they would bring to the March meeting & indicate then the actions they would assist with. March agenda. Electricity Sub Station – The Clerk updated the Council; the insurance company indicated the Council was covered for the suggested plan; the Clerk had contacted the agents for the land & obtained information on what was expected by way of fencing etc. & had today obtained a budget price based on this information. Clerk to work on a Risk Assessment & circulate all information for March agenda.
12/048 Vehicle Speeds – Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk investigate the procedure & timescale for the Archer unit.
12/049 Rimac – Due to time constraints this item was deferred to the March agenda
12/050 Risk Assessments – The issues of topple testing were debated & how to manage regular monitoring – further discussion would be required on this item. It was resolved to accept the Risk Assessments at this point in time, all Risk Assessments to be checked regularly & certainly every six months, documents to be available to Council during meetings p Cllr Harrison s Cllr Warwick
12/051 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Harrison had attended the Mablethorpe Area Committee with festivals for the year being one of the topics discussed & the Localism Bill.
12/052 Training – The Clerk had requested Council approve appropriate training on health & Safety & Risk Assessments as she had no formal training in these items; LALC were offering training on 4th April at Ashby Hall, Ashby de la Launde 10.00 to 16.00. It was resolved that the Clerk & Cllrs Harrison, Warwick & Hawes would attend the training. Clerk to inform LALC
12/053 St Clements Churchyard – The Clerk updated the Council on the removal of the willow tree; the contractor agreed upon had now declined the work; the Clerk had located a tree specialist who had submitted a quotation, risk assessment & insurance documents and appeared to be suitably qualified. It was resolved that the order be given to the contractor for the removal of the tree p Cllr Warwick s Cllr J Smith. Cllr Fenton raised the issue of the bird box that was over the path; following discussion that there were signs of an owl using the box it was agreed that it was not possible to move the box. Longer term the issue of the state of the concrete path would need to be considered.
12/054 Marshland Village Hall – No further report
12/055 Documents from the Previous Clerk – It was agreed that the Clerk & Cllrs Harrison & Warwick would undertake the task of going through the documents to agree what needed retaining once the weather improved. Cllr Dover noted that there may be an opportunity to move the documents elsewhere to enable the task to be undertaken earlier.
