11/196 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed Councillors & Mrs Dover to the meeting & advised that unfortunately she had received resignations from Mr J Ackroyd with immediate effect & Mrs D Bridges to take effect following this meeting; the Chairman thanked them for their input during their terms of office. The Clerk advised the Council on the process for filling the vacancies & would inform the Monitoring Officer of the resignations.

11/199 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 – Cllr Fenton & Cllr Bridges declared a personal & prejudicial interest in item Planning Application N/063/01392/11 EnergieKontor UK Ltd due to the location of their residences.
11/200     Highways – Mr Robert Frost was unfortunately not in attendance. Chairman to contact & apologise for any oversight in arrangements.
11/201 Police matters – feedback

Cllrs Bridges, Peace & Warwick had attended the Police meeting yesterday which had mainly been concerned with the Mablethorpe area, they had asked whether it was possible to separate crime figures so that it was clear what applied to Saltfleetby & area. It was reported that there had been a 16% decrease of some crimes in Mablethorpe but an increase in burglary. Speed was regarded as being an issue in Saltfleetby & some tickets had been issued, some to residents; Cllr Peace had been invited to sit in next time the Police are attending re speeding & the Police considered speeding as the main issue in the area. The next meeting is in January. Mablethorpe had suffered problems with quad bikes & concern was expressed that this may extend to Saltfleetby area. It was requested that any incidents be noted, especially numbers concerned and dates.
11/202 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· A straw stack had been burnt down
· Electric cable in Theddlethorpe had been stolen causing residents to be without electricity for some considerable time – this had apparently also happened in another area; no notification from the Police

· A substantial amount of money is coming from the Government to help set up Community Grants Schemes – could this be utilised towards a Neighbourhood Watch Scheme for the area.
· Make a Difference Day – October 29th – to encourage local businesses, employers, and community groups to do local projects. Work on the old burial ground would have been beneficial but unfortunately due to on-going commitments not possible currently.

11/205 Planning Applications 
EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Application N/063/01392/11  Cllr Warwick updated the Council on the work carried out by the Working Party, discrepancies within the planning documents, issues that had been found & general layout of the planning objection. Following debate it was resolved to delegate submission of the objection document to an Ad Hoq Committee of Cllrs Harrison, Warwick, Bowman & Fenton together with the Clerk p Cllr Harrison s Cllr J Smith. 

The Council debated the Touring Caravans an Approach document from East Lindsey District Council & it was resolved that it did not support the proposal of funding being requested in exchange for planning permission for touring caravan sites p Cllr J Smith s Cllr V Fenton. Majority vote.
11/206 Highways
Update on Matters Raised:

Swallowgate nameplate – To be actioned by ELDC; picture of existing sent to ensure a match
Swallowgate – Following tarmac work carried out the condition of the verges was in a dangerous condition with at some points a 4 inch level difference. Clerk to contact Highways
Mill Lane ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Goods Vehicles’ ordered by Highways, should have been completed by end of September; Clerk to chase up.

Three Bridge Lane – The Clerk had contacted Highways who would check the condition & carry out any necessary work (Report No 1060929). Clerk to chase up.
Cllr J Smith raised the cutting work carried out on trees overhanging Mill Lane; the area was now extremely messy & he asked for it to be recorded that he had not been responsible for the work.
11/207 Freedom of Information publication Scheme – The draft document had been circulated. It was resolved to accept the document p Cllr Bowman s Cllr J Smith.  Clerk to circulate to Councillors & place notification in noticeboard.
11/208 East Midlands Councils – The document had been circulated. It was resolved that it was not appropriate to join.
11/209 Community Led Plan – The issue of the Queens Jubilee was raised & for Council to consider a request to donate £150 for a deposit on chairs & tables to be hired for the event; the Council was mindful to make the donation. Agenda item for November.
Cllr Harrison noted that the planting of bulbs needed addressing as the District Councillor had donated £100 towards purchasing bulbs for the S bend but due to bad weather last year this had not been carried out. Agenda item for November.

Cllr Fenton wanted to contribute towards the Plan & Community by planting some bulbs when the weather was suitable; this offer was welcomed. Clerk to agenda for November in order to discuss purchasing bulbs.
11/210 Web Site – Cllr Bowman & the Clerk had considered the information kindly made available from the previous web site but due to time constraints no further progress had been made. Agenda for November
11/211 Standing Orders & Financial Orders – The draft documents had been circulated. It was resolved to accept the documents p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Bowman
11/212 Community Emergency Plan – LCC Emergency Planning Committee Representative will attend in November.
11/213 Winter Weather Survey – Cllr Warwick had completed the form. Clerk to submit. Cllr Warwick to attend the planned workshop. 
11/214 Reports from Outside Bodies – Community Lincs AGM was attended by Cllr Warwick, in addition to the AGM there had been an interesting debate on Localism although this had appeared to be more in relation to larger Parish Councils. Cllr Warwick noted that she had been approached to become a board member & would keep Council updated.
Cllr Harrison had attended the Coastal Grazing Marsh Group, a project officer had now been appointed, there was currently no office base but once this had been organised things should move forward. Cllr Bowman commented on the excellent ‘1861’ day at Carlton which had been extremely good.
11/215 Louth United & Marshland Village Hall – Cllr Harrison introduced Mrs Lesley Dover to the Council. Mrs Dover informed the Council on a meeting she had attended with Louth Town. Discussions with Mr Steve Clarke & Mr Lee Freeman (Youth Team) had been extremely helpful. Where appropriate tariffs had been favourably re-negotiated, they planned only to use the original pitch & were very keen for the village to have use of the hall. They were accepting of having a legal tenancy agreed & could envisage working together ultimately if appropriate. The builder was still being pursued; it was made very clear that they would not be running a public bar but did not see any reason why the local public house could not be asked to run a bar for village events in the hall. Following debate it was resolved that the Parish Council would take on initial negotiations for the tenancy & then hand over as appropriate the responsibility for liaison to a Village Hall Committee p Cllr J Smith s Cllr James. Carried, 1 abstention. It was agreed that the newsletter should be used to keep residents fully informed of progress. Clerk to agenda for November.
