There were three members of the public present & Mr Robert Frost of East Lindsey District Council (ELDC) Technical Services Department.                  
11/223 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting & especially Mr Frost who was present to discuss the light on Mill Lane that was due to be removed. The Chairman invited Mr Frost to address the meeting first.
Mr Frost explained that ELDC were responsible for the maintenance of items they owned – lighting of footways not highways LCC were responsible for that.  When the light on Mill Lane was knocked down ELDC examined it to see if it was justifiable to leave a light there but it is a stand-alone light in a vulnerable position & gets hit by farm vehicles. Mr Frost explained that for the Parish Council to re-instate the light would cost £270 to install but electricity re-connection would be a further £600 should it wish to do so, ELDC would not replace it.  Following discussion Mr Frost offered a further option of increasing the light at the other column in order to illuminate the corner better & it was agreed that this would give the area the light it needed & Council asked that this be implemented, which Mr Frost agreed to. Mr Frost would inspect the site again after leaving the meeting. The Chairman thanked Mr Frost for attending & finding a suitable solution to the problem. Mr Frost left the meeting.
Public Comments – A resident informed the meeting that his garage had moved back to the premises at the other side of the road due to costs & for increased security.
11/224 Apologies for absence – Cllr H Liller
11/225 Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th October 2011 & the Ad Hoq Committee for EnergieKontor UK Ltd on 11th October – It was resolved that the Minutes of the Meeting on the 4th October were a true record p Cllr Warwick s Cllr J Smith & the Minutes of the Ad Hoq Committee Meeting on the 11th October were a true record p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Fenton. The Chairman signed the Minutes.
11/226 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 – Cllr Fenton declared a personal interest in EnergieKontor UK Limited. 
11/227     Highways – See above.
11/228     Community Emergency Plan – Mr Steve Harris was unfortunately not in attendance although he had indicated he would be.  Clerk to contact.

11/229     Councillor Resignations – The resignation letters from Mr J Ackroyd, Ms D Bridges & Mr P Bowman had been circulated. The Clerk informed the Council that notices had been posted advertising the vacancies & unless there was a request for an election to cover the places the Council would be informed they could co-opt when the necessary time frame had passed.
11/230 Police matters – The email sent to PCSO Greenshields requesting clarification of information & his response had been circulated. Speed cameras had been in the village; Cllr Peace to enquire why she was not informed as she had been invited to attend & view procedure. Lead had been stolen off the church roof.
11/231 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· Cllr Robert Palmer now had a budget from LCC & £250 was available for Saltfleetby to apply for. Clerk to contact him for information on how to apply & place on December agenda.
· Saltfleet Parish Council has written to the Council on behalf of Saltfleet Sports & Social Field to re events planned for 3rd June 2012 however these clashed with events being organised in Saltfleetby. Clerk to circulate letter & contact.

11/232 Clerk’s Report
· Parish Paths – The contractor had raised differences in the work sheet & work actually carried out. Clerk to circulate the work sheet & place on December agenda.
· LALC Training being held at Marshlands on Monday 14th November 2011, 7pm to 9pm covering powers & duties, Council’s responsibilities as a Corporate Body, decision making, employment, risk assessment, finance & meeting procedures. Clerk to inform LALC that Cllrs Peace, Fenton, James & Harrison to attend.

· St Clements Churchyard – Rats had been reported to the Council. Clerk had contacted contractors & had initially received one costing of £320.00 for three months treatment to eradicate them. Clerk to attend to under delegated powers.

11/233 Financial Matters

It was resolved to authorise the above payments p Cllr J Smith s Cllr F Smith. The invoices were initialled as correct by Cllr Harrison & Cllr Warwick (payment to Cllr Harrison)
Change of Signatories – Clerk to clarify signatories with Lloyds Bank as no confirmation had been received; Clerk to clarify with Nottingham Building Society ID requirements & number of signatories allowed. It was resolved that the Clerk should be included in order to be able to obtain account information, but not to sign. Clerk to investigate.
Queens Jubilee Event – It was resolved to fund the £150.00 deposit only towards the event planned for 3rd June 2012 as a community event by the Prussian Queen p Cllr J Smith s Cllr R James. Cllr Warwick to obtain an invoice.

Precept Budget – Cllr Warwick to forward estimates to the Clerk. Clerk to prepare initial budget for December meeting.

Remembrance Day Wreath – In line with last year it was resolved to make a donation for a wreath in the sum of £20.00 p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Harrison
11/234 Planning Applications 
EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Application N/063/01392/11 The objection document had been circulated. Councillors noted that it was an excellent document.
EnergieKontor Funding Agreements – The Council considered the circulated request from R Wall, Solicitor at LCC regarding a leaflet to residents & it was resolved that Council believed it inappropriate to comment at this point but that a Public Meeting would be called by the Council at the appropriate time Cllr Warwick s Cllr Fenton. Clerk to inform LCC
Application N/145/01884/11 – Mr I Brown, The Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Planning permission – construction of a vehicular access to include the provision of a bridge & parking. It was resolved to support the application p Cllr J Smith s Cllr V Fenton

11/235 Highways
Update on Matters Raised:

Swallowgate nameplate – In the system
Swallowgate –Clerk had contacted Highways regarding the state of the highways following work carried out but as yet no response. Clerk to contact Cllr Palmer re the state of the work carried out.
Mill Lane ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Goods Vehicles’ ordered by Highways, should have been completed by end of September; Clerk to obtain update.
Three Bridge Lane – Highways have reported that the site will be inspected for possible future scheme for 2012 if budget allows & a pothole order was given to contractor on 18th August 2011.
Cllr F Smith asked for an update on Main Road from Swallowgate to the Prussian Queen. This had not been reported. Clerk to report

11/236 Bulb Planting within Saltfleetby – Following debate it was resolved that in addition to the £100 given by the District Councillor last year for bulb planting the Council would match this figure & spend £200 in total on bulb planting on the S bend p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Fenton. Planting of bulbs to be near the fence on right hand side around bend where the verge is wide enough for flowers. Clerk to contact Highways regarding planting & the nearby resident.
11/237 Grass Cutting – The contractor who has undertaken to cut the B1200 has indicated that as there is less work to do this time he will do the B1200 & the grass that needs attending on North End Lane at the same price. Clerk to contact contractor.
11/238 Lincolnshire County Council – Tourism Signs – Information had been circulated on the updated Policy Document relating to tourism signs.
11/239 Queens Jubilee Event – The information on The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Beacons – The Guide to Taking Part had been circulated & Cllr Warwick agreed to share the document with relevant event organisers. 
11/240 Community Led Plan – Cllr Warwick updated the meeting; she had carried out further work & would try to get a newsletter out early December & would attach the action plan to it so that everybody had a copy.  
Cllr Warwick offered to speak to the land owners regarding the Electricity sub-station in order to ascertain whether the adjacent land was still available to the Parish Council. It was resolved that Cllr Harrison would hand all documentation to Cllr Warwick in order to look into & progress p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Fenton. Carried. Cllrs J & F Smith against. Clerk to place on December agenda.
11/241 Web Site – Mr Bowman was at the meeting & confirmed that he was willing to assist the Clerk with the historical items for the web site. Clerk to liaise with Mr Bowman.
11/242 Lincolnshire County Council – The Consultation on the proposal to close the residential provision at St Lawrence School, Horncastle was debated & it was resolved that the Council would not object to the residential side of the school but would state serious objections if they considered closing the school p Cllr Harrison s Cllr J Smith.
11/243 Standing Orders & Financial Orders – Following debate it was resolved to amend item 3.4 Budgetary Control in the Financial Orders from a delegated limit of spending to the Clerk of £150 to a £500 limit, as follows: 

The Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council which is necessary to carry out any repair, replacement or other work which is of such extreme urgency that it must be done at once, whether or not there is any budgetary provision for the expenditure, subject to a limit of £500. The Clerk shall consult with the Chairman immediately and then report the action to the Council as soon as practicable thereafter.

The Clerk had circulated draft Risk Assessments. Clerk to obtain further information on Risk Assessments, amend accordingly and circulate for December agenda.

Clerk to give a copy of Standing Orders & Financial Orders to all Councillors.

11/244 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Warwick had attended the Mablethorpe Area Committee where a multi-agency flood plan which goes down to Parish level based on questionnaires completed last year was discussed. The next meeting will discuss how the Area Committee works based on questionnaires recently completed.  Cllr Warwick had also attended the Winter Weather Workshop which had been more of a consultation exercise; the Clerk & Cllr Warwick had attended the LALC AGM which had been interesting & included discussion on a Coastal Parish Partnership Meeting which Saltfleetby had not been invited to join. Localism with regards to the planning laws was a major topic also involving Community Led Plans and how useful & important tools they were within planning. Cllr Warwick suggested that Anne Shorland be invited to attend a meeting to expand upon this in the future. Cllr Harrison noted she was aware of the Coastal Parish Partnership but that it was in the very early stages & she believed there was a cost to joining the group of £50 but felt that the group duplicated things that the Council itself could do.
11/245 Louth United & Marshland Village Hall – No update. Clerk to leave on agenda.
11/246 Correspondence Noted:
Copy of a letter from North Somercotes Parish Council to East Lindsey District Council regarding Donna Nook. It was resolved that the Council would demonstrate its support to North Somercotes Parish Council p Cllr Fenton s Cllr J Smith.
