There were three members of the public present, including Cllr R Palmer of Lincolnshire County Council (LCC).               
12/061 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting & gave Cllr Palmer the opportunity to address the meeting first.
Cllr Palmer informed the meeting that LCC would not be raising the Council Tax this year; the only rise was from the Police who were asking for an additional 3.9%; the Chief Constable has resigned & a new Police & Crime Commissioner would be elected later in the year.  There was £14.3m for Broadband provision with £10m being found out of LCC reserves & each District Council contributing – ELDC to contribute £1m. Some of the exchanges need work in order to enable them to accept the broadband & work would be on-going over the next two years. Affordable local housing was still a priority for LCC & money had been put into reserves for this, the housing being planned for smaller villages; there were issues with road repairs & Cllr Palmer stressed that if the Council reported them he would guarantee somebody would come out & inspect them, the standard of the work carried out had raised some issues & any problems should be raised via the Clerk to him for action. The Red Arrows were unfortunately now down to 7 aircraft following two fatalities & one resignation but the County believed them to be an enormous asset.  The repairs on Swallowgate were raised & Cllr Palmer noted that he was already aware of them & would be looking into them.  He acknowledged that due to financial constraints the state of the roads was not good. 
Cllr Palmer left the meeting.

12/065     Police Matters – Notification had been received regarding cold calling from Ideal Alarms Limited; this was not a legitimate company. There had been several incidents of this & other cold calls/telephone calls recently from dubious sources.
12/066 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· The District Council was freezing their portion of the Council Tax but bills would be higher due to the Police rise.
· £1m had been earmarked for broadband improvements & requested that residents register their interest for broadband via 01522 782060 or online at www.onlincolnshire.gov.uk. ELDC have insisted that there should be no ‘not spots’ in provision; the County would be one of the pilots.

· Budget information (to be circulated)

· Low Cost Housing – over 200 homes to be created with housing associations

· Wingas – Cllr Harrison had attended along with Cllr J Smith a meeting & it became apparent that although it had been previously intimated that the project was on hold to 2014, work in the background was on-going; Wingas was looking at the possibility of amending the agreed planning application with regard to site access & not using Site A but an amendment to the agreed planning would be required.  Wingas will hold a public meeting on 29th March in St Peters Church, Saltfleetby from 12pm to 7.30pm for residents to be updated & ask questions. Cllr J Smith noted that Wingas felt this would be more environmentally friendly as 4 acres less will be disturbed but there will be an effect on four houses outside of the Parish. Diverted traffic will be a problem & Cllr Harrison as District Councillor is to discuss signage with Highways. It was agreed this needed careful monitoring.

12/067 Clerk’s Report
· LCC had been contacted regarding the Parish Paths with a request for them to walk them & then liaise with the Working Group when formed
· Internal Auditor had been secured at a cost of approximately £50.  This was a fully qualified & highly competent Clerk with many years’ experience of Local Government accounting.

12/068 Councillor Vacancy– No requests for co-option had been received. 
12/069 Queens Jubilee Events – Cllr Warwick updated the meeting on progress – two bingo sessions had raised £450 with another one being held on Sunday & a Sponsored Walk during April was attracting a great deal of interest including from the School. Unfortunately it was no longer possible to use the Barn that had been offered & discussions were under way over the possibility of using Marshlands – Public Liability insurance would be needed & this was being looked into. Some support had been received from the District Councillor, who was thanked, & the Parochial Church Council which would enable the purchase of Jubilee Coins for the children – work was on-going on the precise number of children in the village. The Newsletter that had gone out had a reply slip for people wanting to attend the tea party & another would be issued with a deadline for responses. These slips could be returned to the shop, garage or would be collected or a response could be emailed to Cllr Warwick. Cllr Warwick noted that further to previous discussions when the Council supported the idea & was prepared to consider financial support that the Council resolve to match fund the amount raised to a maximum of £1,000 & It was duly resolved to match fund to a maximum of £1,000 p Cllr Warwick s Cllr J Smith

12/070 Coastal Grazing Marshes – The Clerk updated the meeting on the Lychgate project.  Orders had been placed with the Craftsmen Builder & Carpenter with it being stressed that work had to be completed for middle of March.  The gate was under construction & additional information had been passed on thanks to a local resident on the design. The Carpenter had raised the question of having a lock on the gate as being the safest way of protecting the gate from being stolen & it was resolved that as there was adequate access to site via the car park that the gate be locked p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Dover.
12/071 Village Hall Committee – The Clerk had met with Mrs D Bridges at her request with Cllr Warwick & had been brought up to date with the history & the current situation. The previous Clerk had handed a draft Custodian Trustee Deed between the Village Hall Committee & the Parish Council together with a copy of the Minutes dated 6th January 2009 item 09/18 when the Council had resolved to act as Custodian Trustees to the Clerk on her appointment, this was unsigned & there was no record within subsequent Minutes of any Deed having been signed. Mrs Bridges is to contact their Solicitor regarding any signed copy & any contact that had been held between them & the Charity Commission.  The information held by the Charity Commission still registered a previous Chairperson. The current financial situation of the Charity is £15,297.10 across two accounts.  The Clerk noted that the Council had already resolved to act as Custodian Trustees as per the previously stated Minute but would investigate further regarding the situation & take advice from Community Lincs & the Charity Commission if appropriate.  An invitation would be given to Community Lincs to attend the April meeting to offer any advice it could.
12/072 Louth Town Football Club – The situation was still not formalised. Following debate the Clerk was asked to investigate ownership of the land & place on April agenda.

The Clerk was looking into the possibility of grant funding & would report further in April. Clerk to place higher on agenda to ensure decision can be reached.
