11/174 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed everybody & especially PCSO Greenshields. 
Public Forum – No matters raised.
11/175 Apologies for absence - Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Bridges, Liller & A Peace.
11/176 Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd August 2011

It was resolved that the Minutes of the Meeting were a true record.  They were duly signed as approved by the Chairman p Cllr C Warwick s Cllr J Smith
11/177 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 – Cllr Fenton declared a personal & prejudicial interest in item 11/182 – N/063/01392/11 EnergieKontor UK Ltd
11/178 Police matters – feedback

The question of Saltfleetby not being included on the web site when other local villages were was raised – PCSO Greenshields undertook to look into & respond.
This was the first meeting PCSO Greenshields had attended & he wanted to update Council on the changes taking place & the effect on operations; Saltfleetby was now in Mablethorpe area as was a large section of the area to Manby, Carlton & wider, however they currently had limited knowledge of the area & it would take time to gain this. Additional personnel had been taken on to cover the area & this had appeared to have a significant impact & is being constantly evaluated.  They were divided into two teams, Response & Neighbourhood Issues Policing Team.  He noted there was crime in Saltfleet, Saltfleetby, Carlton & Little Carlton & the Police responded to it as appropriate; if a one off with a visit but if a larger problem it would be drawn into their pattern of tasking. He indicated that if a Police Officer was not seen in the area this was because there was currently little crime of tasking, if however a situation escalated officers would be seen in the area more often. Patrols were done on an ad hoc basis as & when officers were available. The other main change was that the Neighbourhood Watch Ringmaster Scheme was being changed & overtaken by Lincs Alert where people could join a user group & forums in order to discuss problems in their area, these problems would be identified & resolutions looked for. Ringmaster was currently still running but would eventually be taken out of service. Groups were encouraged to appoint a member to join but in the case of Parish Councils each Councillor & Clerk should join.
The question of speeding through the village was raised & PC Greenshields acknowledged this was a known problem. The issue of volunteers using speed guns was raised & the PCSO related it to the Acorn Project which had been successful in another area, letters were issued to speeding drivers informing them of their speed. PCSO Greenshields to investigate who the contact would be within this area & inform Council. The Chairman thanked PCSO Greenshields for taking the time to attend & he left the meeting.

· The Mill Lane lamppost under threat of removal had been discussed at ELDC & Robert Frost will attend the next meeting to talk to Council.
· The Chairman had attended a meeting with Wingass & there was no further update. Mark Tissington had now left; there was no information on grants.

Erection of 8 wind turbines (max tip height of up to 115 metres) & electricity sub-station, provision of a temporary site compound enclosed by fencing (up to 220 metres in height), construction of access roads, hard standing & parking areas & construction of a new vehicular access.  Land south of Carlton Grange. Thacker Bank Great Carlton/Gayton Le Marsh.  Following debate & considering responses from residents it was resolved to object to the application, send a holding objection & request an extension to the next meeting.  It was resolved to register the Council’s concern over possible conflicts of interest p Cllr P Bowman s Cllr J Smith.  Working group to meet to consider detailed response.
