There were five members of the public present.                
12/01 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman wished everybody a Happy New Year.
12/02 Apologies for absence – Cllrs H Liller & F Smith. It was resolved to accept the apologies p Cllr Smith s Cllr Warwick.
12/03 Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th December 2011 – Cllr Harrison asked for the following items to be noted – 1st paragraph after Chairman’s welcome it should note that the meeting held with Mr Freeman was as District Councillor not Council Chairman; in Public Comments the item ‘The Chairman was addressed as District Council regarding a Planning Policy Meeting’ the meeting with 7 days’ notice is a District Council meeting; 11/255 should read a tidal surge at Saltfleet; item 11/256 Change of Venue, should read Marshlander. It was resolved that noting the above comments the Minutes were a true record p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Fenton. The Chairman signed the Minutes.
Public Comments: A request was made to be co-opted onto the Council & the Chairman advised that this would be discussed as part of the agenda. A resident noted that the ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Vehicles’ signs had been placed on Mill Lane at the top of Church Lane/Back Street and although there only a month did not appear to have made any difference & it was asked if the Police could be involved. Cllr Peace to speak to the Police regarding this.  The state of the footways was raised as being in an extremely bad condition & whether there was any planned work – Clerk to contact Highways & enquire. The Vines Fishing Lakes was raised; the Clerk had contacted enforcement & would do so again to obtain an update. A resident thanked the Council for endorsing the purchasing of a new poppy wreath every year & not recycling them.
12/04 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 – Cllr Fenton declared a personal interest in EnergieKontor UK Limited. 
12/05 Councillor Co-option – The Chairman invited Mr Hawes & Mrs Dover to inform the Council on why they would like to be considered for co-option, which they duly did.  A vote was carried out & Mr Hawes was elected unanimously & Mrs Dover was also elected unanimously. The candidates signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office & took their place on the Council. The Councillors were issued with Register of Interest forms for early completion & return to the Clerk.
12/06     Police Matters – Reports of hare coursing had been made by Theddlethorpe & Skidbrooke Councils; Cllr Peace had been informed by the Police to advise that if seen no attempt should be made to block them in or approach; one dog had been killed locally & it would appear that the people participating in hare coursing often travelled long distance to this area. Cllr Hawes noted that as a JP such individuals did get prosecuted successfully.
12/07 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· A new First Responder was setting up in the district & Cllr Harrison had given a District Councillors donation towards the costs
· Louth Deanery had also received a District Councillors grant as they supported people locally

· Cllr Harrison noted that a fund of £500,000 was available for vulnerable people in Lincolnshire & could be used for items such as home improvement; it was only open until March which was a short timescale for applications. Information could be obtained on www.lincolnshirecf.co.uk 
· A scheme was now offered by Chandlers that enabled residents to register with them, without obligation but which could result in lower oil prices the more people in the area registered. The object was that by delivering to several residents in one area in one delivery, they could reduce transportation costs which have the effect of reducing prices

· The Mablethorpe Area Committee meeting would be discussing the Localism Act & 2012 Festivals as part of its agenda.
· Information Commissioners Office guidance regarding data control for Councillors. Clerk to circulate fully next agenda.
12/08 Clerk’s Report
· Fishing Ponds at The Vines – Enforcement contacted; Clerk informed that it was believed that the property had changed hands; previous owner to be contacted regarding ownership & Council advised; no report yet. Clerk to contact again.

· Letter sent to Saltfleet Sports & Social Field declining invitation for Queens Jubilee

· Notices posted regarding Councillor vacancies

· Bank information forwarded to Cllr Palmer; notification of payment received via Cllr Harrison

· St Clements churchyard grass did not require cutting at the time of visiting in December
12/09 Bingo Events at St Peters Church – The communication from Mrs Bridges had been circulated regarding the end of the monthly events & associated issues.  The Clerk was asked to re-circulate & place on February agenda in order that the new Councillors could be updated & the Council could consider information on acting as custodian trustees of the village hall funds pending formation of a new committee. 
12/010 Dog Watch – The initiative by ELDC of involving individuals in being Dog Watch Co-ordinators who would be responsible for their chosen area to relay any information or concerns given to them by residents to the Council.  Cllr Harrison noted that one individual had volunteered. The scheme was noted.
12/011 Changes to Mobile Library Stops– The letter from LCC regarding a possible change to the stop near Maples on the Main Road following a trial period due to it only being used by one person was considered, all residents should have received notification on this. Currently the mobile library visits 4-weekly (except Bank Holidays) & the next dates are 6th February & 5th March.  Clerk to place on web site.
12/012 Financial Matters

Accounts & Bank Reconciliation – These would be included on the February agenda as the Bank Statement had not been received. The Clerk circulated a report for Councillors regarding this.

Authorisation to Transfer Funds - It was resolved to transfer a sum of £2,000 from the Nottingham Building Society into the Lloyds TSB Current Account.
Change of Signatories – The form to remove a previous Councillor from the Lloyds TSB account was signed. The form for adding signatories to the Nottingham Account was signed. Cllr Warwick noted that the registered address for the Nottingham was the Chairman’s & suggested that it should be the Responsible Financial Officer as the Lloyds TSB was & that the Clerk should be included on the account but not as a signatory; seconded by Cllr Fenton. It was resolved that the Clerk action this & place on February agenda.
Precept Budget – The draft Precept Budget had been circulated. Following debate it was resolved to maintain the precept at the same level as this year, £9,000 & use reserved funds for any shortfall p Cllr Warwick s Cllr J Smith.
OS Map of Saltfleetby – Following discussion it was resolved that the Clerk investigate prices for larger scale maps & report back.
East Lindsey Citizens Advice Bureau  - A letter requesting a donation was considered  it was resolved that the Council would support the application & donate the same sum as last year, £100 p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Dover

Applications Requiring Comment:

N/145/02215/11 – Mr W MacDonald – Planning Permission – erection of a dormer bungalow on the site of existing dwelling which is to be demolished. Fern Cottage, North Wend Lane, Saltfleetby. Letter from ELDC dated 19th December advising that the application was withdrawn.

N/145/02174/11 – Ms T Ridings – Planning Permission – Change of use of land to form a cattery & erection of a detached cattery building with 15 pens. The Old Orchard, main Road, Saltfleetby.  Following debate it was resolved to support the application p Cllr J Smith s Cllr V Fenton.

N/063/01392/11 - EnergieKontor UK Ltd – Erection of 8 wind turbines land south of Carlton Grange, Thacker Bank, Great Carlton/Gayton Le Marsh.  Amendment to the application: Supplementary Environmental Information (Cultural Heritage).  Amended Flood Risk Assessment & Rebuttals from EnergieKontor. It was resolved that Cllr Warwick & the Clerk submit comments.
Decisions Received:
N/145/01884/11 – Mr I Brown, The Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Planning Permission construction of a vehicular access to include the provision of a bridge & parking. Granted.

N/145/00692/11 – Mr Wright, York House, main Road Saltfleetby. Listed Building Consent – Alterations to a fire damaged dwelling including demolition of existing porches, alterations to windows, a new door & door to ancillary outbuildings, in accordance with details received by the Local Planning Authority on 18th August 2011. The Old Farmhouse, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Details of listed building consent given.

N/155/0109911 – Environment Agency – Planning Permission – Tetney to Saltfleet tidal flood defence scheme granted.

N/145/02191/11 – Mr N R & Mrs J F Loveley - Planning Permission proposed vehicular access. Land south of the Old Rectory, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Granted.

12/014 ELDC – Draft Single Plot Exceptions Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) Consultation. A draft document to supplement Policy H6 of the Local Plan Saved Policies was circulated. The Single Plot Exceptions Scheme is a self-help solution that enables families to use their own resources to provide affordable housing that meets their needs within their community. Clerk to request extension & recirculate for February agenda.
12/015 Highways

Update on Matters Raised:

a) Swallowgate – The verges are damaged due to vehicles. Highways have commenced some work on the condition of the road but there are still some passing places that need to be filled in and made safe.
b) Mill Lane ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Goods Vehicles’ – now in position
c) LCC Letter re salt. Noted.
d) North End Lane – From the B1200 towards the gatehouse 

e) Bottom of Fishmere Gate which links with Grey Fleet Bank – two of the concrete way markers at the bottom of Fishmere Gate which protect Green Lane have been smashed. Clerk to report
f) Three Bridge Lane – Clerk to obtain update on when work is to be carried out.

12/016 Parish Paths – Following debate it was resolved that a working group be formed to walk the footpaths with LCC at some future date p Cllr Dover s Cllr Warwick
12/017 Bulb Planting within Saltfleetby – The Clerk reported that the adjacent landowner’s permission had been obtained to plant bulbs but the contractor had been unable to purchase any. A suggestion of planting wild flower seeds was discussed. Agenda item for June.
The Standing Orders were stood down to enable a resident to address the Council. Mardyke Bank was cut on a regular basis & wild flower seeds could be drilled here & the resident believed they would look nice & effective here. Cllr Harrison to talk to the drainage board.

Standing Orders were resumed.

12/018 Community Led Plan – Electricity Sub-Station. Cllr Warwick updated the Council on the discussions with Northern Power Grid (formerly YEDL) regarding taking out a tenancy agreement (as circulated) on the piece of land adjacent to the substation site where information boards on the village & local walks etc. could be placed. The agreement was for a nominal 1p & Cllr Warwick proposed that the tenancy agreement be accepted.  During debate comments raised included the cost of fencing the land, risk assessment & insurance liability & associated costs for cover. As it was a non-permanent agreement it was believed that grant funding would not be obtained. Cllr Warwick withdrew her proposal pending receipt of answers to the above queries. Cllr Dover proposed that information on the above be obtained prior to discussion on moving forward, seconded Cllr Harrison. There were 4 abstentions & 4 in favour. Carried 
12/019 Web Site – The web site was now up & running & could be accessed by inputting http://parishes.lincolnshire.gov.uk/SaltfleetbyGroup/ into web browsers. Copies of Minutes would be placed on the web site & the Clerk would work with Mr Bowman on the historical data & asked for Councillors suggestions for items to be included on the site.
12/020 Risk Assessments – Due to time constraints the Clerk was asked to re-circulate & place on the February agenda.
12/021 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllr Peace reported that the Police had been in the village with speed guns twice with a total of 8 tickets being issued; they felt that in general motorists were complying & would take Saltfleetby of the priority list for the time being. Archer unit to be considered for the future, Clerk to place on February agenda.
12/022 St Clements Churchyard – Due to the nature of the discussion being around contracts this item was moved to part two of the meeting. Clerk to place on February agenda.

12/28     Clerks Contract – Cllr Harrison proposed that the Clerk leave the room, seconded Cllr J Smith. Following the debate the Clerk was invited back into the meeting & advised that her hours would be increased as of January 2012.
