There were three members of the public present & Ms S Smith (Community Lincs) & Mr S Clark (Louth Town Football Club).               
12/089 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman welcomed Councillors & visitors & invited Ms Smith to address the meeting first.
Ms Smith had been invited to attend to offer any advice possible regarding the issues around becoming Custodian Trustees for the Old Village Hall Committee, what this would mean for the Council & processes around this option & alternative options.  Following questions Ms Smith left the meeting
Public Comments: The amount of litter on Swallowgate was raised; Clerk to report; & a resident thanked the Council for getting the Swallowgate sign up. The issue of traffic on Mill Lane/Church Lane was raised & it was noted that the signage placed had not deterred heavy vehicles from using them. Clerk to report.  Mr Clark updated the meeting on Louth Town Football Club & informed the meeting that everything was in the hands of the Solicitors; a meeting had been requested by one of the remaining Trustees of Louth United Football Club in order that the full situation could be outlined & Clerk to include this on the Annual Parish Meeting agenda which as this is the residents meeting, was the ideal solution. 
12/090 Apologies for absence – Cllrs V Fenton, F Smith & H Liller
12/091 Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th March 2012. It was resolved that the Minutes were a true record p Cllr Hawes s Cllr Dover. The Chairman signed the Minutes.
12/092 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 
Cllrs Warwick, Dover & Peace – Personal Interest in Queens Jubilee Events

12/093 Chairman’s Report to include District Council Reporting
· The Wingas presentation had been held in the village, the road closures had been put back one year & planning had yet to be determined for any amendments. Clerk to write to Wingas regarding the heavy wagons using North End Lane for access as there had been an agreement they would not do so.
· It appeared at the moment that the new National Planning Policy would not affect the way the EK proposal was processed by the District Council.
12/094 Village Hall Committee – following debate of the suggestions made by Ms Smith it was resolved that the Clerk contact the Charity Commission & then liaise with Cllr Dover who would speak to the last registered contact for the Committee as registered with the Commission & report back to Council.
12/095 Councillor Vacancy– No requests for co-option had been received.
12/096 Community Led Plan
a) Electricity Sub-Station – Cllr Warwick proposed that the project be taken forward & developed as an area of green land for the community in line with the Community Led Plan s Cllr Dover. This was debated & following concerns raised over the fencing requirements of YEDL & potential safety concerns a vote was taken 2 in favour & 5 against.  It was resolved not to pursue the project any further.

b) Action Plan – This document was based on actions the villagers wanted to see taken & at the moment there was a shortage of volunteers to help with the items. Cllr Warwick to bring to the next meeting specific items from the Action Plan to take forward. Clerk to place on the Annual Parish Meeting agenda.

c) Circulated E-mail – This was noted; Clerk to invite the writer to the next meeting.

12/097 Rimac – Cllr Harrison to take forward the issue of the notices that had been placed at an appropriate time & report back to Council.
12/098 Parish Paths – The Clerk reported on the meeting with LCC & amendments made. It was resolved that the Clerk obtains prices & put an application in to LCC p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Dover. Clerk to copy information to Cllr Peace.

12/099 Grass Cutting – The requirements for St Clements Churchyard & the bus shelter were considered & it was resolved that the Clerk obtain prices & report back p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Warwick; it was further agreed that with regard to flailing this should be carried out 3 times a year on the B1200 verges & one cut at the end of the year for North End Lane verges & cuts should ideally be done after Highways had cut the B1200 & that the contractor selected should also liaise with the Drainage Board & Highways as to timing; p Cllr Harrison s Cllr Hawes. Clerk to obtain quotations & report back.

12/0100 St Clements Churchyard – The work on the Lychgate was well progressed; the slates had been replaced on the canopy & the gate had been fitted. The Chairman had one of the keys & the Clerk would obtain the spare. The Builder had not yet submitted his invoice – Clerk to contact regarding completion & invoicing.  There was a risk of trips due to the large holes that had appeared in the grass at the burial ground. Following debate it was agreed that the Clerk obtain prices for additional signage & report back.

12/0101 Financial Matters
a) Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerks salary & expenses for March; Euroffice – the cheque that had been authorised previously had not been received by the Company. The Clerk had cancelled this cheque (letter from Lloyds TSB confirmed) & a replacement was required for £58.32; LALC – Postage for Councillors Guides - £3.43; Peter Millburn – Making & hanging the oak gate on the Lychgate at St Clements & repairing & renewing the fence & Lychgate - £1500. It was resolved to authorise all the above payments p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Warwick
b) Monies received – The Clerk reported that the Grant of £2,000 had been received from the Coastal Grazing Marshes Fund.

c) External Hard Drive – Prices were discussed & it was resolved that the Clerk purchase the Seagate Expansion 500GB at a cost of £59.99. p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Dover Clerk to action

d) Lincoln & Lindsey Blind Society – A request for a grant had been received. Following debate it was resolved to decline due to financial constraints. Clerk to include a figure in next year’s budget for donations p Cllr J Smith s Cllr James
12/0102 Planning – Cllr Warwick & the Clerk had connected a projector to show an example of how electronic planning consultations could work & the Chairman noted that the Council was leading by moving onto this system of working. Clerk to obtain prices for a projector & screen.

12/0103 Highways – On Mill Lane a section of the road with a ditch & no verge where the road narrowed was sinking & it appeared that the culvert under the road was collapsing. Clerk to report

12/0104 Community Lincs Best Kept Villages – The competition was noted

12/0105 Annual Parish Meeting – Clerk to place Louth Town on the agenda & Mr Clark to attend in order to update the residents. It was agreed that in order to encourage a higher attendance that the Councillors would hand deliver the agenda to every household.

12/0106 Ark Housing Consultancy – Clerk to submit a Nil Return.

12/0107 LCC Community Wildlife Grant – Grant information had been received. Clerk to place on the June agenda in order to discuss with regarding to September planting.

12/0108 Coastal Grazing Marshes – Item covered under St Clements Churchyard above

12/0109 Vehicle Speeds – The Clerk reported that speed tests would be carried out on the B1200 in both directions & the results notified when completed.

12/0110 Wingas – Covered under the Chairman’s Report

12/0111 Queens Jubilee Events – The sponsored walk would be on Saturday with further bingo on the 22nd April. The group had raised £646 to date & were beginning to have to spend money to get it off the ground & Cllr Warwick requested that the Council release some of the agreed funds for the community event. As the Council had agreed to fund up to a maximum of £1,000 it was agreed that the Council release £600 p Cllr J Smith s Cllr Hawes
12/0112 Police Matters - Cllr Peace had attended the meeting but there had been nothing of relevance to Saltfleetby; the issue of heavy goods vehicles had been raised by her but they had advised there was nothing they could do. Cllr Peace questioned the relevance of attending when nothing related to the village & it was agreed that Cllr Peace would attend as & when it was relevant & there was anything that required raising.
12/0113 Clerks Report – Due to time constraints no prices had yet been obtained on projector & screen; there was no information on additional dog bins/refuse bins; the External Audit form for the year 2011/2012 had been received & the End of Year Return for 2011/12 to HMRC for PAYE had been submitted.
12/0114 Reports from Outside Bodies – Marshlands Village Hall Committee – the bench it had been agreed to purchase in memory of a resident would be placed at the village shop. Mablethorpe Area Committee Dates were 11th July, 17th October, 9th January 2013 & 27th March.
