There were two members of the public present & County Councillor R Palmer               
Public Comments: The issue of Mill Lane being unsuitable for heavy vehicles was raised, the Clerk was handed a photograph for her to forward to Highways; Cllr Palmer noted that the last time a complaint was passed to the Police they did not believe the situation merited action, Cllr Palmer to speak to Highways. Suggestion was made as to placing a sign prior to the Mill Lane turning on Main Road – it was felt that the nearby residents should be consulted first.  The lamppost at the end of Mill Lane & the installation of a strong light bulb as had been promised was raised – Clerk to chase up. The Pot Holes on Mill Lane need attention – Cllr Palmer to pass on.
Cllr Palmer was invited to update the meeting by the Chairman. He advised the Council that out of the Big Society Fund he was giving the Council £222.22; The Chairman thanked him for this – Clerk to complete form & return to Cllr Palmer. As Cllr Palmer was now Chairman of LCC he worked under a very heavy schedule but was enjoying the role. He noted that as of October 2012 there would be a new parking system in Louth & indeed the County; this had already been trialled in other counties & worked well. The responsibility for parking would be with an independent private company; for the first two weeks of October while people adapted to the new system warnings would be given but thereafter any illegal parking would result in a ticket being given.  The new system would be monitored. In future there would only be two Coroners & Deputy Coroners in the whole of Lincolnshire, one in the North & one in the South & this could inevitably cause delays. The issue of faster broadband needed to be brought to all residents’ attention & leaflets were going out. Cllr Palmer advised that in November the Police Crime Commission would be taking over & a Police Crime Panel (PCP) would be created made out of Councillors from County & each of the Districts along with civilians. 
12/0145 Chairman’s welcome - The Chairman thanked everybody for attending. 
12/0146 Apologies for absence – Cllrs H Liller & L Dover
12/0147 Minutes of the Annual Council Meeting & Parish Council Meeting held on 1st May 2012. It was resolved that the Minutes were a true record & the Chairman signed the Minutes.
12/0148 Declarations of Interest in accordance with Local Government Act 2000 
Cllrs Warwick, Fenton & Peace – Personal Interest in Queens Jubilee Events

12/0149 District Councillor’s Report
Cllr Harrison asked for suggestions for the Grazing Marsh Funds Project & noted the weekend being held at Skidbrooke (information on the Council web site); she was anxious that the £100 given from the District Councillors Budget was spent & requested it be placed on the July agenda. It was noted that the EK Application would be considered at the end of the month; Cllr Harrison requested the final figures from the Jubilee Committee of the District Councillors Grant given for coins. 
12/0150 Village Hall Committee – The Clerk had submitted a request to the Charity Commission & had been advised that a response would be received within 15 days.
12/0151 Councillor Vacancy– No requests for co-option had been received.
12/0152 Grass cutting Contract – The Clerk advised Council that under her delegated powers an order had been placed for grass cutting around the bus shelter & in St Clements Churchyard due to the state of the areas. The Council considered the pricing information available & following debate it was resolved that Mr R Covill be given the contract on the basis of cutting as & when needed. Clerk to advise p Cllr Harrison s Cllr Fenton. Cllr Harrison suggested that the Council should consider placing orders for a three year period as this year it had involved the Clerk in a great deal of work; Cllr Warwick noted that the Clerk had not had any previous information on the specifications issued, or orders given & that Risk Assessments had needed to be created which would not happen again. Clerk to confirm legalities.
12/0153 Flailing Contract – The Council considered the information & it was resolved to place an order with Mr M Chapman for flailing the B1200 as per his quotation dated 10th May 2012 p Cllr Harrison s Cllr F Smith

12/0154 St Clements Churchyard – The Clerk had not yet looked into the cost of additional trip hazard signs due to time constraints.
Cllrs Warwick & Harrison declared a personal interest in Accounts to be paid/authorised.

12/0155 Financial Matters
a) Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerks salary & expenses for May; Donation to Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee - £600 (authorisation only); Cllr S Harrison – reimbursement of printing costs with Compasspoint for Village Hall Committee Constitution - £1.08; Cllr C Warwick – reimbursement for East Coast Grafix Newsletter - £43.94; Mrs J Cooper – Internal Audit Work - £40.00 p Cllr F Smith s Cllr James
b) External Audit – The External Audit form had been circulated & it was resolved that the Council confirmed that with respect to the accounting statements for the year ended 31 March 2012 that the accounting statement was approved & prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Accounts & Audit Regulations & that all details in the Annual Return for the External Auditor were correct. It was further resolved to accept the Internal Auditors Report.
c) Transfer of Funds – It was resolved to transfer a sum of £5,000 from the current account into the Nottingham Building Society p Cllr Harrison s Cllr J Smith
d) Receipt of Funds – A sum of £318.80 had been received from the District Councillors Grant on behalf of the Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee & was a donation towards medallions for the children; this had been received due to changes within ELDC policy which required a group receiving a donation to have a Constitution or receive the funds via some other constituted group & £435.00 from LCC, 50% of the Parish Paths Grant.

12/0156 Planning 
Decision Received:
Mr & Mrs Waumsley, Planning Permission Erection of 2 detached dormer bungalows on site of existing village hall which is to be demolished, in accordance with amended information & plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 5th & 6th March 2012. Saltfleetby Village Hall, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Letter advising that the Planning Committee on 19th April 2012 resolved to approve the application & determine any conditions at the next meeting on 24th May 2012.

12/0157 LALC – Training – It was resolved that Cllrs Warwick & Harrison would attend the training event on Tuesday 24th July, Cranwell Village Hall, Old School Lane, Cranwell on the Key Aspects of the Localism Act 2011 delivered by Elisabeth Skinner.  General Power of Competence Training for the Clerk – it was resolved to authorise the Clerk’s attendance p Cllr Harrison s Cllr Fenton

12/0158 East Lindsey Town & Parish Assembly – it was resolved to accept the invitation to send 2 delegates, Cllrs Warwick & Fenton to attend on 21st June at Eastgate, Louth.  East Lindsey Live & SO Festival Briefing Session – It was noted this was on 7th June, 11.00 am Embassy Centre Arts Room.
12/0159 Community Led Plan – Cllr Hawes had spoken to the Police & Sgt Glen Palmer had been pleased to accept an invitation to attend a meeting with the residents, as indicated by them in the Community Led Plan; Following debate it was agreed to invite him to the September meeting, which would be held at 6.30pm if this was convenient to him & if so publish in the next newsletter. Cllr Hawes to contact & report back

12/0160 Highways – Clerk to prepare an Appendix of Highways issues for July meeting; damaged concrete bollards – no report, Clerk to chase up; other reports as per Public Comments.
12/0161 Wingas – The response from Wingas on the issue of heavy goods vehicles using North End Lane was appreciated & noted.
12/0162 Annual Parish Meeting – The Clerk to raise the tree fallen over a public footpath  Cllr Warwick to advise the Clerk of the house the tree belongs to; Cllr Harrison to investigate with the Ambulance Service ways of ensuring the service can find addresses quickly & report back; Cllr Harrison to look into the closure of Mablethorpe Ambulance Station & report back.
12/0163 Standing Orders & Financial Regulations – Cllr Warwick proposed that an item be included in Standing Orders stating that a Chairman may stand for a maximum of four years unless there was no other candidate & it was resolved to accept this p Cllr Warwick s Cllr Peace. It was resolved to leave Financial Regulations to the July agenda.

12/0164 Asset Register – As Cllr Dover was not present there was no update on the benches located at the Stump. Clerk to contact Cllr Dover
12/0165 Community Wildlife Grant – Information on LCC grants had been circulated – closing date for applications 1st September.  Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk obtain prices for hawthorn & blackthorn to fill in the hedge around St Clements Church; Cllr J Smith to give the Clerk measurements in order to clarify requirements; Clerk to also obtain price for planting in order that a grant application can be made.

12/0166 Bridle path at Sea View – Following debate it was resolved that Cllr J Smith would examine the map of the Parish Paths with a view to creating a project for all the footpaths creating a circular walk; it was thought an ideal project for either the Coastal Grazing Marshes Project fund or the Paths for Communities P4C fund; money would be required to investigate ownership of some of the footpaths which could either be privately owned or Green Lane or Green Spaces that had been missed previously by the Council. Clerk to check with P4C if the project would fund such a project.  The stile over to the old burial ground is also too large & could be replaced with a gate for ease of access.

12/0167 NALC Legal Briefing – The draft template Code of Conduct for Parish Councils was noted. Clerk to obtain email copy & circulate & re-agenda for July.

12/0168 Vehicle Speeds – Cllr Peace had obtain the figures from the recent vehicle speed check & the Clerk is to put them into a readable document & circulate.

12/0169 Queens Jubilee Event – Cllr Warwick reported that the event had been a big success. Concern had been expressed that the Jubilee Coins had not be given out on the day by some Parents; this was apparently due to the fact that the tear-off slips had not all been returned for some children – the Jubilee Committee would look into whether an event should be held to present them.  Concern was also raised over the amount of food that had been provided although this had all been used over the days.
12/0170 Police Matters – No report
12/0171 Clerks Report – Parish Paths Funding – 50% grant had now been received, copies of all information forwarded to Cllr Peace; ID badges – this required further investigation as to the best way forward; the Olympic Torch would pass through Legbourne in Torch Bearer Mode at approximately 08.12 & roads would be shut prior to that, currently schedules for 07.55 but this could be changed to up to an hour before.
