There were four members of the public present.
Public Comments:  Mr Lee Freeman, Vice Chairman of Louth Town Football Club was present with a request for the Council to endorse an East Lindsey District Council form for a discretionary reduction in the Business Rates for the village hall, which it hoped to be in legal possession of shortly; the reduction was essential to ensure that costs were reduced; the District Councillor had already signed the form.  Following debate the Council was minded to support the application for a discretionary reduction. Clerk to place on February agenda.
13/001 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting and especially the members of the public present & wished everybody a happy New Year. As the Precept was on the agenda she asked that all comments be directed via the Chairman to ensure that everybody had the opportunity to contribute & to assist the Clerk to enable accurate minute taking. She noted the confusion with the paperwork from ELDC regarding the grant situation and felt that the form and letter were badly phrased which had led to much misunderstanding.

13/002 Apologies for absence – Cllr Peace. The apology was accepted.
13/003 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th December 2012 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p HP s JA
13/004     Declarations of Interest – Cllr Hawes requested a dispensation with regard to item 12/309    Precept 2013/2014 & the Council resolved to grant the dispensation for a period of four years to enable the Council to consider the Precept setting p LD s SH. Clerk to compile a schedule of dispensations to be distributed to Councillors.   
13/005 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for December; Euroffice – Stationery - £47.46; Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association Membership renewal - It was resolved to authorise the above payments p LD s PB
Precept 2013/2014 – Following debate on the draft budget the Council made the following resolutions:  

It was resolved that due to the Anglian Water work being carried out only one flailing (verge) cut would be carried out later in the year of the B1200 & North End Lane – Council to advise contractor of timing; Meeting Room Hire Costs be removed as the church would not be charging & LTFC advised they would not charge if the Council chose to use the village hall in the future; Any maintenance to Parish Assets would be paid for out of reserves – Clerk to amend budget; any legal expenses on behalf of the Old Village Hall Charity would be paid for out of reserves providing the money could be recouped from any funds recovered. It was further resolved that the use of reserves would be closely monitored & for emergency only p SH s LD. The Chairman asked for a discussion in March on priorities.  It was resolved to maintain the precept at £9,000 – Clerk to inform ELDC p JL s SH
13/006 Councillor Resignation – Mrs R James had resigned due to taking up a full time position & regrettably now being unable to dedicate sufficient time to the Council. Clerk to write and thank her for her contribution.
13/007 Planning Applications – None received
13/008 Highways – It was resolved that the Clerk contact Highways with a request that they ensure Anglian Water restore the verges following the current work being carried out & that it be suggested to Highways that the first verge cut be carried out later due to the Anglian Water work.
13/009 East Lindsey District Council – Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – It was resolved to leave to the February agenda with Councillors bringing any written comments to the meeting.
13/0010 East Lindsey District Council – Consultation on the Draft Core Strategy – following debate it was resolved that the Council would make comment on the cottage holiday lets being only six months as caravans were; it was felt appropriate to question the reality of setting up for only six months of the year; it was further resolved that pre-existing decisions should be lifted to match any outcome p SH s LD
13/0011 Wingas Storage UK Ltd – The Council considered a letter received regarding changes to the shareholder structure; Cllr Bowman noted that he had discovered that the Saltfleetby site was licensed for Fracking. The Council were concerned that it had not been advised of the licensing. Clerk to write to Wingas & express its concern over the lack of communication. Cllr Smith noted that the two Engineers now there were experts at getting gas out of old workings.
13/0012 Local Government Boundary Commission – Electoral Review of East Lindsey – The Council had received confirmation of a proposal of 55 Members for ELDC; consultation was open with comments being received by the Commission to 18th February 2012. Clerk to reiterate its previous comment that it endorsed the number of District Councillors but believed that reductions should not be in rural areas as these Councillors had large areas to cover already.

13/0013 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison noted the Local Health Watch which was a new opportunity to go & hear about health care; Lincolnshire Coastal Grazing Marshes photographic competition where £500 could be won; the Responders to Warmth Scheme from LCC which was a scheme that provided new heating, heating repairs, adaptation, insulation & small interventions to prevent slips, trips & falls – this is to support the reduction of cold related illness and morbidity in fuel poor households in England (Clerk to place on web site) & she noted that over £243,000 had been distributed to Parish Councils by ELDC. The budget for the forthcoming year would be discussed at ELDC’s February meeting & was currently up for consultation.
13/0014 Correspondence, the following items were noted:
Lincolnshire Fieldpaths Association Autumn/Winter Newsletter 2012; Letter from ELDC re EnergieKontor UK Ltd - Land South of Carlton Grange, Thacker Bank, Great Carlton/Gayton Le Marsh – Appeal date of 22nd January 2013; LALC News Winter 2012 (Training calendar 2013 on last two pages) & copy of the letter to Natural England.
13/0015 Councillors Reports – The Chairman reiterated the importance of as many people as possible attending the EnergieKontor UK Ltd appeal at Manby; Cllr Warwick read the response from Natural England (circulate February agenda) regarding riding on the dunes.  Cllr Harrison noted that it had been suggested that the Local Representatives Forum be reinstated by Natural England & that two representatives from each Parish Council should be nominated to attend, along with Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust. This was normally set up by the reserve manager. Council agreed to await further information but acknowledge the letter.
