There were two members of the public present.
Public Comments:  The issue of access with horses to the coastal path via Sea View was raised, why the access had been removed, whether it would be reinstated and if not why not. The resident had been stopped from riding recently on the coastal path & told that it was not allowed because of damage caused by horses although the paths were already compacted & she believed that the loose dogs fouling the area did far more damage than horses. Natural England (NE) had been contacted re this & gave the impression that it was because of the Natter Jack Toads & she was advised to take a trailer and go to Theddlethorpe for access; the resident did not have a trailer; NE also appeared to imply that the decision was the Wardens; the resident had applied for a permit to ride on the beach.  Other residents had raised the issue & comment was made that as there was no parking at this particular point for trailers, it would only be local people riding there. The Chairman responded that this was an issue the Council was leading on & were attempting to encourage the Warden to reinstate the Liaison Group with members from all local Parish Councils in order to engage with NE and resolve the issue.  A resident stated that he had been embarrassed at the last meeting as to how the meeting had been conducted over some finances with regard to the Clerk; the Council was a body that required a professional Clerk; the Clerk was a professional person and that had to be paid for; he further commented that he felt the Clerk did a very good job.  Cllr Lusby responded with a full and frank apology for his manner towards the Clerk at the last meeting & hoped that she would accept his apology. The Clerk accepted the apology.
13/0017 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed Councillors and residents to the meeting & re-stated her request to Councillors to put all remarks through the Chair in order to ensure everybody had the opportunity to speak and for clarity in the minutes.
13/0018 Apologies for absence – Cllr Hawes. The apology was accepted.
13/0019 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 15th January 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p HP s JA
13/0020     Declarations of Interest – There were no new declarations. Councillors were handed a list of current dispensations for reference.   
13/0021 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for January; East Coast Grafix – Newsletters - £49.07 (reimbursed to Cllr Warwick); SLCC Membership (shared with Legbourne Parish Council) - £97.30; East Lindsey Citizens Advice Bureau – Grant - £100  - It was resolved to authorise the above payments p SH s LD
Change of Signatories – The Clerk updated the Council on existing signatories & it was resolved that Cllr Smith & Cllr Poskitt replace Mr Liller & Mrs James p JL s JA

Accounts as at 31st January 2013 – The Clerk had circulated accounts up to the end of January together with updated budget sheet; it was resolved to accept the accounts. The Chairman signed the documents and Bank Statements p JA s HP  

13/0022 Election of Vice Chairman – Cllr Warwick proposed Cllr Dover – seconded Cllr Bowman – 4 votes for, 1 abstention; Cllr Lusby proposed Cllr Harrison – seconded Cllr Ackroyd – 4 votes for, 1 abstention; the Chairman used the casting vote & Cllr Dover was duly elected.
13/0023 Personnel Committee – It was resolved to elect Cllrs Ackroyd, Lusby & Poskitt to join Cllr Dover on the Personnel Committee following the withdrawal of Cllr Harrison & resignation of Mrs James.

13/0024 East Lindsey District Council – Consultation on the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment. Cllr Lusby handed the Council a copy of a submission he would be undertaking as an individual resident.  Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk would submit a comment on the assumptions made by the Council with regard to business premises & possible development sites & stress the  need that for the community to thrive some development was essential.

13/0025 Louth Town Football Club – The Council considered the request to endorse LTFC putting forward to East Lindsey District Council a request for a reduction in business rates for the Village Hall; it was resolved to support the application p LD s JS

13/0026 Bridle path from Sea View to Saltfleet Haven – The Council had been advised that the work on the definitive map had been put back due to errors & the process would have to start again.

13/0027 Parish Paths – Following debate it was resolved that the best use of the grant obtained from Community Wildlife Grant was to investigate the Sea View footpath. Clerk to action.

13/0028 Planning Applications – Decision received: Application N/145/01842/12 – Mr S Ellis, Planning Permission – Extension & alterations to existing garage block to provide a garage with a games room & study over which is already under construction. Elmhurst House, Main Road, Saltfleetby. Granted.
13/0029 Village Hall Committee – The Council considered the comments of the Charity Commission & following debate it was resolved that in order to move things forward the Clerk to draft a letter to local organisations to explain the situation & request each put forward a representative to enable a meeting to be called.
13/0030 Highways – Clerk to obtain an update on outstanding items & report new items: Fishmeregate from Main Road – pot holes when turning into Fishmeregate from the Main Road; Fishmeregate & junction of Fishmeregate & Long Gate – road in a terrible condition; parts of the road have also been covered with chalk which has not been flattened down – Clerk to investigate ownership with Highways & request an assessment of the conditions. Charlesgate – Has been reported but becoming steadily worse; end of Charlesgate – the blind dyke which goes nowhere – Clerk to investigate with Highways ownership – Highways or PCC; filling it in would give valuable space for people attending the site. Main Road (B1200) wherever Anglian Water have been working the edges of the road are badly eroded away; Anglian Water – the damage to the road is very bad with some parts being resurfaced & others not – Clerk to chase Highways up for an answer to reinstatement following the work.
13/0031 LALC Website – It was resolved that only the Clerk and Chairman should have access to the web site and upon either no longer being in post the password would be changed.
13/0032 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison advised that Messenger magazine could now be received electronically – Clerk to circulate details; Responders to Warmth – information to be spread as wide as possible to ensure take up – include in Marshlander report; The next Mablethorpe Committee would be discussing Community Emergency Plans.
13/0033 Clerks Report – Parish Paths – the final claim for £435 submitted for work completed during 2012; Precept demand submitted & the Precept portion of £7,974 had been acknowledged – payment week commencing 15th April 2013; Wingas Storage UK Ltd – the letter had been forwarded regarding Fracking Licence & the Clerk had been contacted by a representative who advised that they do not carry out Fracking for shale gas, only a sub-surface type that has been carried out by all oil & gas companies for many years & is done only when a well is not big enough. The Clerk had forwarded the relevant information to Wingas but the recipient was currently on leave until the 11th February; Responders to Warmth Scheme information had been placed on the web site & the letter from Natural England had been acknowledged but not response received.

13/0034 Reports from Outside Bodies – The Chairman reported on her attendance at the EnergieKontor appeal hearing & advised that it had lasted 7 days over two weeks, turnout had been good & the appeal had heard some impassioned speakers; ELDC had acquitted themselves well although it had appeared that the Inspector was favouring EnergieKontor as he deferred to their Barrister constantly. In addition the Inspector had not taken the time to visit the site prior to the hearing & only did so near the end of the 7 days, when it had been windy so it had not been possible to fly the blimp but the Inspector had been given a photograph which showed the potential height of the turbines. During the hearing the Rimac site had been dismissed as not being relevant but they did go & see Rimac and it was hoped this had made a difference to the opinion.

13/0035 Correspondence, the following items were noted:

13/0036 Councillors Reports – Cllr Bowman raised the Fishery at Church Lane – the enforcement order ran out in early January and nothing had happened. Clerk to chase up.  Cllr Ackroyd noted that the Village Hall sign had been removed.
13/0037      Items for the Next Agenda – As above.
13/0038      It was resolved to close the meeting to the public & press in accordance with the Public Bodies (Admission to Meeting) Act 1960 in order for the Personnel Committee members to discuss items relating to the Personnel Committee & Clerk.

13/0039      Personnel Committee Meeting – The Committee arranged a meeting for 22nd February 2013.
