Public Comments:  None.
13/0040 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting and advised that A. Peace & M Hawes had resigned from the Council and there were now three vacancies.  
13/0041 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Lusby & Smith.  Absent: Cllr Poskitt
13/0042 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th February 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p SH s JA
13/0043     Declarations of Interest – Cllr Bowman handed in a written Dispensation request as a member of the Diamond Jubilee Committee; the dispensation was granted by the Council for a period of four years. Clerk to advise the Monitoring Officer.   
13/0044 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for February – it was resolved to authorise this payment p CW s JA; LALC – Annual Training Scheme for April 2013 to March 2014 (due 1st April)  - following debate it was resolved to authorise this payment p PB s LD
Transfer of Funds – The Council considered the reasons to transfer £1,500 from the Nottingham Building Society into Lloyds TSB & it was resolved to authorise the transfer p PB s LD

Jubilee Committee – The Committee had requested the release of the £1,000 match funding towards the creation of the new village gardens following confirmation from East Lindsey District Council of a grant in excess of £1200; Cllr R Palmer had contacted the Council about his councillors allowance for the forthcoming year with the opportunity of receiving £200 towards a project & following debate it was resolved to put the £200 towards the Jubilee Committee donation when received & further resolved to authorise the payment of the £1,000 grant to the Jubilee Committee. Clerk to action p JA s SH
Financial Priorities – The Community Action Plan was discussed & noted that action had been taken on several of the points – i.e. Speeding – the Archer unit had been employed & the Police invited and had attended a meeting; Community Facilities & Activities – there was now a monthly coffee meeting which was well attended & the Jubilee Committee had undertaken to plant gardens within the village which the Parish Council would contribute to; it was resolved to arrange a meeting for full council with Louth Town Football Club (LTFC) as they were now the owners of the village hall in order to ascertain the position with regard to the hall usage – Cllr Dover to contact LTFC to obtain names of attendees & Clerk to then arrange a date – this would enable the Council to take further legal guidance if appropriate & the requirements needed for the building were the discussions favourable.  It was noted that residents were strongly in favour of the verges being well maintained but the on-going work by Anglian Water in the village would cause problems this year; Information Pack – Clerk to circulate one for information; Ambulance Services – further consultation was to take place following the public response to proposed station closures – update to be given to the village on all these items at the Annual Parish Meeting. Neighbourhood Watch Scheme – to also be raised at the Annual Parish Meeting as this would require volunteers.
13/0045 Councillor Vacancy – The notice was displayed for Mrs James resignation & the additional resignations would require notices. Clerk to advise Councillors of the criteria for becoming a Councillor & any interested residents names to be passed to the Clerk.
13/0046 Wingas – The response to the Councils letter regarding Fracking had been circulated & it was resolved to write requesting a guarantee from Wingas that Fracking would not be used in the future as the letter stopped at confirming that. Clerk to write.
13/0047 Planning Applications – A letter from Planning Enforcement regarding Cenarth, Ings Lane, Saltfleetby advised that the enforcement request had been complied & was noted.
13/0048 Village Hall Committee – The Clerk had circulated a draft letter to community groups which had been approved; the letter had gone to the Jubilee Committee but the Clerk still required confirmation of addressees for the PCC & WI. Clerk to be informed as soon as possible.
13/0049 Community Emergency Plan – It was resolved to leave until all Councillors were present; Clerk to circulate a draft for comment. Agenda item for April.
13/0050 Highways – The Clerk had circulated Appendix A with completed actions marked. Clerk to archive completed items for future reference. 
13/0051 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison noted that the Police had warned about an increase in cars being targeted that had goods on display with windows being broken when only minor change visible; reports had been received of a white van driving slowly through the area several times & it appeared to be checking out premises; a larger white van was apparently in the County & appeared to be on the lookout for dogs – it was not known why the dogs were being taken but residents should be vigilant. The Triton Knoll transformer would now be considerably smaller following lobbying by ELDC with three possible sites in the Skegness area & it had been agreed that cables would run underground. Cllr Harrison provided the Council with a map of traditional riding routes & access areas – Clerk to circulate. It was agreed that the dispute over Footpath 55 and the issue of horse riding on the Saltfleetby Theddlethorpe NNR will be followed through by Cllr Harrison in her role as District Councillor.
13/0052 Clerks Report – The District Councillors Grant of £185.00 towards bench maintenance had been received – Agenda item for April; The Parish Paths final grant payment of £435 had been approved but not yet received; The School needed a new Community Governor for the Governing Body of Saltfleetby Primary & Theddlethorpe Primary.  Being a governor involved 6 meetings per year and a couple of visits to the school. It was considered very important that the body had community representatives to help keep the link between the school & wider community. To be included in the next newsletter & Clerk to include within Marshlander report; Planning Enforcement had advised that further action would be forthcoming in order to have the caravan removed from The Vines Fishing Ponds and that the process had been started; Mablethorpe & Sutton Town Council had contacted the Clerk with an invitation to form a meeting to discuss the devastating consequences for the coastal strip communities that existed in the proposals contained within the ELDC Draft Core Strategy, Draft Housing Strategy & Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment. Clerk to inform the Town Clerk that the Council wished to be involved.
13/0053 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
13/0054 Correspondence, the following items were noted:
ELDC News Release – Support for Keep Britain Tidy survey; ELDC Messenger – how to obtain electronically; ELDC – East Lindsey Live information; ELDC – Electronic Consultation with Town/Parish Councils on planning applications.
13/0055 Councillors Reports – The lack of a report in the last Marshlander was raised – the Clerk advised that she had missed the deadline.
13/0056      Items for the Next Agenda – As above.
13/0057      It was resolved to close the meeting to the public & press in accordance with the Public Bodies (Admission to Meeting) Act 1960 in order for the Personnel Committee members to discuss items relating to the Personnel Committee & Clerk.

13/0058      Personnel Committee Meeting –. Cllr Dover reported that an informal grievance had been received from the Clerk, which it was hoped had now been resolved. It was important that all Councillors understood that they were the employer of the Clerk, with all the responsibility that brought. The Council set the terms and conditions of the post at the time of the appointment of the Clerk and these could not be changed without the Clerks consent. Councillors were also reminded that they should treat each other and the Clerk with respect at all times.
