There were 4 members of the public present.
Public Comments:  A resident raised the arrival times for ambulances; having called for one the Paramedics arrived promptly but the ambulance took some considerable time to arrive & this is unacceptable.  It was noted that there was currently a consultation exercise with an Open Forum in Louth – the East Midlands Ambulance Service was looking to close ambulance stations; it was agreed that this was unacceptable & once closed they would never be regained. Ambulance arrival times, particularly in rural areas were unacceptable & the target times were never achieved.  The Council agreed to write to the ambulance service expressing severe concern on the level of service offered & the closure of Ambulance Stations which would only have a negative effect.

There were no further comments.

12/0233 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed Members of the Council and especially the residents attending.
12/0234 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Hawes & Peace. The apologies were accepted.
12/0235 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th September 2012. It was resolved that the Minutes were a true record & the Chairman signed them p SH s LD
12/0236 Declarations of Interest - Cllrs Warwick & Dover – Members of the Jubilee Committee
12/0237 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for September; HMRC – Tax due - £2.40 (authorise only); C Warwick – reimburse for East Coast Grafix – Newsletters - £43.94; Euroffice – Ink Cartridges - £80.21 It was resolved to authorise the above payments p JS s SH
12/0238 Councillor Vacancies – Cllr Warwick informed Council that having written to Mr Liller, Mr Liller had advised that he would be resigning as a Parish Councillor.  His contribution to the Council over some considerable time had been vast and greatly appreciated & a letter of thanks would be sent to him. The Monitoring Officer had been informed. A request to be considered for co-option into to the existing seat had been received from Mr J Lusby. Following consideration it was unanimously resolved to co-opt Mr Lusby into the vacant seat p JS s FS. Mr Lusby signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. Clerk to inform the Monitoring Officer.
12/0239 General Power of Competence – Following circulation of information on eligibility and use of the GPC, it was resolved that under the Localism Act 2011 s8 & as set out in the Parish Councils (General Power of Competence) (Prescribed Conditions) Order 2012 the Council confirmed that it met the prescribed criteria of equalling or exceeding two-thirds of the total number of seats on the Council being filled at the last election & that the Clerk held CiLCA (prior 2012) & Section 7 of CiLCA 2012 & would  use the General Power of Competence p CW s FS

12/0240 Jubilee Gardens – The Clerk had received a letter confirming the request for the Council to match fund up to a maximum of £1,250 towards the provision of building and planting two further gardens within the village, one opposite St Peters Church & the other near the S bends at the bottom of the village. The Committee had formally adopted a constitution & would be obtaining Public Liability Insurance. Following debate it was resolved to match fund up to a maximum of £1,250 p SH s JL
12/0241 Verges & Grass Cutting – It had been raised at the last meeting that residents felt that insufficient cutting was carried out. It was noted that another cut was due from Highways but that this year they were not felt to be up to previous standards & the Drainage Board also carried out cuts at varying times. The Clerk was asked to write to the Drainage Board noting the residents’ comments & ask whether the cuts they undertook could be planned & when carried out the area left in a tidier state.

12/0242 Bridle path at Sea View – It was confirmed that in 2007 Lincolnshire County Council prepared a Modification Order but received a complaint; this complaint is still being considered by its Legal Department taking into account legislation; LCC will inform the Council when a decision is made. Due to time constraints Cllr Harrison had yet to update the Clerk on previous Rights of Way correspondence with Highways in order for the Clerk to follow up.
12/0243 Rimac/Saltmarsh – Traditionally riders had used the Right of Way for many years but the new Warden for the Trust appeared to be restricting this. It was resolved that the Clerk write to the Warden, copy Head Office, regarding the lack of consultation p SH s JS
12/0244 Parish Paths – Footpath No 226 – LCC had responded to the Clerk’s request on previous history for this footpath & had recommended contacting the adjacent owners direct in the first instance. Cllr Dover to check the footpath & advise the Clerk regarding the adjacent properties. Information had been circulated from Lincolnshire Local Access Forums on the potential loss of grant-aided walking & riding routes; a small section near St Clements was affected.
12/0245 Vehicle Speeds/Portable Speed Signs – The Clerk had forwarded a copy of the Speed Check Report to PC Palmer. 
12/0246 St Clements Burial Ground – Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk try to obtain quotations for the work required on the grave monument for the next meeting. It was resolved that the Clerk ask Mr Chapman to purchase the hedging & associated items for the St Clement hedge infill work p SH s RJ
12/0247 LCC – Lincolnshire Rights of Way Improvement Plan 2 – Stakeholders Consultation – It was resolved to support the submission produced by Cllr Harrison. Clerk to format for the Council & submit.

12/0248 Village Hall Committee – The comments from Community Lincs were considered & the apparent situation with the Charity Commission & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Warwick would liaise with Mrs Bridges regarding filing accounts & the Clerk would investigate the possibility of setting up a new charity for the community.
12/0249 Highways – Appendix A had been circulated; the Clerk had investigated the wooden bollards on Fishmeregate but Highways had no record of installing them & neither had the Countryside Department. Clerk to report – Clutterbuck Corner – hedge encroaching onto the road at a property – Clerk to write to householder; Charlesgate – up to the stump/graveyard the grass in the middle of the road is touching the underside of cars; the railings at the North End Lane crossroads inhibit sight for some cars as they are too high – Clerk to check ownership with Highways/Drainage Board & report.
12/0250 Publicity – It was resolved to defer the item to the next agenda.
12/0251 Asset Register – Cllr Dover advised that the two benches that were the property of the Council and based at the Stump were no longer there.
12/0252 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison drew attention to the Core Strategy which would be out for consultation next week & noted there were four options to satisfy housing need within the District; the document would be available online. Online consultation on welfare benefit changes (Clerk to place item on web site).
12/0253 Clerks Report – Community Wildlife Grant – a map of the area showing land for which the ownership rights would be searched had been requested & submitted in Clerk’s absence by Cllr Warwick; Amendment to signature forms had been requested from the Nottingham Building Society & Lloyds TSB; an insertion for the Marshlander had been forwarded regarding the Councillor vacancies. The Local Government Boundary Commission for England had requested consultation responses by 15 October regarding the reduction in numbers of ELDC Councillors – Clerk to respond that the number of councillors in rural areas should not be reduced.
