There were 3 members of the public present.
Public Comments:  The state of the Fishery in Church Lane was raised again; ELDC had previously been looking into the ownership of the land & Cllr Harrison as District Councillor had also raised the issue to no avail – the resident advised that there was now an infestation of rats which was affecting the neighbouring properties. Clerk to contact ELDC. The request for information to the Clerk from a resident who had experienced a horse riding accident – the Clerk had forwarded information on letters sent to Highways by the previous Clerk & Cllr Harrison advised that she had given the resident the opportunity to examine her copy of Minutes. Cllr Warwick raised a complaint received from a resident on a rat infestation near to their property
12/0260 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed all present & requested Councillors to address everything through the Chair in order to assist the Clerk on Minute taking; she also commented on the report inserted into the Marshlander magazine by the Clerk which was excellent and read well.
12/0261 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Hawes & Dover. Cllr R Palmer. The apologies were accepted.
12/0262 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd October 2012. Item 12/243 should read the Warden with Natural England not Trust. It was resolved that noting this comment the Minutes were a true record & the Chairman signed them p JS s SH
12/0263 Declarations of Interest & Requests for Dispensations - Cllrs Warwick & Peace – Members of the Jubilee Committee. The Clerk advised the Council on the legal position with regard to Councillors setting a Precept & that she had been advised by LALC that all Councillors required a dispensation under The Localism Act 2011 to do so & that Council should resolve to delegate the granting of dispensations for this to The Clerk. December agenda item.
12/0264 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for October; Information Commissioners Office – Annual registration - £35.00 (authorisation, payment was due & forwarded 24th October); LALC – Lunches for Localism Seminar training on 24th September - £13.00; It was noted that there had been nil attendance at the event & that Councillors must cancel if not taking up booked seats. It was resolved to authorise the above payments p JS s JL
Change of Signatories – Following the resignation of Mr Liller it was resolved that Cllr J Smith be made a signatory. Clerk to action.
Accounts as at 30th September 2012 – The accounts had been circulated & it was resolved to accept them as correct. The Chairman signed the accounts & Bank Statements. The updated budget was also noted & accepted p AP s CW

Precept 2013/2014 – Council to consider ensuring verge cutting was adequate (Community Action Plan); Information pack for village – costs for printing etc.; issue of encroaching verges; flailing – to consider increasing to 3 cuts in line with Highways & including North End Lane in all. Clerk to prepare budget for December.
12/0265 Councillor Vacancies/Resignations – The letter of resignation from Mr F Smith had been circulated. The Council noted his contribution & asked the Clerk to write to him expressing its thanks. Cllr Warwick informed the meeting that following non-receipt of the official notice required following Councillor resignations, the Clerk had spoken with the Monitoring Officer who had advised that the Clerk could publish her own notice as long as the allocated 14 days’ notice was given for residents to request an election & that the Council was in a position to co-opt as it had not been informed that an election had been requested following the resignation of Ms Fenton. The Chairman advised that an expression of interest in being co-opted had been received from a resident who was unable to attend this evening & asked for Councillors to publicise the two further vacancies. Mr John Ackroyd was present and expressed an interest in being co-opted. Following consideration it was resolved to co-opt Mr Ackroyd into the vacant seat p JL s AP. Mr Ackroyd signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. Clerk to inform the Monitoring Officer. The Clerk advised that she had been contacted by Mr Liller who had expressed his thanks for the letter sent to him.
12/0266 Jubilee Gardens – An email from a resident regarding the creation of gardens and the state of the verges had been circulated. Following debate it was resolved that the Clerk reply informing them that the Council would be contributing as improving the look of the village was raised as a priority by residents in the Community Led Plan & that the Jubilee Committee had obtained grant funding elsewhere & would be maintaining the gardens.
12/0267 Verges & Grass Cutting – The earlier complaints by residents with regard to the lack of grass cutting was further debated. Clerk to include additional flailing cut within the budget and to include North End Lane in all cuts. The issue of some residents dumping grass cuttings on the highways verges was raised as a complaint & it was agreed this amounted to fly tipping which if it continued should be reported. The Drainage Board had carried out its cut in rain again & made a terrible mess & it was noted that they no longer removed cuttings.
12/0268 Bridle path at Sea View – No update.
12/0269 Rimac/Saltmarsh – A copy of the letter sent to Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust regarding work carried out by them without consultation was circulated & their response; a report on the Clerk’s discussion with the Manager for the Rimac site from Natural England regarding horse-riding was also circulated. Cllr Harrison expressed concern that the content of the latter did not cover her complaint & it was agreed that she would email the Clerk with additional details to allow the Clerk to contact the warden direct. 
12/0270 Parish Paths – Copies of the letters sent to residents regarding footpath No 226 had been circulated, the Clerk had not yet received any responses.
12/0271 St Clements Burial Ground – The Clerk had contacted the Builder who would look at the grave memorial & submit prices; these had not yet been received.
12/0272 Planning Applications

Application N/145/01842/12 – Mr S Ellis, Planning Permission – Extension & alterations to 


Existing garage block to provide a garage with a games room & study over which is already under 
construction. Elmhurst, Main Road, Saltfleetby. It was resolved to object p JL s JS

For information: Planning Enforcement Notice – Notice under Town & Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) – Investigation into Cenarth, Ings Lane, Saltfleetby – Without planning permission the material change of use of land from residential to a mixed use of residential & for the keeping & storing of wood & wood items. Noted.

Decisions Received: N/145/01924/12/3 – Permission granted to vary condition 1 of planning permission N147/1388/07 to extend the time period for the retention of the existing classroom for a further three years, 31 July 2014 at Saltfleetby Church of England Primary School.
12/0273 Village Hall Committee – A report from the Clerk had been circulated on the advice given by LALC & was noted. A copy of a further email to the Charity Commission by the Clerk raising the issue that no building was included in the assets & asking for a re-assessment of their response was noted – no response had yet been received.
12/0274 Highways – Appendix A had been circulated; an email had been received from a resident regarding an overgrown hedgerow on the B1200 & it was resolved that the Clerk contact Highways to ascertain what action had been taken by them following the resident’s complaint.
12/0275 Publicity – It was resolved to await the outcome of the acquisition by Louth Town Football Club of the Marshland Village Hall as this would be the centre of focus in the village.
12/0276 East Lindsey District Council - Consultation on Draft Core Strategy & Draft Housing Strategy – comments by 11th January. The document was being circulated – December agenda item.
12/0277 East Midlands Ambulance Service – Copy of letter sent regarding response times & closure of local stations & their response was circulated and noted together with information on the formal consultation.

12/0278 East Lindsey District Council – The Council noted a letter regarding Community Resilience & flooding issues & the offer of empty sand bags. Following debate it agreed that a Community Emergency Plan was important – Cllr Warwick to look into & report back.

12/0279 District Councillors Report – Cllr Harrison advised that she had been visited by a representative of LCC following receipt of the response to its questionnaire on footpaths & had taken him down Fishmeregate in order that he could see what it was like when wet; His maps did not show all the ways. She had also had discussions with the Grazing Marsh office and part of their plan for next year was to do work on suggested routes and information boards & had suggested they may be willing to work on a funding bid in partnership. Cllr Harrison also noted information on Police web site – Clerk to circulate.
12/0280 Clerks Report – Community Wildlife Grant – the Clerk had been contacted by LCC & advised that the grant would be forthcoming following confirmation that on-going work for footpaths would include working with Coastal Grazing Marshes. Order placed with the contractor for the hedge infill at St Clements & bulb planting would be carried out in the near future; letter to a resident regarding state of their hedge had been sent.
12/0281 Reports from Outside Bodies – Cllrs Warwick & Dover had attended the LALC AGM & Conference & Cllr Warwick will circulate information; she had talked to First Contact representative who was willing to attend a coffee morning. Cllr Smith reported on his attendance at Wingas & noted that there had been another staff change; there was drilling on 9 new holes but only two in use. No further information at this stage.
