There were four members of the public present.
Public Comments:  A resident raised the ancient right of access on paths from Seaview which is not now being allowed & asked whether Councillors had visited the area to understand the issue; they had taken pictures as it was believed that the Warden was saying that the salt marsh butted up to the sand dunes but this was not the case & it was clear that there was a compacted path.  The resident remarked on the fact that dog fouling appeared to be allowed in this area, which was hazardous & indeed disturbed nesting birds, but that when riding they had been stopped repeatedly by the warden & told to either go to Saltfleet or Theddlethorpe in order to access the area. It was complained that there was no signage stating no access & the NE website stated that horses were welcome – riding to Saltfleet or Theddlethorpe on an extremely busy road was not acceptable & added that residents should be allowed to go down & enjoy the scenery as had been done for many, many years. The Chairman noted that NE had called a meeting with the local Parish Councils when this would be discussed & the Council was very aware of local feeling; District Cllr Harrison was also very active on this problem. 
13/0059 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting and especially the members of the public.  
13/0060 Apologies for absence – Cllrs Dover & Ackroyd.  Absent: Cllr Lusby
13/0061 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th March 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p SH s PB.  Cllr Bowman raised the caravan at The Vines Fishing Pond as a matter arising as this had still not been removed although 4-months had passed since the expiration of the enforcement notice – Clerk to obtain an update; Wingas had responded to the Clerks letter which stated that although the company did not intend using Fracking at the Saltfleetby site it had to remain as an option – Clerk to respond.
13/0062     Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.   
13/0063 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for March – it was resolved to authorise this payment p SH s HP; LALC – Annual Subscription for April 2013 to March 2014 - £203.10 - it was resolved to authorise this payment p HP s SH. The Clerk advised that an account had been received from M Chapman following publication of the agenda which would be due prior to the May meeting for work carried out at St Clements churchyard for hedge planting which covered costs only for plants & accessories, labour had been at Mr Chapman’s own cost & it was minded to pay the account & write to Mr Chapman expressing the Council’s thanks.
District Councillors Grant – The Council authorised the placement of an order for maintenance work on the Council’s benches.

13/0064 Councillor Vacancy – There had been no requests to be co-opted into the vacant seats & the Chairman reiterated the need to fill the vacancies.
13/0065 East Lindsey District Council – Improving communication with Town & Parish Councils – The letter & questionnaire on the flow of information had been circulated & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Warwick and the Clerk would formulate the response based on the discussions. 
13/0066 Coastal Strip Communities Meeting – The Clerk advised that it was hoped the meeting date would be confirm on Thursday; Cllrs Warwick and Bowman to attend on behalf of the Council & Cllr Harrison would be attending in her role of District Councillor.
13/0067 Annual Parish Meeting Agenda – The Clerk had circulated a draft for the proposed residents meeting on Tuesday 21st May 2013 & it was resolved to accept this & distribute to all households. Clerk to confirm availability of the Church & organise agenda.
13/0068 Village Hall Committee – It was resolved that Cllr Smith would be the nominated Councillor on behalf of the Council for the new Board of Trustees; nominations had been received from the Women’s Institute & The Jubilee Committee; Cllr Warwick to consult again with the PCC. Following debate it was resolved to hold the meeting with Louth Town Football Club to discuss the future use of the village hall on Tuesday 30th April at 7.30pm in St Peters Church.
13/0069 Natural England – A letter from NE regarding National Nature Reserve Dedication of Access – Saltfleetby-Theddlethorpe had been received & it was noted that part of the NE’s freehold National Nature Reserves (NNRs) & similar holdings were being legally dedicated as open access under section 16 of the Countryside & Rights of Way Act 2000 – this did not appear to apply to sections where there were currently problems with access at Saltfleetby & following debate it was resolved that Cllr Harrison & the Clerk would put a response together based on this.  A letter had been received from the Senior Reserve Manager at Saltfleetby-Theddlethorpe Dunes National Nature Reserve inviting a representation from the Council to a joint meeting with NE, Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust & Saltfleetby & Theddlethorpe Parish Councils.  It was resolved that Cllrs Warwick & Harrison would attend the meeting on 2nd May at the NNR office & Cllr Smith would confirm his availability. Following publication of the April agenda a letter had also been received from Legal Services Lincolnshire regarding the Lincolnshire County Council Definitive Map Modification Order 2013 Saltfleetby St Clement/Skidbrooke with Saltfleet Haven Parishes & the updating of the definitive rights of way map which required a response before the next meeting; Cllr Harrison & Clerk to formulate a response.
13/0070 Planning – ELDC had written regarding a scrutiny review – ‘Does Planning have the right tools to deliver?’; issued raised by the Council included the belief that Parish Councils were not included sufficiently with procedures; when sites were identified decisions appeared to be made ‘on a whim’ by the Planning Officer & refusals were not helping the perception of planning within the village & certainly did not encourage the high financial outlay required for obtaining plans for submission; this in turn did not help the village progress or to even ultimately survive; it was also considered that the charges levied by ELDC were high; the relationship between the planning department & other departments did not appear clear; site visits were not carried out as often as they should be & certainly on contentious or controversial planning applications, for example EnergieKontor, it was believed that they should always be carried out; Clerk was asked to respond accordingly.

Application N/113/02189/12 – Bernard Matthews Wind Energy Co-operative Ltd – Planning Permission – Erection of 1 x 500kw wind turbine with a maximum height of 78m & a blade diameter of 56m, and to include the erection of a substation, alterations to existing access track, provision of hard standing & the relation of a pond. Causeway Bridge Farm, 48 Church Lane, Manby, Louth LN11 8HL. Amended information relating to cultural heritage, noise, air safety and pond.  It was resolved that the Councils original objection stood; Clerk to enquire whether any community benefit is attached to the application.
13/0071 Highways – The Clerk had circulated the archived reports & current issues; the numerous pot holes on the B1200 caused by Anglian Water were again raised – Clerk to chase up; the state of Fishmeregate was being looked into; approximately 10 static caravans had been moved on Mill Lane – Cllr Bowman to provide the Clerk with names of the companies responsible & Clerk to forward to Highways.

13/0072 Community Emergency Plan – It was resolved to try & ascertain residents who may at some point require assistance – this might be in the event of a major emergency in or near the village or during periods of bad weather by requiring help to obtain food or medicine etc. – it was resolved that an item be included in the next newsletter, placed on the web site, noticeboards & within the Marshland report.
13/0073 New Residents Information Leaflet – The Clerk had provided a basis for debate & it was resolved that Cllr Dover be asked to adapt for Saltfleetby & bring to the next meeting. Agenda item for May.

13/0074 District Councillors Report – The WRVS had a contract for supporting vulnerable people – for example by doing ‘home from hospital’ support or telephone support. Cllr Warwick to include in the next newsletter. Cllr Harrison also raised the survey that ELDC were carrying out regarding green waste collections & the savings that the Council had to make – being charged for the service was one of the options & she urged everybody to respond; the Clerk advised that the information had been placed on the web site & Cllr Warwick to place in the newsletter.
13/0075 Clerks Report – Parish Paths – final claim for £435 received; Parish Paths 2013 – forms submitted to LCC with confirmation of price from contractor – fixed at £290 plus Vat as last year; VAT refund request submitted for £109.49; £1500 transferred from Nottingham Building Society into the Lloyds TSB account as authorised; £1,000 cheque as authorised issued to the Jubilee Committee; Criteria for becoming a Parish Councillor emailed out to Councillors for information; Highways – completed actions archived
13/0076 Reports from Outside Bodies – None
