Public Comments:  It was asked whether the stolen plants had been reported to the Police which had been done & it was agreed appropriate to publish the fact in the next newsletter & ask residents to be vigilant.
13/00172 Chairman’s comments - The Chairman welcomed everybody.
13/00173 Apologies for absence – Cllr S Clark
13/00174 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th August 2013 were accepted as a true record & signed by the Chairman p JA s SH.  
13/00175 Declarations of Interest – No new declarations.   
13/00176 Financial Matters


Accounts to be paid/authorised – Clerk’s salary & expenses for August; Council Projector Screen – Cllr P Bowman Reimbursement - £10.00; Saltfleetby Jubilee Committee – Donation to cover stolen plants - £100. it was resolved to authorise these payments p LD s CW
Accounting Information & Layout – The Council considered that the amount of information supplied to them exceeded requirements – It was resolved that Clerk prepare a payments sheet as suggested by Cllr Ackroyd as a trial
Grass Cutting Charges – The Clerk had requested prices based on previous discussions but they had not yet been received. Clerk to ensure that cutting around the bus shelter be included in next year’s prices.
Insurance Costs – The Clerk had contacted the insurance provider regarding costs for including the new village planters within the Council’s policy; the assets could be covered proved they were transferred into the ownership of the Council & the existing policy would cover these assets automatically for Public Liability insurance for no extra charge if transferred, replacement values for the assets must be supplied to the insurance company before they can confirm the cost to cover them for theft & accidental damage – Cllr Warwick to obtain values & advise the Clerk.
13/00177 Councillor Vacancy – There had been no expressions of interest. Leave on agenda.
13/00178 Golf Road Mablethorpe Development – The information on traffic movements & related issues together with information on recommend signage for the project. Cllrs Warwick & Bowman had attended the Lindum Liaison Meeting on September 4th & reported that the issues with road width had been raised; a sign had been placed at the end of Three Bridge Lane & one had been requested for Mill Lane and the end of Church Lane which had been agreed. Lindum are to consider whether Lorries should return the same way they came. County Councillor McNally had been supportive. Next meeting 2pm October 2nd at Mablethorpe Library.  The Council debated the issue of requesting the B1200 be upgraded due to the additional traffic going through to the coast, the traffic that will result from the EnergieKontor (EK) site, it was considered that the EK wagons would not get around Three Bridge Lane corner with long vehicles . Clerk to make enquiries stressing that weight was the main problem and not the number of vehicles – the increasing weight of agricultural vehicles also contributed.
13/00179 Village Hall Committee – The response from the Charity Commission & information on dissolution had been circulated. Following debate it was resolved that a Working Group be formed to compile a list of options which would be presented to the new Trustees at a meeting to be called when agreed. Cllr Warwick to liaise with Councillors to form a group & then circulate the results to all for comment at the next meeting. 
13/00180 Parish Paths – The Council noted a residents complaint regarding path 223 being impassable & the Clerk had contacted the Contractor who would action; he had noted that as the field was next to arable land it received fertiliser each time it was spread & it always caused problems. Following debate it was resolved that an additional cut be made as & when required to maintain movement on the path p CW s JA. Carried. The Contractor had a problem with one other path due to brambles but had contacted LCC regarding this – Clerk to request update.
13/00181 Rural Fair Share – The information on the Rural Fair Share Petition had been considered & it was resolved to support the Petition p LD s JL. Carried
13/00182 Planning – Decision Received – N/145/01229/13 – Listed Building Consent – Alterations – Mr I Brown, The Cottage, Main Road, Saltfleetby – GRANTED.
13/00183 Highways & Footpaths – The Clerk was asked to contact Highways regarding all outstanding items & report back. The email from a resident regarding the state of the footways was noted. The letter & pictures regarding a resident’s accident had been acknowledged & Council advised that the Highways Officer was aware of the condition of the footway in the area outside Grove Farm. There were orders for sections of the footway on the B1200 to be resurfaced as soon as funding was available – no current start date – but Highways would endeavour to keep the footway safe for pedestrians until permanent works commenced – Clerk to enquire how this would be achieved.  An update on the Charlesgate Dyke & information on permissions required from Lindsey Marsh Drainage Board was noted & it was resolved that the Council would write to the Parochial Church Council & ask for the matter to be raised at the next PCC meeting.
13/00184 Community Emergency Plan – Cllr Warwick advised that this was partially completed and she hoped to bring a draft document to the November meeting.
13/00185 New Residents Information Leaflet – Cllr Dover circulated the draft document with the additional requested information included. Following debate it was resolved that when the addition of further items had been completed, a small number would be placed in the shop, Prussian Queen & St Peters Church. Cllr Dover was complemented on an excellent & informative document. Cllr Dover to email template to all Councillors for any individual distribution required.
13/00186 100th Anniversary of World War I – The Council considered a letter regarding the proposed commemoration of the start of the war by planting poppies; Following debate it was resolved that the Council ask for the village gardens to have some poppies in the boxes by way of commemoration p LD s CW.

13/00187 LINCOLNSHIRE POLICE – CAN YOU MAKE A DIFFERENCE TO YOUR NEIGHBOURHOOD – Email regarding new initiative with first meeting on 10th October 2013 at 7pm in Mablethorpe Police Station was noted & Cllrs Warwick, Bowman & Ackroyd will attend & report back to Council on how worthwhile the meeting was for Saltfleetby.

13/00188 District Councillors Report – Information on a guided tour of St Botolph’s; Operation Galileo – action on Hare Coursing was very successful last year & will continue; Stratus Environmental was holding a presentation at Grimoldby & Manby Village Hall on Wednesday 25th September 2013 between 2pm & 7.30pm on a proposed Solar Park on land at Manby Airfield.
13/00189 Clerks Report – The Clerk advised that she had been contacted by Natural England who had cancelled the next Parish Council Liaison Meeting as it apparently clashed with Theddlethorpe Parish Council’s monthly meeting with the suggestion it would be re-arranged for January, the Clerk had responded but suggested that January was too far in the future – no response received to date; Compass Homes had advised that action had been taken regarding none-compliance by a tenant at a residence in the village.
13/00190 Reports from Outside Bodies – Included above.
13/00191 Correspondence – The Council noted the following items: Communication To ELDC re Car Parking Charges & its response; Response from Anglian Water regarding connection to Mains Sewerage (passed on to residents involved); Email from resident regarding Anglian Water response; Information on how Fracking is regulated & a letter from District Cllr Harrison to the Rt Hon Owen Paterson MP regarding problems re access for riders to the Saltfleetby/Theddlethorpe National Nature Reserve.
13/00192 Wildflower Meadow Planting – Cllr Dover advised that following further investigation with Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust, sites had already been designated for the Jubilee celebrations which were now set up & it was closed. It had been suggested that Lincolnshire Coastal Grazing Marshes may be interested in working with the Council on the area next to the YEB but this would require LWT providing plants & volunteers would be needed to plant them. They were also involved in keeping grass verges long in order to encourage wild life plants to thrive but as keeping them tidy was important to the village this would not be appropriate here. Cllr Dover to approach LCGM to see whether they would be interested in assisting.
13/00193 Councillors Reports – Cllr Bowman noted that Cllr Warwick had been interviewed by Radio Lincolnshire regarding the B1200 which had raised the profile of the problems.
13/00194 Items for the Next Agenda – Items for Environment Agency to cover in October to include – Bringing the latest Flood Risk Maps & the impact on the area, Individual concerns regarding services, Issues around building development in the area.

13/00195 Closing the Meeting to Public & Press – In accordance with the Public Bodies (Admission to Meeting) Act 1960 it was resolved to close the meeting in order to discuss items relating to the Clerks contract

13/00196 Personnel Committee – The Clerk had requested her salary be increased in line with the NALC recommendation – the first cost of living increase since 2009. Cllr Dover noted the entitlement & it was resolved to agree the increase p LD s JL. Carried
